Backward Classes [Department is responsible to implement
this Act, But, we havé seen, in practice, in almost all the

I~ hope this Govt. will take similar steps to
fill up the backlogs in the State.  S8ir, today, in my starred
question [ wanted to know about the utilication of funds
by different departments, but 1 am  sorry to state that our
Minister of State incharge of the department has stated that
the respective departments have not furnished the required
information, He plraded thathe has no machinery which
can submit the required information to him, Sir, if fhe
Minister - has no machinery then to whom shouid we go?
Who wili- implcment the programme for which funds are
allocated for a particular year, Sir, our financial year ernds
on 3ist March. 1t is now 17th of May but till than the
department: could not furnish the required informétion. We
have informations that many departments have surrendered
funds as they could not utilise the fund in time. I'am
sorry that the miuister could not furnish the required reply
in teply to my question, Sir, I, therefore, want the Mini-
ster to take more initiative. I would also want hime to
be more active, and more alert about the utilisation of
funds by the department. Sir, ultimately we go to this
department for any sort of harassment or diseremination
of the employees. I know the scheduled caste employees
in different department are being haiassed by their scni-

‘ors. Even adverse remarks are made in their ACRs so

that they cannot get their promotion to the higher posts.
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Sir, even in some Cases we have seen that the higher offi-
cers do not spare their subordinates to criticise in front
of other subordinates.  In this way, the harassment going
on. Therefore, T want that the depariment should take

necessary steps. to stop all these practices so that such

harassments are not made in future to the employecs, If

any complaint is received, the depariment will take app: -

ropriate action against the defaulting officers, Sir, I am glad
that in our State our Chief Minister isin incharge of the
department, It isalso a fact that the Chief Minister remains
very busy with other works and he bas little or no time
to look after the department. So, I want fo urge upon the
Minister of State;, WPT &BC to look . into the
matter and take appropriate action so that the scheduled
castes, scheduled tribes and cther backward classes people
~are protected constitutionaly and that their constituticne!

Has the Government of Assam been able to stick to
this provision ? . Presently, there is an Advisory Counci}
though this Council is entrusted to scrutinise the budget
allocations, the Council is presented with the Budget allo-
cation prepared by the officers and under this allecation
there arc many useless heads which did not give any ret-

_urn to the tribal people, scheduled caste, scheduled tribes
any one elsc.  When this Council decides that such allocation
should be removed or changed, it is not done. Why, because
vested interested have developed  into this. depurtment
Therefore Sir, this Courncil is notir operative now. T think
this Council was convened sometime Jast year in the mouth
of August and thereafter, it has not sat. So, the present
Government has failed to honour this provisicn (in the
Asticle of the Constitution of India. Then in regaid to
many other Articles also, - like Article 46, there is mno
proper implementation and this Government has failed to
show any developmental activities of the tribal people,
So, a stage has come when it is no longer possible to
fulfil the aspirations and desires of the schedule tribes
people of Assam and therefore, I today again reiteraic
that Assam should be divided and special areas should
be made for the ‘Schedule Tribe people of Assam a se-
parate state. It is the only reasonable solution. now. My
previous speaker Mr. Basumatary had iauded the - senti-
ments of the Speaker but what is the position of a Spca-
ker? He is the head of the House, he can give ouly
observation but he does not have any machinary to imple-
ment these feelings. Which he cannct and should not,
As soon as he becomes the Speaker he is the man for
all of us, he loses his party affiliation. He loses his all
personal feelings but it is good that our present Speaker
might be having some honourable sentiment as enuncisted

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by my previous Speaker but who will impleinent cuch sen-
timents 2 Today we have seen that this Government is
dilly-dallying to solve the tribai problems. There is a
runiing fcud going on betweern the All Bodo Students
Union and the Government of Assam and even the Go-
vernment of Assam has not come forward te sit down
and solve the problem, then whe will implement the sen-
timents of the Speaker? 1 do not know whether this
House or even the country realises today that for the last
40 years there has been so much of facilities enshrined
in the Constituion of India but all of themm had nct
been fulfilled, Now, ‘the questicn to-day is whether this
provision of the Constiiution of India would be extended
again or not. Next year, in the year 1950 all the prote-
ctive provisions for Scheduled Castes and Schedule Tribes
are going to end. Recently we have heard that the
Prime Minister of India have promised that this will be
extended but we do not know whether the Prime Minister
of India had taken any step to carry out his declaration
in the Parliament or wuot.

vation is no longe: pessible.  Then what is the scale, thro-
ugh which scale, can we arrived at this conclusion 9 That
scale has not been thougiit out neither by the Government
nor by the member: of the teu-duled castes and scheduled
tribes neither it has becn projiet by the Pariiament of India,
What is the stage at whic the ccheduled tribes wili be con-

