*Mr, Speakers Now item No.4.General Discussion on the
Budget. Honourable shri Charan Narzary.
Shri Charan Narzaris Hon’ble Mr. Speaker Sir, I the
budget means as we understand, is jugg.ery of figures. [ do
want to enter into these jugglery of rigures. What I want
to impress upon now is that whataver the nature of the
budget the money should be, utilised by the Gevernment
properly. The money should go for the work for which the
money is meant. Hon'bie Chicf Minister has come forward
with a deficit budget, so we have a deficit budget. Itis not
surprising, it is nothing now. All the years the State Gover-
nment is runing with deficit budget. There is no exampls

of surplus budget anywhere either in the State of Assam or
in any other State of the country. States are for maay
things depandent upon the centre. Now sir, here in the
State of Assam the law and order situation is such that
the budget is likely to be irrelevant, mecaningless. Bacause
of the extremely disturbing law and order situation money

So if we
look at the recciptside and also scratinise the expenditure
side. we will know the philospphy or the purpose or the

pre-occupation of the Budget. Here we find that the Budge't
speech has started on an passimistic note, In the second para

in the second sentence we find” It is natural for the hono-
urable members to enquire about the causes of this crisis:
The crisis is a manifestation of the accumulated problems.”
Then the other reason for the passimistic note in the Budget is
another sentenee in the second para. I_quote “The steep stop
up in the Plan outlay during the sixth and seventh Plans

-‘beginning from 1980 s1 has imposed a severe debt burden

on the State.” Sir, hon’ble Finance Minister on t_he Chief
Minister has prepared his background of the budget and he
squarely called a spade a spade and says it is a crisis and
the budgeting procedure and the financial affairs of the
State is in a crisis and this as accumulated for last so many
years. Now, therefore, after the statement when we look at
the expenditure side we find the Philosophy of the budgef. I
wish to call this budget an escapist budget. The present
Government did not want to face the reality and tried to

excape from the crisis by presenting such a budget. In
the para under the heading “additional resources” it says
squarely “The" additional resource mobilisation of abour
185 crores for both 1987-88 and 1988-89 was anticipated

This is, in brief, the eseence of the budget. First this

left the House and Mr. Deputy Speaker occupied the Chair)
Then again, an amount of Rs, 334 crores was paid to the
Gavernment of India on account’ of servicing ‘of Central
loans.

Three bys
loads of our boys and girls wers kept in  the Nalbari jail. [

SIir, the
Government have ingnored the decision taken in the meeting
of all the political parties and the tribal people and there-
after set pre-condition for the discussions. In this way, Sir,
we will not be able to resolve the problem and bring normalcy
in the State. Sir, we all want' & peoceful solution of the vexed
problem: Sir, I wanted to speak ~on financial matters. How-

ever, as I have limited time in my hand, I waat to conclude

by mentioning one'point only. That, Sir; this"Government have
presented before us' the pattern of Plan Assistance by the
Centre which has brought about the alarining debt position
in the State.

Shri Abdul Rob Laskar : Mr. Deputy Speaker, Sir, First of all,
1 congratulate you for giving me the opportunity (o participate
in the budget discussion. Sir, by this time, many hon. mem-

bers of this August house have put forward their submissions
on the budget. Sir, some of the opposition members have

termed this budget as anti-people budget and dull budget
and, even, one of hon: members termed this budget as thro-
at-cutting budget. Sir, ultimately the hon. Finance Minister
has admitted that this is an anti-people budget and has agreed
to withdraw some of the taxation measures which are supp-
osed to be imposed on the poorest people of the State. Sir,
this budget is undobtedly an anti-people budget. Sir, in para
4 of the Budget presented by the hon. Finance Minister it
has been stated that the deficit which stood at Rs. 11 crores
on March 31, 1986, rost to Rs. 80 crores on March 31, 1987
and stood at Rs. 128 crores on march, 31 1983, Sir, sjnce
last three years we have been passing the budget in this
August house and this year also the budget will be passed,
But, Sir, what is the purpose of laying down the budget in
this August House and passing the same ¢ It is definitely
not intended just to meet the expenses which will be incurred

for runping the administration, The sole purpose of passing the
budget is to allow the State Governmente to go ahead taking up
developmental worlks in the State. But, Sir, during tHes

pe”
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period of last three year what we have withnessed is that
because of the inefficiency of this Government because of ind-
ulgence in corrupt practices, there is no developmental
work in the State. what we have seen, Sir, during this period
every officer, every Minister and every MLA is speaki}ag'

that there is no money and, therefore, there is no developm-
ental work in the State. Sir.the question is that wheré the
money has gone, how the money has been spent? In
every para-of the budget the blame has  been squarely

put on the Central ‘Government by this® Goveramen
and that Central Governmente has not given the money

But, Sir, there are dnstances = that m.ny of the. depart-
ments of State have surrendeered  the - money because
they are not in a position to spend the money for the
developmental works. But, Sir, whenever there is a ssssion
or whenever there is a discussion, they are trying to put the
blame on the shoulder of the Central Government. Now, Sir,
where is the record 2 why the State Government is not speaking
o the Assam Accord p probaly Goveroment want-to by-pass
the issue. They know that people have mot forgotten the
commitment made by them to the people of Assam that they
will 1mplement the Assam Accord. Sir, I had given a ques-
tion in this House as to how many foreigners have been
deported during this period of three years. Sir, the answer
was 299. Sir, the position is that during the period of three
years this' Government was in a position to deport oaly
299 people. Sir, during tht¢ period of agitation it was stated
that several lakhs of foreigners are there in the State. That
being so, then how many years will be required by this
Governmente to fullfil the commitment made to the people.
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Now, Sir, probably this Government is thinking to put the
blame on the Central Government either this way or that
way. Sir, they are trying to make the people understand
that they cannot undertake the work because of the restic-
tions imposed on them by the Central Government. Sir,
this will not hold water. Sir, how many people died during the

period of last six years ¢ How many people have becn .
departed by this Government 7 where is the developmental

work 1 Sir, each and every time this Government puts the

blame on the Central Government Even today, Sir, the
Union Minister Shri Sontesh Mohan Deb has been blamed

for giving relief to a patient. Sir if this is the attitude then

how this Government will give benefit to the people Mr

Deputy Speaker, Sir, we do not want that this Government
should not work. sir, we have been elected by the people
and were the part and parcel of this Government. It should
be the attitude of the Government that benefit is given to
the people because we are of the people, for the people
and by the people. Sir, so far the work done by this

Goverament is almost zero. Sir, there are lakhs of educated
unemployed youth in our State, nay throughout the country.

