Sir, no measure has been
taken to nmake these gardens healthy, to pay the
gratuity to its workers or to pay up the provident fund
loan. Sir, I think instead of alloting the money for lottery
if 15 crores had been allocated for the renovation of the
Assam Tea Corporation gardens would have been more
meaningful and would have gone a long way to make these
gardens productive. But, Sir, Government has not done so,

So, I think, Sir, this budget is a hopeless, unproductive
and anti-people budget.

Mr, Deputy Speaker Sir, besides 14 gardens mana-
ged by ATC, it has another garden named Bidyanagar,
It is not owned by the ATC, but it is managed by
ATC since its inception, It started its work -since 1948,
The Industry Department bas already recommended to the
Revenue Deptt. for selling the garden and to give it on
lease, But Sir, from Revenue Department nothing has been
done and it is now on the verge of ciosing down. Then
Sir, Assam Rural plantation Labour Welfare Bill was
passed in this august House, Its object was to raise
additional resources for tea garden labourers by levying
a cess on land.

Then Sir as regards,
A.S.E.B. it is said that this Board is incurring losses probably
due to being over staffed. In my own constituency, there are
two ASEB Sub-Divisions.

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Division are under staffed and as a result the consumers have
6 or 7 months because the bills are

to pay their bills after
r 6 or 7 months the bills

the Minister in charge A.S.E.B. for providing sufficient
staff in those two sub-Division, atleast to balance the staff
position. Otherwise works cannot be carried out smoothly.
Sir, this Government has levied entry tax. Sir, the entry
tax will give rise to price hike in every commodity in
Assam. It should have been exit tax, because commodi-
ties going outside Assam should be taxed so that our

people of Assam can escape these taxations,

As regards forests, there are so much products that
are getting damaged, During the last visit of the Public
Accounts Committee to my Constitutency, I showed them
how the forest products are damaged. Its commercial value
is getting deteriorated day by day. By selling those forest
products, Government could earn crorcs of rupees. Instead
of mobilising those resources, the Government is taxing the
poor people. As regards revenus, settlement has not been
done in the districts of Karimganj and Goalpera, As a
result. the revenue assessment has not been made. The
Government is losing crores of rupees, This is not a
hard task, if Government is interested and it utilises its
machinery. Sir, there is one Directorate for welfare of Tea
and ex-Tea garden labourers. The other day, most of the
members objected that in their constitutencies, money was
not distributed properly. Hence, there is malpractice in
distribution of money. Besides, the allocation of fund for

el ds. CEI T LSS
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this Directorate is very very insufficient. You know, Sir,
the tea and éx-tea garden labourers constitute a major
portion of the OBC. But to that proporation, money has
not been allotted. Instead of giving their due by the
Government, it compells them to be satisfied with this
meagre allocation. Sir, I have meationed some of the
points and have come to the conclusien that this budget
as produced by the Chief Minister is an anti people budget,
and the Goveroment has no interest for welfare of the

common people; With this observation, I conclude my
speech.
