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Mr. Deputy Speaker : Hon’ble Shri “faziruddin Ahmed -

Shri Maziruddin Ahmed : Mr. Deputy Speaker, Sir, before

I come to the amendments to some budgetary
proposals, I wish to remind the AGP Goverpment

about their assurances. They said that corruption
will be uprooted in toto; Even Rs. 10/~ worth
corruption will not be tolerated. We liked it
very much and we hoped that this Government

which came to power after sacrifice for 6 years

A%,
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agitation will really meant to do it. But what
we find now ¢ So many things are going on.
If they. could have followed and maintained their
assurance of uprooting corruption we would have
been happier. Sir, let us take the eXxample of
State Transport Corporation. There diesel is sold
ouf, lubricant is sold out, motor parts are sold
out, tyres are sold out and tickets books arenot
maintained. If these were checked, crores of rupees
could have been saved in a year. Then Sir, in
Electricity Department there is frequent power
failures. The result is, there is loss of revenue expendi-
ture remaining the same. When ccmplaints are
lodged by the consumers there is no response.
And in this way this department in incurring loss
instead of earning profit. This is really very
unfortunate. Had it been in the hands of private
individuals this department could have earped
crores of rupees, Due to power failure the indu-
stries also suffer very often:; Business also suffer
to a great extent, In this way we are all suffer-
ing in all respects, Then in the Forest Department,

. huge number of logs are getting rotten every year

and crores of rupees is being wasted,

Sir,, had the departments very careful in
doing their business, had the officers were alert
then this loss would not have incurred. I think
in Assam every year crores of rupees are being
wasted in this way and there is mnone to check
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it. Sir, we have got various public undertakings
in our State but none of these public undertakings

are working well to earn income. Why this is
so ? It is because of the corruption and mism-

anagement, Sir, unless and until corruption and

mismanagement is up rooted we cannot hope to
see these public undertaking in to a healthy
organisations and earn income. Government have

made investments. Sir, why Government have

come forward with taxation proposals during this

session is only failure to stop mismanagemen t

and corruption which have led the undertakings
to inour loss. Now. people have to bear the brunt
and the burden of taxation. Sir, if the Government
had been very sincere and alert then it would not
have been necessary to impose taxes. Sir, Government
should have tried to explore the resources avai-

lable in the state to raise its fund. If the Gov-

ernment could not do so, then they would not
have to come up with taxation proposals and levied

taxes on the people. Sir, many Honourable A.G.P

members have termed this as a progressive budget
and that the burden of taxes will not be heavy
on the people, because the rates of taxes propo-

sed are minimum. Sir, I submit that while we

impose taxes the indigenous people, I mean, the
cultivators who are growing and selling agricultural
products will have to pay the taxes and not by
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the traders because they will realise the taxes

from the consumers and growers.

Sir, as regards, entry tax, this tax will have
to be paid by the indigenous people.  Sir, ultim-
ately all the taxes will have to be paid by the
consumers and not by any oneelse. Ag regards,
land revenue, thousands of bighas of land have
remained to be settled for decades, As a resul,
Government is losing the revenue which will rup
into cores of rupees. Sir: in some pleaces where
landless people are living for years and decades
they are not paying any land revenue. Sir in
this way the revenue is lost therefore, Sir, Gove-

rnment should take care that the persons who
are living for decades in the land, particularly
in the char areas are given settlement. What we see,
Sir, is that Government instead of giving settle-

ment to these people have evicted them without
any reason. Sir, these people are there for
decades and cultivating lond ¢ Sir, what is the
reason for wich they have been evicted and what
steps Government have taken to rehablitate them ?
There is no scheme, Sir. to rehabilitate thege
evicted people.  Sir, so far as the schemes in
the char areas are concerned, it has been stated
that Government have taken up a scheme for
afforestation in the char areas. Sir, it is some-
thing absured that afforestation in possible is the
char areas. But, Sir, as you know, char is not
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a permanent land surface because we find that &
char does not remain at same place and every
year one char sinks down another emerges on

the other sie. Therefore, Sir, the expenditure that.

