detect AIDS virus, and it is known to everybody now that AIDS is a

virulent disease, a killer disease. For detection of its - virus the Elisha

Kit was purchased and installed in the Guwahati Medical College Hos-
pital, but since 1987 the Kit has been lying out of order. So the
Medical Department is sending the samples of bloods of suspected AIDS
cases to Poone or to Delhifor detection of virus, Instead of repairing
the Kit, they are taking this path of sending the blood samples to Poona
or Delhi andit is a very expensive process. Will _the Hon. Minister
kindly look into the matter and take steps to put into commission the
AIDS Kit for facilitating detection of AIDS virus for which it was
installed in the Guwahati Medical College Hospital ? Unfortunately there
are other kind of sophisticated apparatuses like E E. G. which are not

functioning also. Will the Hon. Minister look into this ?

Shri Aniruddha Singha Choudhury (Minister OFf State) : Sir, the Llisa
Reader Kit being a sophisticat>d foreign made equipment, some time
will be required to get the spare purts by importing from U K, and
repair it. In the meantime. it has be.n advised to send sample; of
bloods for screening of AIDS infection to the National [Lastitute of

&
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Cholera and Enteric Diseases, Calcutta till the Elisa Reader is repa-
ired in the Microbiology Deptt, of the Guwahati Medical College.

Shri Ardhendu Kumar Dey : Sir, Will the Hon. Minister agree if I say
that as thers are no proparly trained personnel to ‘handle this = sophis-
ticated apparatus, it was rendered out of order ?

Shri Aniruddha Singha Choudhury (Minister of State) : Sir, I have
alrealy stated in my answer that the Elisa Reader is an imported
apparatus, and since it was established in the Guwahati Medical College,
a large number of tests had bzen carried out till Decemder 1987 when

it developed some defects. At any rate, the appartus will be repaired
shortly.

Shri Santi Ranjan Dasgupta ; Mt Speaker, Sir. I do not rise to oppose
the Bill. I shall only refer to certain sections of the bill which are
not clear to me. About the assessment period nothing has bsen written

here. It is only said that Sales Tax Laws will apply. About the duties

G
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and responsibilites of the Assessing OFicer or the Inspecting Officer
nothmg has been clearly stated. It has to be clearly defined within
what period or what time the assessement is to bs completed. It has
only been stated that the hoteliers will have to maintain the cash memos
or the duplicate copies of the bills for 8 years. But it doss pot say
anything about the accounts. There are two paras—one is about the
Commissioner of Taxes and the other about Assessing Officer. But
nothing has been mentionsd as to how for how miny years the
Hotelier is to preserve the accounts. Whether accounts by the hoteliers
will have to be maintained or not—it has not been defined. Only Cash
memos and the duplicate bills have to be maintained for 8 years, it
has been stated. So., Sir, I think there is some lacuna in the bill, The
period of assessment has to be well-defined in this bill. Then about
the power of Commissioner of Taxes nothing has been said in this
bill. 1t appears the Commissioner will only nolify the system of accounting
and no other powsr. Qaly the sales tax law has been referred to, but
that is also not very clear. Then, Sir, about appeal aad the revision
to whom to be preferred, the name of the authority has not bzen
defined here. Who will have the authority, that has not been definzd
in this bill. Thean Sir, the powsr of Assessing Officer has bezen defined.
There is no Inspecting Asstt Commissioner or - any 1nspacting Ofizer
over the Assessing Officer to have a check on what the Assessing Oficer
will be doing. There must bz some Officers over the Assessing Officers
to see what the Assessing Officers are doing. When the question of levy
comes, whether the Assessing Officers would do as they like or there
should be some Officers over them who can have some say or to have
some check over these matters, those are not clearly mantioned in the
bill. So, Sir, I think these are certain lacunae in this bill and this
should be properly checked so that th: power is mot vested only on
a particalar Officer. Then, Sir, about th: inspeciion of the hotels it
has casually been mentioned. The bill is silent about th: power of ths
Inspecting Officers with regard to the maintenanc: of records and accounts
of the hotels. It must be specifically mentioned in the Bill, Now about
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the imposition oOf penalty and many other things have been mentioned
I do not speak anything against them. But Sir, to

here in this bill.
n officer are not abused, there must be

see that the pOWeIS given to a
certain Officer over the Assessing Officer or over the Inspecting Officer.

Because of the abuse of power by the Assessing Officer or by the Inspec-

tor of Taxes Government may loose the tax revenues.

There fore, the powers of the higher officers to check the activities of the asse-
cers and also the Inspectors must be clearly defined and these posts
must be created. In all other points I support this Bill. About the
yield, here it ‘has been said in the Financial Memorandum that
about Rs. 50 lakhs will bo earned by this taxation proposal. Sir, in
reply to a question Vvery recently it has been stated by the Minister,
Tourism that in 2 previous years the foreign travellers came to Assam
about 466 to 500. The foreign tourists who are coming to Assam,

First gradation of taxes is 105, This happened
because the Governmeat could not categorise the people who  travel in to
Assam. There are two categories of travellers. One is the internal or national
travellers.

One
section of travellers is those whose expenses are borne by the Multina-
tional companies. Even in the plane services there are two clases Viz : Exec-
utive and Economic class. The Bill should have taken the tourism industry as
a whole in the State. What are the basic ingredients of luxury for tou-
rists in Assam? May be our trump card is Kaziranga, But it is nece.
ssary to select the place in and around Kaziranga where the hotel
industry would be established. Then the other trump card may
be Manas and third may be Orang [ and other one may be Parasuram
Kunda and the one near my place Bhairabkunda, The Government
has failed. to specify the area where such industries can be establis-
hed.

it appears to me that that the parameter of giving better hotels service

to the tourists is limited. T would, therefore, like to request the Government,

to come forwarb with another amendment. Sir, I have already menti-
oned about potentialities of river Brahmaputra which can attract forei-
goers if it is utilised properly. Sir, this river Brahmaputra is a gift to
us and the water resources available can be tapped for geherating hydel
power whicn are wasted away due to lack of our foresightedness and
planning. Sir, I consider It as luxury to wasie such a potential resourcs.
Sir, this bill should have embrassed the manner of luxary. For iastance,
let us consider one State in India, that is Kashmir. Sir, Kashmir is
solely dependent for its economy on tourism. Whenever thsre is no
tourists they suffer.
