The police,” which 8 not
competent ernough to protect themselvcs, how can ih@i’-ﬁi‘oj-‘j
tect the lives and propz.t'es of the people y That i'i not
possible. But certain things Government should take note
of. The police is the iaw enforcing authority and when

" the police fails in enforcing the laws the entire fabﬁt: of

Now, how
to improve the quality of our police. At times we have
seen that in the field the police personnel are so easlly'
vulnerable and so easily succumb to temptations that their
rolcs become m eanirgless. of course, the Police have cer-

tain inherent difficulties, They are rot provided with ade-
quate number of vebicless Now where they are provided

with adequate number of vchicles and whatever number
of vehicles are there in the possession of police are conde-
mned. The other day, when 1 asked for a vchicle to come
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to Dispur, they provided me with one jeep with a police
escoit party I found it was a very old jeep and I had 3
to sepd this vehicle back to Kokrajhar from Rakhaldubi ' §
because it could run. This is the state of affairs. I badt0 3
catch a State Transport bus. Most of the vehicle in the b
possession of police are unfit for use. They should be 4
provided with adequate number of vehicles of good condi- .‘ 1
tion; As the Police do not have sufficiedt number of vebi-
cles, they have to requisition private buses, jeeps and Amba-
ssador cars and this has caused enormous disadvantage lO
the people. =
Once a vehicle is requisitioned by the police, the owner
cannbt,get it back easily. At the same time, even after
the expiry- of several years they do not get the bhiring
chargqs .also, This is the difficulty, Another difficulty is that
the pollce, as we have seen at the Sub-divisional and the
Dlstrlqt level do not sufficient fund to purchase the fuel
for runnmg the vehicles; Petrol or diesel is being pur-
chased by ‘them on credit. How much money is lying » |
unpald is anybody’s guess, So they canpot run here and  ~ |
there in case of emergency. We have been told that there :
is provnsmu of secret fund. But at Kokrajhar, all the o
time we hear that no secret fund has been provided, We
do not know the actual position, ( Voices : how do you
know. about it 9) The authority themselves divulged it that
they -have not been provided with the secret fund. Because
of their inéfficiency, because of their lack of discipline,
because of their lack of proper training, because of their
low moral, because of their lack of proper understanding,

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conception, imagination, the police people in uniform very
often go the wrong way. Sometimes their actions ‘amount
to atrocities. These sort of things are there., But until
and unless the /Government can take proper steps for
making the police more efficient and more dlsc1plmed ‘how

Not ouvly that they .are
involved iu hiding the culprits, This is a direct threat to
national integration. I am also one of the members of the
State Integration Council. it will be discuised in the State
Integration Council.. But what happens, the Government
has a policy to raid the tribal people. It is not enough
to call the meeting of the Council and discuss this matter,
At the same time, the Guvernment should also sce that the
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police Officers do not violate the policy decision of the

Council. We havc seen in my Constituency how the police
Officers take part to create communal conflageratian in my
constituency and in other tribal areas. I can substantiate
my point about the activities of the Assamn Police in this
regard;- We cannot blame for all these mischiefs to the
common Police Constable. The Police Officers themselves
are to be blamed as they utilise the common Police Cons-
table for all these evil doings. Some of the police officers
do not behave like a civilised man. They follow the unrea-
sonable political biases, So, how can Wwe improve our
administration; The alternative policy in a democracy, the
country should be governed with less Police help. So, let
us reduce the number of Police man, Let us reduce the
uscless bunch of Police Officers who claims themselves to
be civilised. Not only that these socalled civilised Police
Officers utilise the common Police—the constables—in a
manner as if they are their domestic servants. I have
seen in: Kokrajhar and Udalguri where the common Police
men -are utilised without giving them proper food. As a
result; they get tired: They do not have the spirit to work
properly. So, when they go to tribal villagss, they get
druck 5 they stagger and do all kinds of evils. In that
physical condition, they create orgies, I have seen such
disturbances in my constituency on 28th of March in
Dogormukha and. Golamoka villages. I have visited the

same village where every house was damaged and tribal /

women were attacked and took away the domestic utensils,
chiclzan, cows, pigs etc. So, this is the picture being pre-

~
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sented to the ignorant tribal people. But you cannot pre-
sent this picture to Gauhati; So, there is apparent discri-
mination, We pose to be members of the civilised society,
but we bebave like an uncivilised people before the tribals,
Therefore, Sir, this policy must be amended.  As stated
by Shri Narzari, I also reiterate that the Police man must
be trained, Now, what is the feeling of the common men
at the village level. They have a psychological feeling that
the colour of the uniform of the Police should be changed.
They say, khaki uniform brings out some adverse feelings
amongst the people who wear it. The street Police wears

white uniform. The Bhutan Police have the blue uniform
and the British Police use black uniforms. So, this is the
feeling of the villagers, T feel that the colour of the uni-
form of volice should bs changed alo1g with the tradi-
tional character of the Police men. The other question
is why the crim.nals are not caught y There is apparent
nexus between the Police and the criminals particularly
between present SP/Durrang and criminals of Darraag dist-
rict. Our people caught red-handed a truck full of Ganja
and ha.uded over the truck to Udalguri Police Station,
Suddenly, one night, that truck vanished. The people could
not understand how the truck cou!d be released. We do
not know where the Ganja detected has been senty Where
is the enquiry ? How do you expect civilised behaviour from
the Police who themselves resort to such criminal activi-
ties. How do you expect that ihese Police will protect the
people. There is another point that the salaries given to
them are not sufficient to maintain themselves. So they
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take %07 other unfair means to maintain their family. The
Police; while Performing -their ‘duty, do not get travelling
allowande. Theréfore, Sir, I -~ plead that the present Police
should be' changed,'as they have failed miserably. At the
Salﬁ;é*Jtiii‘}e, the colour of the uniform and -'police should
also' be"changed to ‘give a “good impression of the commen
peoplerabout the Police. Thank you 'Sir.