sidered equal with the general people ? what will be the
stage ? Wwill it be a stage decided on literacy level or
,economic level or will it be a stage of social and other
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rights of the people? So Sir, nothing has been decided.
So, we arc heading to an abyss where there is no clear
definition. So, what the Government either in the state
or in the centre think about Tribals are they worth atall
considered as people living in this country ? Now Sir, if we
go through the terrors and fears of the Tribals presently in
Assam vou will find that the Government of Tndia and
Government of Assam has written of the Tribals particularly
the Bodos. We are pot fit to be recognised as people, we
are not fit to live as civilised groups in thesociety. In
Kokrajhar we have heard that waile a woman was delivering
and the baby was about tocome out from the thers
womb at that moment she was mercelessly beaten by police
Sir, can there bz any othsc instaace of terroriem in any
civilised country ? - I say, ‘no’. Mr, Chairman, Sir, we
are heading the tribal people to a dark era-of our civi-
lisation and the Government should not feel complacent
because they will not enly fool you but also others. We
are definitely going to publl down all together into this
abyss Therefore, I want through this cut motion that there
should be reavaluation and new projections for the deve-
lopment of the tribal and the mentality of this Government
chould be changed to provide real snccur of development
to the tribals. Sir, I have said earlier that when you
want to do something for the welfare of the backward
classes people then everything must be done. If this
department would have been headed by an officer belo-
nging to the backward classes then there would have some
sort of sensibility and everyone would have felt the pangs
and terrors of the people he belongs. He would have,
probably, tried to being relief to his fellow tribes people;
to his fellow human beings, But again, I have said that
the entire money should have been given for the benefit
of the tribal people. I have also said carlier that this

department is being run by a non-tribal, who does not
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belong to scheduled castes scheduled tiibes or other back-
ward classes. He belongs to the high-class society and
feel very radiant. Sir, and the argument is that the
level of edvcation of the tribal people is much below the
level of other people. So, how can you expect that justice
will be done by employing the scheduled tribes, scheduled
castes or other backward classes people 1n this department ?
Sir, then my question will be if they are so educated and if
they belong to the highclass society why are not they
able to fulfil the objectives laid down by the Constitution
of India knowing that these people are ccming from the
bottom rung of the society, Thatis my question, Sir
With these few words, I conclude my speech.

relation to their ethnic identity, In Assam it has become
a very vital- point, if people of Assam go back and set
up a demand on the basis of their ethnic identity nothing
will remain of the state as we krow Assam politically. A
tremendous movement was launched covering nearly 6-7 years
for preserving identity of Assamese people and .perhaps
extending it to create an Assam known as “Sonar Asom”
but within the spau of a few years it is found.that the
movement has backfired. Then were we not sure that
there is really nothing like Assamese 1dentxty? The basm
point has: come that we cabnot avoid it. Then all the
people of Assam- thought it was -parhaps mnecessity in
early part of the 1980s about the id:ntity of the Assamese
peeple but demand of the Bodos, dimand of the Mising,
demand of the Karbis, demand of the Lalung and per-
haps many are in the stream, remained of a thing which
we at least found a certain stage of the history to identify
the motion of Assamese culture. It-has backfired. Sir, I
am not going to the agitational aspects of the tribal
people presently being carried out in the State but I am
raising some basic questions. It is not a phenomenon
became in Assam, after a decade’s rule in West Bengal
by a Marxist Party which said that in our this type of
caste distinction cannot thrive because of ous very nature
of approach has belied. The foremost of the Marxists
politician that was produced by West Bengal came from
Darjeeling and I mention his name as late Ratan Lal
Brahmin where he worked and built up f6r most of the

" tea trade unions a racial movement, which haq overtaken

all’ movéments, Jna very progressive state of Indla what
is happening in. parts ,of Bihar,. Madhya Pradesh and
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Orissa, what is the impact of Jharkhand movement, which
are beyend ‘the border of India, what is happening in
Russia, after 70 years ' of rule by a Marxists Leninists
Party people could not come together, they are still stic-
king together to ‘their original racial identity. 1am just
pointing out the difficulties, we may discuss in a very small
State of India in the Legislaturc of Assam but the point
is very much pertinent. Sir, then what will happen. So
long in India, we have a certain type of demand that a
certain section of the people occupying the geographical
territory are in a majority should be given the right of
selfdetermination. Cn that basis even the movement for
creation of Pakistan was supported by our progressive
parties. Ultimately, Pakistan was created on the basis of
this pattern that Muslim occupy a certain pertion of India
in majority in npumbers. Thep, Sir, subsequently, things
were followed up within India on linguistic basis and now
we have given States on cthnic basis like the. States of
Meghalaya, Mizoram, Arunachal Pradesh. Now in the last
phase, 1do not know if it would be the last phase, we
are confronting the - problem of the people, though not
in “majb‘ri"ty‘;”making ‘a political demand in relation to

Shri Charan Narzary : Hon'ble Mr. Chairman Sir, Iam
supporting the cut motions on Grant No. 38 moved from
our side.

I have seen Sir,
ever since the adoption of the Indian Constitution the
State Government of Assam have been failing to fulfil
its constitutional obligation in relation to ensuring the
socio-economic development of the down-trodden people,
the scheduled tribes, the scheduled castes and other ba-
ckward classes of people. It is a very vital department,
this department for the welfare of scheduled tribes, sche-
duled castes and other backward classes of people is a
‘very vital department but not much attention has been
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given to this department, Over the years not much
care has been taken of this department, As a result of
this there has been accumulation of problems, among the
tribals, among the scheduled castes, emong the other
backward classes of people which has generated sheir
sense of resentment, their sense of total deprivation, in-
justice, exploitation in all spheres of their life.

We have got the tribal sub-plan new. Earlier this
tribal sub-plan was not there. But as the years passed
on and the lot of all the scheduled tribes, scheduled ¢astes
could not be changed, the matter was reviewed by the
Central Government, They examibed the root-cause of
the static condition of the scheduled tribes and scheduied
castes. It was found that the money allocated under the
general plan for the uplifiment of the scheduled tribeg
and the scheduled eastes was not sufficient, was not ade-
quate, That means the general plan could not cover glj
aspects of the tribal need and the needs of the scheduled
castes. That is why, precisely speaking, this tribal sub-
plan have been evolved. The concept of tribal sub-plan
is something new. But here, as we have seen in the
State in course of execution of various developmental