But Sir, there is no appoiutment. Sir, recruitments have been
stopped -by this Government. The educated unemployed
youths are now roaming in the street., No. advertisement
js there although there are some vacant posts, The reasons
for all these is that there is no money. Even in many
offices: machines are out of order which could not pe

repaired because of deith of money. Officers are not going
on tour to see the work in the f1e1d because they are not
getting their T.A. bills,
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Sir, T would like to put some suggestions. The Govern-
ment wanted to raise its income to fulfil the demands of the
People. But why the Government has casted its big eyes to
the poorest people who are living from hand to mouith,
although there are ample scope to raise income from other
sources. In many places, in  different places of the districts
I have scen myself that dure to 1985 Forest operator
cvery where large number of logs are being wasted hither
and thither, It isa matter of great surprise that the logs

are going io be soiled. I do not understand why the Govern
ment failed to take action for selling the logs, why they

failed to put these logs into auction, which wou!d have
given the Government large exchaquer. Itis due to ine-
fiiciency the Government failed to raise the incoms althou-
gh we got valuable sources. Sir, as we have seen a large
number of khas land is still lying at the disposal of the

Government and settlement has not been given to the people

though large number of petitions are submitted for giving
settlement. ~ Sir, if these khas lands could have beep scttled
with the petitioners, huge amount of money would have
come to the Government exchaquer.

Then Sir, 44 no. of Public undertakings are functioning
under the Government and accounts have been giving in the
budget regarding Tea Corporation, Assam State Eleciricity
Board and Assam Road Transport Corporation. Sir, these
are all losing concerns. The Government is incurring heavy
losses. Sir, the State Transport Buses are running in and
every places throughout the entire State and almost double
P‘déseﬂgers are carried in the buses. Then Sir, why this
Corporation’is going to be a losing concern ¢ It is because
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of lack of sincerity of this Government for which these
public Undertakings are going to be losing concern. So Sir,
I would like to submit that this State Government insted of

~ imposing tax on' the poorest people of the State, it has
ample opportunities to raise its income from other Sources.

Sir, it is most unfortunate that though the sources are there,
these are not properly tapped and the Government is not going
to implement the programmes for the development of the
State whereas they are going tO make the poor people
poorer by imposing fresh taxes. Even the contractores

who are living their life on their small income, payment
has not been made, The officers are not getting their

salaries: Sir; I do not understand why this Government
failed in all rtespects. Why this Government Cannot give

benefit to the publicy Why they fail-ed to take development
at works. If this Government say that there is no money and
they are unable to provide facilities to the public, then Sir,
what is the necessity of occupying the chair of this Gavern-

ment 7 So, Sir, I would like to suggest that this Govern-
ment should be more vigilent and try to cxecute their
wisdom in such a manner that income of the State can be
raised to the extent possible for the benefit of the public.
With these words I conc-lude. Thank you Sir.
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+Shri Aminul Islam 3 ‘We have with us the budget estimate

of 1989-90. The new financial year's budget would be given

to the poor people of the State. The effect of new taxatiow

would have to be borne by the poor penple who constitute
the majority of the population of the State. The budget has
been placed and the taxation proposals have also placed on
a number of items which are generally used by the common
people, who generally live below the poverty line. The
Opposition has also reacted suitably againstthe taxation
proposals put forward by the. Government. Ultimately,
the Government of Assam realised that it was not the budget
for the people the common people. Uitimately, the Chief
Minister who is also the Finance Minister had to withdraw

373 crores. Whereas in the Reserve Banks estimate, : the
deficit would come to Rs. 387 crores. So with the withdrawal

of some taxes, the budgetary gap will be much wider, Here, the
State Government has not put forward any fresh pro-

posal to bridge the gap. So. the people of Assam as
well as the Government of Assam is totally dependant
on the divine power which can save Assam. The prob-
lem has already gone beyond the power of the Govern-
ment. The Government has already admitted the finan-
cial bankruptcy of the State. Ii is a fact the Government
is thus trying to mobilise resources. Our State is quite
rich in various resources.

The Government is not in a
position to give benefit to the people and the entire burden
of the budget is to be borne by the poor section of the
society. = Another thing is non-imposition of taxes. In
this case it is neither for non-imposition of taxes and

reducing the oprices of essential commodities. So this
budget is illogical. Sir, another problem to which I refcr
is that Government has not been successful in earning huge

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amount of money as land revenue. I would like to refer
to the abolition of Zamindari system. Under the Zamindari
Abolition Act, 1956 zamindari has been abolished. Sir,
khatian has been issued but these are full of earrore and
tepants had to go to court. The court has directed but
patta has not been issued and milions of cases are siill

pending. As patta could not be issued by the Government
so it was not possible for the Government to realise land

revenue  from Janded property and all these cases are
rotting in the Revenue Department. Had Government
been a bit conscious about it Government could have realised
huge amounts as land revenue. With these few
words 1 conclude, Sir.