will be incurred for afforestation will not serve

any purpose. S0, all the expenditures will be a use-

less expenditures. Sir, I find in some departments
there are much more staff then repuired while in
some departments there is dearth of personal.
Sir, why Government have mnot wuniferm policy.
Had Government any policy then this sort of

anamally would not have occured. Sir; it has

been stated in this house by some Hon’ble, Memb-
ers that there is shortage of staff in the Electri-
city Board. I donot know why there is dearth

in this department. Sir, all these require to be
looked into. Sir, we must be very cautious in
spending the public money. Sir, nowadays corr-
uption has become so rampant that even the
AASU, which is the supporter of the present
Government have charged this Government for
corruption. Sir, I sorry to state that we have been
hearing about the benami purchase of tea-gardents
by some Minister. I wish it is not true.However,
when there is a rumour and it being stated in

public, I think, this should be enquire into.

Sir, as regards turn-over tax, Shri Binai
Khungur Basumatari has 1laid concrete examples

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the other day in this House and the proposals
put forward for reducing this tax should be looked
into by the Government. Sir, as regards payment
of stamp duty not with standing the fact the
value of the land has increased over the years.
I feel increased payment of stamp duty will be
a burden on the sellers of the land. Sir, much

has been said in this House terming the budget

as anti-people, counter productive by the Opposi-
tion members and progressive and productive
budget by the ruling party members, I think this
budget does not meet the hopes and aspirations
of the common people. Atleast there should not

have been any tax proposals in the budget. I
therefore do not support this.

Shri Abdul Muhib Mazumdar : Mr. Deputy Speaker, Sir,

I find the attitude in all matters which are coming

before ihz Government differs. Sir, we have been

going through the budget discussions for the last
several days and the way the budget proposals
are placed before the House reminds me of a very
femous saying of winston churchil. 1like to read out.

“Liberty is man’s birth right. However, to give

the reigns of Government to Congress at this
juncture is to hand over the destiny of hungry
millions into the hands of rascals, rougues and
free booters: Not a bottle of water or a loaf

of bread shall escape taxation. Only the air will
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be free and the blood of these hungry millions
will be on the head of Mr. Attlee. India will be

lost in political squabbles”. I hate to-quate this
remark, But exactly what happened there is tax-
ation spree every where. The Hon’ble chief Minister

has tried to tap all the surces, except taxing beard.
If you empose tax on beard, probably our P.W-D
Minister would have paid higher. Sir, what is a
budget, if we pay less tax. Sir, whatis budget ?
Is it a statement of expenditure and facile sterco-
type statement ? what is the earning on expendi-
ture ? Sir, as you know, it is not merely a
stercotype catelogue of expenditure and income.
There is some meaning to this annual practice of
placing the budget in the House. Now, what is
the reaction of the people towards this budget ?
Now, the Governor in his address gave the plans
and estimates for the coming year. The budget
proposals of the Finance Minister have laid down
the economic policies for development of the State.
Now, how we are going to meet the next finan-
cial year ? To what extent, we will be successfull
to meet the challenge ? Now, Sir, you look at
the budget. It gives a pathetic picture. It appears
to be the wailing of the widow. Right from the
beginning, we were in the financial crisis, and now
we end up with bewailing and nothing else. We
thought very high of this youthful Government.
But we are now illusivee. We do not find any
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new urge from this youthful Government. We
have  passed through 6 years of agitation and
these young people have gone through various
kinds of vicissitude. 1 have read articles published
by the agitationists highlighting the point how
Assam has so far been deprived eonomically and

in various other ways by the Central Government.
These have also been focussed in various formus

of discussions

Now, Sir, three years have passed and in
every year we are going down deep into debis,

There is no development. There is complete chaos

in the State. Now, there isa frank admission by
the Government that we are in a dire straits.
In this condition, they have demanded that there
should be moratorium in the repayment of loan
and interest. But the Government have not stated

that there should also be moratorium on the was tefu]

expenditure or non productive expenditure. Now, Sir,
the expenditure is going higher and higher, but our
income or earning is steadily going down. I have
said about the present financial crisis being faced
by the State. There is one aspect of Central
apathy has been hammered again and again. We
overlook our faults that we could not collect
our revenue. We are to consider that the Centre

has also limitation in regard to finance. The
Central Government is also going through finan-
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... cial. difficulties: Any way, they have given what-
_..@ver.  necessary. under the constitution. Now, I

give you a few .examples. In the year 1984-85,

- the receipt from the Central Taxes ‘was - Rs. 152
-crores and this year of 1988-89, the receipt from
.- the same source is Rs. 366 crores. Sir, the grants-
. in-aid award by the Finance Commission during

_1984-85 is about Rs. 40 crores. Durmg the current

year, this has been increased to Rs. 130 crores.
In respect of Plan grant, the State recelved Rs.

. 104 crores during 1984-85. During this financial

year, we have received Rs. 330 crores. - Similarly,
in respect of non plan grant, we have received this

- .year. Rs. 46 crores. Where as, it was 36 crores

during 1984-85. The most important thing is

about oil royalty. It has been repeated again

- and again to increase the royalty rate. Now, the

question is, it is all India matter which concerns
other States like Gujarat and Maharashtra. They
have also been urglng for 1ncreasmg the rate.
The éarlier Governments also demanded for raising
the rate. In 1984-85, we received Rs. 34 crores
from oil royalty. To-day, we are getting Rs. 96
crores. Jnspite of upward revision of oil royalty
a_nd other Central grants & loans, we are stating
that the Central Government is depriving us. [t

is rightly said by one of our members Shri Sinha

that the Government is adopting the policy of
“ Rinang Kritwa Ghritang Pibet.” We are actually

-y B
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getring far more loans than we could properly
utilise them. The whole difficulty is that we do’
not recognise our fault. You know, Sir, if you
take a loan, you should have to pay it. This
is a known fact and we are aware of it. Why
could we not curtail our non plan expenditure 9
It gives a pathetic picture in the budget of 1984-
90. There is no awareness how we are passing

through this economic crisis. The fundamental
question is, in any development of the State, there
should be normal peace existed. Now Sir, the
law and order is far from satisfactory in the State,
We have 6 years’ agitation., The pace of develop-
ment has been stalled. After that, we hcpe that
the Government will consolidate and give a push
to the development process. you have got the
massiveman date from the people. There is
no allegation or complaint that the people did
not co-operate in your efforts in this regard, So,
what prevented you from going ahead with the
developmental activitiesy 1t might be your own
faults or wrong policies which come in the way of
going ahcad with the developmental activities.
Now the whole question is whatever money we
get from the Government of India, we must
utilise it properly. If we waste the money through
non plan expenditure, nothing will remain. The
complaint is that we are draining out the valua-
ble resources. Now, let me take the case of

capital account. Whatever we spend on capital,
account, we gain in increasing the production.
If it does not give any return or - anything, the
economic development is retarded. We are now

~ standing where we were. I don’t know who is

advising this Government economically. 1 am
told that there is a senior econo mist, atleast that
is the impression we had. I give one example.
For the year 1988-89 the expenditure in the cap-
ital account was Rs. 1118 crores and kindly see
the expenditure in the capital account for the
year 1989-90, it is Rs. 1190 crores. In other WOTGS
if you take the rate of inflation at 129, then this
expenditure in the capital account has gone down.

That is whatever we had spent last year we are
going to spend less then that. It is simple math-
ematics. This year there is a deficit of Rs. 320
crores that is out of this only Rs. 1 (one)crore will go
for capital expenditure, There is no attempt or
endeavour on the part of the Government to
improve the condition of the people or to develop
the State. As against that let me show what is
the expenditure. The expenditure has gonc up by
about 267, while capital investment is 1%. The
expenditure has gone up in several directions.
Again kindly see there is a lot of things said

about resource mobilisation. After all we are to
stand on our own feet; we cannot go on begging
all the time; we have to mobilise our resources.
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Now have we succedded in it? I will _cite two
examples. If we look at the budget proposals,

I would like to know “from the Finance Minister
why there has been such a huge amouut earmar-

ked for certain things. I said earlier also and
I again repeat it. I have seen in the papers that
the State lotteries and some other things have
been given Rs. 188 crores and advance amount
of Rs. 47 . crores is deamanded. The reply
given was we had to pay for the loans which
were written off for the East Pakistan refugees,

I do not know how far this is correct, Now so
far as the loans of the refugees were concerned
they were written off long - back. - How can it
come in the State Lotteries ? I will say there is
financial chaos in the Finance Department. The
other day it was said because a pay Commission
15 constituted and the pay Commission wiij give
its report and total amount that will have to
be paid is Rs. 180" crores. The explanation given
is out of the Rs. 188 crores Rs. 180 crores will
go for the pay Commission. Then what about
the rest Rs. 8 crores ? - Now I leave it here. It
is sald we are passing through extremely difficult
financial situation. If it is so then why do we
earmark this huge amounts ? For example-Elect-
ions, The amount earmarked is Rs. 14 crores.
Now we do not know when the elections will be
held. May be some amount will have to be spent,

but why this huge amount ? Again Revision of
Electoral Roll possibly it has stopped. Now, Sir,
secondly our Finance Minister has earmarked Rs. 20
crores for land revenue and land ceiling. My
question 18 Land Revenue is another Department
from which we are to have earnings. In land
ceiling also the compensation that are given is
very small—why such huge amount is earmareked
for this ? Sir, I may not be misunderstood. The
Finance Minister has said our criticisms are poli-
tically motivated. Our crticism is not politically

motivated. Ofcourse political motivation is every-
where, even within the party itself. But cur
criticism is genuine. What we are saying the
Finance Minister should take into consideration. Now
I take up this issue—for the Transport Department,
for transport services the amount that is earmarked
about is ®s. 9 crores. Sir, as was said just now when a

family purchases a bus the entire fawmily is main-
taine dby the bus. In Assam for the Transport

Department why there should be Rs.9 crores ? Again
kindly see, Sir, our Education has taken Rs. 300
crores and the Police about Rs. 130 creres, The
question is if we are spending so much on the
police there should be sufficient police force and
then there should be no need for CRPF and BSF.
Eitlher we should have more police and no CRPF
and BSF or leas police and more CRPF because
the expenditure on the CRPF, they are to be paid
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from the State coffer. Now we have increased
our police force and they should be able to tackle
the situation. If the police cannot do it in the
CRPF also cannot do it, because the entire thing
is political. Now, Sir, I come to another point.
I will humbly suggest the Finance Minister that
there are certain heads which need to be recast.

Cne is Housing Scheme—we have an amount of

about Rs. 4 crores and we have got Residential

-Buildings another Rs. 4 crores. Why should we

have different ~heads for these. Ofcourse there are
certain norms but why should we follow the same
thing. Grant No. 32-Housing Schemes, Grant No.
33 Residential Buildings. Again I come to Grant

Nos. 56 and 57 Rural Development, Panchayat
and Gramonyoan Panchayat and Rural Develop-

ment and Gramanchal Unnayan Rs. 22 crores and
Rs. 45 crores' Now, Sir, I am trying to bring
this to your notice. ~What we are following is
stereotype—because my predecessor did this so I
am following him. If you want te do some thing
new for the country, the budget should be imagin-
ative. The budget spcaks of everything. It tries
to diagnose but dees not give prescription. Sir,
the Hon’ble Chief Minister has diagnosed some
f the problems, some of the maladies, but what
are the prescriptions ? Prescriptions again relate to
maladies. Sir, if we think that if the Central
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Government gives us money we will be able to avoid
the financial crisis of the State and the State will

run properly—this is not so. You cannot leave
it for somebody-else, it is for us to improve our
tax collection, improve our tax structure and we
cannot leavs it for the Central Government to

improve our financial position. Now I would

like to refer to the suggestion made by one of
the Hon’ble Members from AGP I think, it is

Shri Kamala Kalita. T would only humbly suggest
to the Chief Minister, who is also the Finance Mi-

nister to consider if the suggestion of Shri Kalita
can be given due regard. His suggestion is that
there should be pre-budget scrutiny. There should
be pre-budget scrutiny possibly, there should be

some involvement, please do not believe on tech-

nocrates only, please do not believe only on
experts, because there is a saying in Francs, f
can repeat it and the Hon’ble Chief Minister may
also note it. “There things will kill a man,

(i) Wine slowly
(ii) Woman sweetly ( ladies will please eXcuse me )

(iii) Experts surely.”

If you bring too many experts, the €Xperts are sure to
kill you. So please do not depend on experts onl
but also a layman also should be taken into con:-)-f

sideration. There should be pre-budget scrutiny

not by too many experts but by laymen. They
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may also give some suggestion. Our Hon’ble Chief
Minister must have been relying entirely on the
experts and these experts will ruin  him surely,
Because within this period of 3 years of your
taking over as Chief Minister of Assam your
youthfulness hds gone, your hair have become
grey and nobody wifl tell you young now-a-days.
Again sir, before taking over as power Minister,
his hair was black and now all his hair have
become grey and looks old. (laugh. what about
the old members ? ) The hair of the old members
have become black.  These are some of the aspe-
cts to be seen.

Now sir, I come to the next very important
Point. It is true sir that the AGP has come to
the power with the symbol at elephant but it
does not mean that you should keep on rearing

the elepiiants. The symbol elephant was very

lucky in the Brahmaputra valley. In Cachar disirict
also some people followed you. A gentleman from
Cachar come to Guwahati and consulted the
astrologer and the astroler advised him to take

the elephant symbol for winning the election.
Accordingly, he took the elephant symbol against
me and got befeated. Sir, T am not referring to

the symbol but I am referring to certain white
elephants. We have got 44 white elephants in the
state starting with Assam State Flectricity Board.
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What is the purpose of these 44 white elephants ?
I just give what the Finance Minister rather Chief
Minister has given in the Budgst. We have 44
public Enterprises in the State and out of these 44

sir, only 34 public Enterprises have submitted

‘accounts till 1986-87, that means, none of these

public Enterprises has submitted their accounts for the
year 1987-88 and 1988-89. The Government invest-
ment in these 44 white elephants for the year 1980-81
is 483 crores and for 1987-88, the investment is
Rs, 1146 crores. The total Government loss amounts
to Rs. 730 crores. Sir, the interest payable by the
Assam State Electricity Board amounts to Rs. 410
crores and our Chief Minister has presented a de-
ficit budget of Rs.370 crores. If we can realise
the interest of loan from the Assam State Elect-

ricity Board then possibly we will have a lot of
excess money. I am suggesting this because there
should be some bold and innovative approach
somthing different from the ordinary run things
that is what is wanted from this youthful Govern-
ment. It is known to everybody that these white
elephants are not getting any income and these
white elephants will completely ruin the State of
Assam, none can save this State of Assam. For
all these Corporations starting from ASEB I think,
I mooted out a proposal and I repeat it because
this youthful Government will be able to do it
they have the guts. The Assam State Electricity
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Board was formed because of its huge size and
it was thought that it would run - better, it will

get income but it completely failed. Se, my sugg-
estion is that please consider to abolish the Stafe
Electricity Board and run through a department
with the Secretary powar at the top. .ip North
Eastern States we have got Electricity Board in
Assam and in Meghalaya but other States do not
have Electricity Board. In Andhra Pradesh, Mr.
Tata Rao is the head of the State Electricity Board.
He has been working day: and night for proper
functioning of the State Board. I know him per-
sonally. This is the best Electricity Board in the
whole of India. You may not know the name
but you should run the organisation smoothly
and efficiently. So, this is my one suggestion and
you may consider it.

Now my suggestion No. 2 is about State
Transport Corporation. When a bus run by
an ordinary man, the person gets benefit by run-
ning the bus and he manages his livelihood from
this income. But all the buses of the State
Transport Corporation are running at a loss. Can
we not abolish the State Transport Corporation
when this is not giving any benefit to the people
of the State and when this is running at a loss ?
As a result of this mismanagement we have got
mushroom growth of private transport services.
I think, my suggestions are two-folds, either you
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abolish the Transport Corporation or handover
it to the private companies. There are so m any
private companies now-a-days like Capital Trav els,
Assam Valley etc. etc. The conditions of the buses
of these private companies are very good, But
the condition of buses run by the Assam State
Transport Corporation is very bad. You will find
some glass is broken, some where, there is no seat
cushion in some seats and many ethers. If you
go to Paltanbazar or even at Dispur and see a

State Bus comeing, possibly you will think that
this bus has just come out of the drain having

met with an accident. This is the impression ore

gets. So, if a Corporation does not give any
income what is the meaning of maintaining the
Corporation with the loss, we are not in love
with those Corporations such as Eletcricity Board,

Transport Corpofation‘ STATFED and all these
44 Corporation. They are mcant to serve the
interest of the State, they are not meant to reduce
our earnings and give us wrong service. I am
not saying that these are to be abolished but the
manning of services should be controlled and there
should be mnew innovation in the ideas. Tn
Bombay, Electricity supply is managed by the
private companies and they are giving  better

service.

Sir, I am giving a suggestion and [ humbly
place it before the Government that time has now
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come when we should think properly about whe-

ther we should continue to maintain these corpor-

ations—the vital ones. We should think of adopting
a new policy in regard to these corporations. Kindly
see what the Hon’ble Chief Minister hasg got to say

about the Assam State Electricity Board, about

the public enterprises in his budget speech : He
said, “The performance of the public ¢nterprises
of the State Government has been a cause of
concern. Not only are their working results un-

satisfactory but even the accounts are in heavy

arrears. - The accounts of 34 out of 44 enterprises

are available for a period upto 1986-87 only. The
investments of the Government in the 44 public
enterprises rose from Rs. 483 crores in 1980-81
to Rs. 1146 crores by 1987-88. “Then again, kindly
see what he has stated about Electricity Board
of Assam : “The Electricity Board has claimed g
subsidy of Rs. 324 crores upto 1989-90 for losses
on Rural Electrification Programme.” Inspite of
such condition what the Government is doing ?
I have head heard the warning note that has been
spelt out by several other Hon’ble Members also.
So may we suggest that if necessary the House
it self or a House Committee should g0 Into the
affair and suggest how many corporations should
be maintained and how many should be abolished

or taken overs We have no special love or affection
for the corporation. They are to give us services
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and not to eat into the vitals or blood, not to eat our

hard earned earnings from other sources. In my

opinion, possibly if one of these corperations is
abolished, probably the present financials crisis of
the State will become easier to tackle. They are
eating everything and asking for subsidy and all
these. Hon’ble Chief Minister has then stated that
the Central Government money given by the Central
Government towards assistance cr development to
the corporations like State Electricity Board will
be deducted at source from the Plan money, as
the money advanced to these Cerporation. Then
what we get ? Only in paper you will get say
Rs. 10,000 and actually you get after deducting 9999
rupee only rupee one. That is why I suggest if possible
there may be a House Committee constituted to
go into it and say how many of these corpora-
tions should be retained and how many should
be abolished and how many of them should be
taken over by the Government and run depart-
mentally and if they cannot be run departmentally

they should be abolished.

Now Sir, I am coming to another point.
We talking a lot about finance, loss of money,
etc. T want to pick the example cited by an
fon’ble Member on what has been spent in the

last two years, the pattern of spending. We should
like this to be gomne into by a Fouse Committee
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some of the aspects of expenditure, viz. Committee
NOoW many cars and vehicles were purchased by the
Corporation or by the Department during the last
two years; Now a days you connot move in a
car on the roads safely; our P.W.D. Minister is
unable to construct roads to cope with the volu-
menous vehicular traffic ; Secnodly, the money spent
for repairing of them and the amounts of petrol
given by the government for running these vehicles,

how much spent, year-wise. Thirdly, how many
payments have been made for police and some

other departments, particularly police because we
have also got to pay for C.R.P.F. and such other
forces.

cannot be tightened. Now these things should be
gone into by the House Committee. Sir, there

has been inefficiency in other sectors also. Not

only we have not been able to stop the wastage

of money or extravagances, we have not been able
to collect the tax dues fully. Our Forest Minister

will wake up from his sleep when I tell that

there has been a sharp fall in our agricultural

Income Tax. Why ? We have a collection of 60
crores of rupees in the previous year, It has gone

down to 30 crores, no, 25 crores of rupees. Why
that has happened ? This should be looked into.

Similarly our sales Tax and other such taxes also,

collections are not upto the mark. Why ?

Then I come to two imporiant points—
these are very very important for the Government.
These are about fisheries and forest mahals.

Hon’ble Chief Minister will kindly see how
many extensions have been granted and how many
direct settlements have been given. There is a
Report which was submitted on the order of
the present Government, viz. Pheni Committee
Report. Now our new Forest Minister is present
here. I will ask the Hon’ble Forest Minister that
while you have accepted all the recommendations

in the Report, you have not accepted one, the

very one for which the previous Government was
put into blame, viz, The power of the Government
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to make direct settlement. The Pheni Committee
Report also recommended that the power of the

Minister to make direct séttlement of mahals should
be withdrawn. Now the present A.G.P. Govern-
ment has retained the power. This power has been
retained by this Government. Our Forest Minister
has to answer it why. Now we have got several
cases where higher bids of 4-5 lakhs of rupees
were given by the tenderers, but the lowest bid
was accepted. We heve seen in the case of
Panchayat market and in the case of other settle
ments. Kindly see how much amount of money
was lost to the State Exchequer. It may be small, Rs.

10,000 or 20,000 of rupees or say 2 lakhs in a case
but when all these amount are put in the pool,
the total will run into crores. And I am saying

So because you have asked us to tighten our belts_
We have to stop all these. lossese, stop the extra-
vagant expenditure. Then there is another thing.
I have read the other day from the Report of
the Comptroller & Auditor General. I submit to
the Hon’ble Chief Minister why the huge amounts
have been written off which were supposed to be
collected from different persons by resorting to
Bakijai - proceedings. Huge amounts have been
written off by Government. These eases have not
come up. What is the reason ? I am giving my sugg-

estions. If you can improve your efficiency or
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remove your inefficiency, then our Revenue and
tax collection will increase. Secondly you will
have to stop easteful expenditure ; you will have to

stop them because any expenditure on luxury items
in the first year, that is allright, but second and
third year you cannot indulge in luxury. Next Sir. .
the white elephent,i. e, the Corporations, is the

only singl efactor which has completely ruined the
State’s economy and I have spoken it at length in

course of my- deliberations. Sir, I hope the Gover-

nment will due consideration on this point. We
are sure the the budget will be passed and there is no

doubt about the passing of the budget. But we hope
Government will take note of the suggestions given
by the Hon’ble Members in connection with the imp-
rovement of State’s economy. Sir, whatever

concessions were announced by the Hon’ble Chief
Minister adout the tax-relief, for that he deserves

congratulation. While thanking him, I would like
to point out that there is no need of imposition

of fresh taxation. It is not that I am telling this
only to derive political advantage our of it. If
you would have saved ‘wasteful expenditure from

other heads, you would not have come up with
fresh taxation. I have given some -suggestion for

the improvement of the financial position of the
State and I hope the Hon’ble Finance Minister
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of the Government while preparing the budget in the

future will keep in mind those suggestions.

Then.
sri, with regard

to the wasteful expenditure is
concerned, before the people catch our thought

we should catch it. In this connection I will explain

the position by one sentence. Sir, Mehatma Gandhi
once said adout the poor and hungry man that
even God has no courage to

come before the
hungry man.” Sir,

when people are hungry and
when they see our prosperity and happiness, they
will revolt. They even cannot tolerate ‘God’ and
when they cannot tolerate ‘God’ definitely they

cannot tolerate the politicians. With these words,
sir, I concludue.
