Communal Riots

In the areas which have been identified as commu-
nally sensitive and riot prone, District and Police
Officials of the highest known efficiency, impartiality
and secular record must be posted. In such areas
end even elsewhere, the prevention of communal
tension should be one of the primary duties of DM
and SP. Their performances in this regard should
be an important factor in determining their promo-
tion prospects.

Good work done in this regard by District and Police
Officials should be rewarded.

Severe action should be taken against all those who
incite communal tensions or take part in violence.

Special court or courts specifically earmaked to try
communal offences should be set up so that offen-
ders are brought to book speedily.

Victims of communal riots should be given immedi-

ate relief and provided prompt and adequate financial
assistance for their rehabilitation.

Radio & TV must also help in restoring confidence
communal harmony and reace in such affected areas.
It is unfortunate that certain sections of the Press
sometimes indulge in tendentious reporting and pub-
lication of objectionable and inflamatory material

which may incite communal tension. Editors, prin-
ters, publishers and other concerned will cooperate

in finding a way to avoid publication of such material.
Recruitment to State and Central Services

In the recruitment of Police personnel, State Gover-
nments should be advised to give special consideration
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‘to minorities. . For this = purpose, the compo-

sition of Selection Committees should be representa-
tive.
The Central Government should take similar action

'in the recruitment of personnel to the Central Police

Forces.

Large scale employment ‘opportunities are prov1ded
by the Railways, Nationalised Banks and public
Sector Enterprlses In.these cases also the con-
cerned \dcpartments should * ensure that special

consxderatxon is given to recruitment from minority
communities.

In many areas recruitment is done through compe-
titive examinations. Often minority groups have been
handicapged i'n taking advantage of the educational
systen to compete on equal terms in such examina-
tions. To help them to overcome these handicaps
steps should be taken to encourage the starting of

coaching classes in minority educational institutions
to train persons to compete successfu]ly in theSe exa-
minations. ,

The acquisition of tet_:hnical skills by those minori-
ties who are today lagging behind would also help
in national development. Arrangements should be

. made to set up LT.I and polytechnics by Government
~or private agencies in predominantly minority areas

to encourage admission in such institutions of ade-

quate number of persons belonging to these comm- .

unities,
Other Measures '
In various development programmes including the

.20-point programme, eare ' should be taken to see

Apart from the above general issues there are various
local problems which develop into needless irrita-
nts to minorities. For instance encroachment of wakf
prcperties and on graveyards bave led to pro’iests
and grievances in some places. Suitable steps should
be taken to deal with such problems on an expedi-
tious and satisfactory basis. o
Problems relating to minorities need to be attended _
to on a continuing basis so that apprehensxons are
allayed and genuine grievances redressed. To faci-
litate this, a special cell will be created in the Mini-

" stry of Home Affairs to deal with matters relating

to minorities.

7h No. {4-police. Sir, what happened at Rajapukhuri on
the border of Nagaland and Assam y That reflects on’
the police Administration. That border area is very sen-
sitive. This is not a solitary incident that has happened.
Earlier also, on the border of Assam, such incidents
happened. Government are aware that the area is very
sensitive. Mere posting of police pickets or CRPF pic-
4l kets can not be -sufficient to protect the life and pro-
perty. of the people. There should be something more,
H something more. -should be done by the Government so
that the lives and properties can be protected. There
should be administrative arrangements also. It seems
there ismo co-ordination between the police pickets and
the administration, The information that has been sup-
plied by the membefs of the public has not been headed

to_as appeared in the paper today. Even some Hon’ble
members of this House informed Governmeént earlier

that such thing might be happen there. Yet Government
did not take appropriate action to prevent this, ' Sir,
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there is deterioration of the Police administration. Assam

police was known for its efficienny. We are proud of

the Assam police. But it has now deteriorated. It has
been d-teriorated, not because of the police itself, not

because of their lack of ability to function, but because
of the wiong policies pursued by Government. Sir, in
this connection, I would like to refer to the incident
in the village of Lailongpara in Dalgaon area where
the police set fire to the houses. So, it is inconcei-

vable. It cannot be conceived that police could be

engaged to set fire to the houses. Hon’ble Members
Shri Golak Rajbanshi and Abdul Jabbar have categori-
cally asserted that this has happened. T also visited the

area, 1 met the people whose houses had becen burnt
down. There was an attempt to create communal fce-
lings between two sections of the people. I met both
sections of the people. I am very happy to see that
they have now found how Government are making con-
spiracy to create dissensions amongst different sections

of the people. Government engaged one scction of the
people to burn the houses of other section. There

should be an enquiry by a Committee of this House, as the
departmental or Magesterial enquiry will not be fruitful.
If there is any deficiency in the administration that
should be found and rectified and for the rectification
of these deficiencies only a Committee of this House
would be approprate. It should go there, enquire into
the matter, meet the people. We should not depend
on what the Hon’ble Home Minister will state here,
Because what will be stated here will be based on the

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statement of the culprits themselves. How cen they
admit their own  guilt 3 Sir, it will be meet and proper
that you should consider to constitute a Committee of
this Assambly to'go into this ‘matter, so that the entire
police “administration can be rectificd. Sir, this is not
the only case at Dalgaon. The pcbple come and say

in other places also that their houses have been set
on fire by the police. It is beyond my comprehension
that such things could happen: Sir, the Assam police
was, as a matter of fact known for its efficiency; our
police the Assam police was known for its impartiality.
How has this changed, deteriorated in such a manner ?
This reflects very badly on the police administration,
it reflects also on the functioning of Government. Sir,
plead there should be an Assambly Committee to go
into the matter and find what the real thing are there.

Thank you Sir. :
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Shri Abdul Rob Laskar: Mr. Chairman sir, while I am

supporting the Cut Motion tabled by my esteemed friend
Shri Mosiruddin Sheikh, I would like to make some
observations in the matter of police Department. Sir,
Home Department is an important Department in a S'tater
and in a country. The safety of the life and prote-
ction of property is in the hands of the Home Department.
The police is our best friend. The police is a human
being and it comes from our society. Whenever there
is any danger, the police come for our help. When-
ever there is any criminal, activity, the police come to our
help. The life of the people depends upon the efficiency and
performance of the Home Department of the Government.
Similarly the people and even the legislators hoped that the
Home Minister would reform his duty properly. What is wro-
ng, we donot understand. The performance of the Home
Minister is almost zero. Everpwhere there is some chaos,
and the people are not pgetting safety about their life
and property. Sir, what happened day before yester-
day at Rajapukhuri, Sir, it is most unfortunate that
some people from Nagaland, they could enter into
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the land of Assam and take the lives of 24 persons
injurec‘l' more than 100 persons and set fire in houses.
I have seen in the papers that more than 200 houses
have been gutted. Sir, it is most unfortunate. Are
they not living within Assam; Are they not within the police
administration of Assam. My friend Shri Bora has given
a very pathetic description as to how oppression is going
on the Bodo people. Sir, Bodo people belong to Assam.
I do not say I am from Cachar and thcre should be
a distinction between Bodos and people from Cachar.
They are not anybody else, they are our brothers and
and sisters. We cannot think in the absence of these
people. But narrow mindedness is definitely creating
great chaos in Assam. *We see there is a thinking in
the mind of the people because of the narrow attitude
of the Government. The narrow attitude of the Govern-
ment is responsible for the fire that is going on hither
and thither in the State. My friend Shri Debeswar Bora
stated, thought he did not say directly but indirectly he
has stated that the Central Government or the Congress
Government js implicated about what happened at
Golaghat - at Rajapukhuri. Sir, we find that whenever
this Government faces any problem they want to lay
down the blame on the shoulder of the Central Govern-
ment. My friend Shri Hironya Bora has given a good
reply to the statement of shri Debeswar Bora that what
happened in the year 1979 in the Assam Nagalann bor-
der at that time there was Janata Government both in the

State and Cenfre. Again what happened during the time
of the Congress when Congress was both in the State and

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the Céntre S1r this reminds me of a small story w1th
Wthh we are all acquainted. Sir, in the LP school
we read about the cowbay who cheated the people for
three days by shouting tiger has come, Sll‘, this Govern-
ment is also going in this line. But tiger is there and
this Goverment is very much afraid of the tiger. The
ticer is there and when it comes nobody will belive
them. So this. Government is inviting trouble. When
you are shouting tiger is coming you should know that
tiger is there, My friends Shri kamala kalita and Shri
Balabadhra Tamuli, they said, I am happy that they placed
facts before the House to some extent, that police are
doing excess.

Dr. Kamala kalita : you are absolutely wrong, we
did not say.

Abdul Rob Laskar : Mr. Kamala kalita has
given an example of what happend about the posscssion
of land, probably he has forgotten it because sometimes
we forget what we state and it may have happened with
Shri Kalita. Why this has happened ? It is because of
the inefficiency, because of the failure to control the
police department by the hon’ble Home Minister. Sir,
I had given a specific allegation but what has been
done by the §,P., Cachar, Sir, the allegation has not
been looked into even today though it was given 6/7
months ago. Sir, T do not know whether the statement
of the SP is correct or not but the SP is saying

that
the Home Minister is his class friend. He may have
given a false statement. - But Sir, no action has been

taken on the allegation. Sir, the mater about which I have
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submitted the allegation, I did not. say  that after g-tting
the allegation he should have taken .immediate action.
But what I wanted, sir, is that the matter should be

enquired into. But 1o enquiry has been done, nothing
of the sort has been done. Now, sir, just for a minute
please think if nothing has been done what will be
the attitude of that officer knowing fully well that. he is
getting protection from the administration. My friend
Shri kamala kalita has stated that there was interference in

the politicians during the Congress regime. But today the
police is used for political purposes. Sir, a number

of dacoities and murder cases have taken place in my
area. I have brought it to the notice of the highest
authortty. But it is a matter of regret that even in
broad daylight these marderers and dacoits, they are
roaming in front of the police officers but no action
has been taken. Sir, even in murder case which 'took
place in a broad day light on the P.W.D road when
large number of rpeorle have seen the occurrence
police could not arrest any person. After two or three
months of the occurrenced the culprits obtrined the

anticipatory bail from the high Court. Sir, when there
is any occurrence taking place in these areas ~people

become very much afraid of as the persons committing the
crimes will not be errested by police. Even afier commi-
tting the crimes like dacoity the culparits roamed
before the police but they -are not arrested. Sir in
this way during thc period of this Government crimes
are going on increasingly. The attrocities committed
by the police Department during this Goverament has
gone unpoticed and there is complete failure of the
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law and order. ‘Hon’ble Member Shri S.C. Sinha also
spoke about this and the happenings in the Nagaland
Border areas. He has rightly said. The life and the
property of the peorle residing necar the border areas
are not all secure. Knowing fully well about this no
action has been taken by the Government. The Naga

people in the border enters Assam and destroy the
properties and lives of the people and this is a matter

of regret that this Government has completely failed to
save the life and properties of that area. Sir, this Govern-
ment cannot solve the problems and they always blames
the Central Government. The Central Government is
made responsible for all these problems The Central
Government will not tolerate such blames any further.

They will not allow to continue such a situation any
further. This Government will not be allowed to comp-

lete the terms of five years in such a situation. Now
it is the bounden duty and the moral re8ponsibi1ity
of this Government to fulfil the hopes and desires of
the people of the State as they promised earlier. I
would like to request the Hon’ble Home Minister to
go into the affairs of the police Depariment so that they

serve the people in fairness. Sir, some of the Hon’ble
Members alleged the functioning of the C.R.P.F and

the Border Security Force and one of My friend also
suggested that these two forces should be withdrawn
from the border areas. Sir. I suggest that if the
Government thinks that these C.R.P.F and B,S.F are
not working properly they should be withdrawn for

the safety and security of the pecople of that state.
Sir, my friend Shri Balabhadra Tamuli said that police
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officers are not acting properly in some places as those
officers were appointed by the previous Gevernment.
Sir, it is the duty of the present- Government to control the
police officers of the Department. They should be able to

control the S.I. and A.S.I.S The O.C - of Dalgaon police
station is said to committed some crimes which are

very much objectionable. = It is the Home Minister who
should see the peace and tranquility of the people and
of the: State.

Sir; after getting so much information even when
the SP: and O/C were also present at Dalgoan village
when the fire was setting in some of the houses of the
Bodo reople, no action. was taken. This is.a very serious
allcgation. '

is_a very serious allegation. It may .be true or may
not be true but for the sake of the communal harnony
it. should have been immediately enquired into by the
Home Department.

Mr. Speakel, Sir, we
have before us the two richest men, sitting opposite us.

One of whom is our Education and another is our
Home Minister. Sir, we take this privilege of airing
our serious concern in the matter. Sir, as you know,
as remarked by the phy'losopher Sir, Boden, human
life 1s podr, naty and shroudy, Sir, this being the
human nature it is impossible to maintain order in
the society or in a State without the law enforcing
authority. Sir, it is the primary duty of the State to main-
tain law and order. No explanation or no excuse can be
availed of by the State Government and the State Govern-

ment can not give any alibi that there was some agitation
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and some law and order problem'has arises somewhcre
and try to balme the Central Government ‘or 'somebody
else. you are to maintain the law and order £nd alibi wil]

be acceptable. Sir, it is the primary duty of the State
Government to maintain the law and order. Sir, I'perso-

nally feel that our police are more malgin than to be prised
Some prejudices have been borne in the mind 6f the peo-
ple about Police. Sir, the famous ‘justice - Mr. Brook of
Allahabed High Court: remarked that the attitude of the
police towards the people as cruel. He termed them as an
organised band- of criminal. Sir; what said was about
the Indian Police. However, the Supreme Court expunged
the remarks. Sir, -I may also cite an example It is
about a cartoon  published in- the “Times of India’.
The cartoon has been drawn to .show -that a group-of
beople wrapped in the police uniform entered the
Compartment of a train. The passengers out of fear
took shelter in a corner. The group of people who
entered into - the compartment were surprised to see this
and told them that they were not police but de coits,
Sir, this cartoon specifically shows that peorle are more
afraid of police than dacoits. Sir, this is an: example
to show that how =attrocious are our Police and their
attitude to-wards the people. Sir, the State” Government
constituted a Police Commission to suggest measures for
improvement of Police administration, particularly on
the relation between the public and the police. Sir, T

was asked to appear before this Commission. A querry
was made to made to me that as an Advocate what T

would sugeest to improve the relation and attitude
between the police and the people, since the attitude of
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people towards people was bitter. I replied that the
confidence of the people towards police is no longer
there and the people have become more critical about
police. Sir, there is something wrong in the system of
educating as well as in training of Police personal. Sir,
we got have to revise the entire programme of educating
and training given to the police. Sir, I would like to
cite another example. Sir, one S.P. who was working
in his table lost his watch. The watch was missing
from the table. He rang up the O.C. and told him
that he must get back his under any circumstances.
The O.C. registered the case and started investigating
into the case. In the course of his investigation he
arrested eight persons for their suspected involvement in
the case. After afew days, what happend is that, the

S.P. found his watch in his drawer. He rang up the
O/C and wanted to tell him that he has found his watch.

But before the S.P. could speak to the OC, the OC
told him that he has already arrested eight persons
and all of them have confessed of having stolen the
watch, - So, I told before the Police commission that
if this crude method of investigation by police is not
changed then there will no improvement in our systcm of
police administration. The attitude of the people will be-
come hotile towards police. Sir, I can cite another example
to hon’ble Home Minister. Sir, I under the Evidence
Act we have to not so far the made the statement

given to the Police as admissible because whatever
statement is given to the Police may not be accepeted

by the Court, if I retract to my origipal statement.
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Why this happens so ¢ Sir, in England if a' statement
is given before the Police that is admitted by the
Court. Sir, I shall cite an example in this connection.
Sir, two Barristers, one from Tazpur and the other
was the Chief Justice Mr. S.K. Dutta while in London
were unfortunatly in a very petty case of speedying.
A friend of theirs, who was a Petro-chemical Enginéer,
was driving the car. The police intercepted him and
booked him for speedying beyond the permissible limit.
When he received the notice from the Court he
immediately contacted his two friends and asked them
to come over and advice him as to what should he
submit before the Court. The two barrister-friends told
him that there is nothing to worry and that nothing
will happen to him. They advised him to deny the
charge and state that you were not there. We will
be the witnesses. When he was produced before the
Court he accordingly denied the charge and submitted
as advised by his friends. He pleaded innocence and
that he was ready to produce Wwitnesses in the case
before the Court. The magistrate looked at him and
remarked, ‘well, are from India Mr. ¢ Please pay the
fine of 2 shilling. In England Policemen never tell a
lie. Sir, that is the situation in England. Sir, in
England young girls unhesitatingly and without any fear
take refuse in Police station but in our case if a young
girl goes to the police station to seek help she suffers
humilation and molestation by police. Sir, I have
myself defended in several cases. Sir, we are ready to

pay to the department. The department should try
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to- make the police 'more effective. The - police =~ must

change its colour, it must change its character and. its:

role. The police. must keep in mind that thev are
friends of the people. Sir, if you travel towards Khana-
para from . Guwabhati _you will find that trucks, auto-
rickshaws are stopped and collects money from them.
Sir, it is unfortunate that possibly out of 3500
policemen, 500 may be dishonest and for those dishonest
personnel the whole force share the blame. Now, there
is ABSU agitation and several hundreds of them were

chased out by the police party. What I feel some.

where they were misguided. Even they went for moles-
tation. Unfortunatly, the entire police force in the State
has been taken to task because one man out of hund-
red has done that mistake. What I think, proper publicity
is also not given to the correct State of affairs. Now
Sir, in our State, We have seen for the last several
‘yeers so many malacious actions committed by police.
Our policemen are nottrained. They- are given all kinds
of facilities, but T do not know whether they are given
rroper training to deal with law and order problems.
The policemen cannot take -the agitationists into . task
at their whims because their demand may be justified.
Therefore, Sir, there must be a separate branch of
police to deal with law and order situation which arises
out of agitafion, because there are different kinds of
law and order. There are differept categories of law
and order. They must know to deal with g particular
offence. But it is regular phenomenon in oyr State that our
police completely failed, was not able to deal with such

“ 3
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situations. - The situation is rather aggravated by the
police themselves. They got the situation cbmplicatcd,
Sir, T can cite your agitation. One Khargeswar Talukdar
was killed by ' police. If has not died possible ihe
agitation would not' have taken such a serious turn.
Because one particular’ boy had to lose his life, ‘the
entire a agitation took diffcrent tarn aliogether.
Subsequently, there had been several agitat'ons. If the
police cannot deal with the situation in the country
many more such ' situation  will take place and * one
incidence may take such turn that the entire situation
may change. Sir, T will not take much time. I will give
a few comments now. I demand that police should be
properly paid and they should be properly trained. The
poor people may be more honest- than' the literary ones.
If our police are trained enough we may not go for
CRPF. If the ‘ police are” better qualified such” cases
can ‘be dispensed with- by police themselves.

“ Now, Sir, you might be aware that there are
complaints about - police posting,, may it be by the
earlier Govt -framed rules. Moreover, in every police
Station there must be mixed deployment.. There should
be ‘people in-police different people belonging to different
religious and -ethnic groups. The young people may
indulge - in different kinds of crimes so there may
be elder « people sent for” deiling with the situation

_arisen out of young boys agitation. Secondly, Sir, my

last submission would be that we should rrot make the
admini stration top-heavy. At one time in the entire
undivided Assam one IGP could dezl with all the
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affiairs but now 6-7 IGPS gre posted there by making
the administration top heayy, Sir, possibly we could
have saved. that money and from that money we could
have make, some more recruitments in the bottom, That
way serves better purpose. Once you put 5 or 6 IGPS in
place of one it is difficult o reduce the expenditure.
There are always complaints against the Govt all over
the country. There is a tendency after ‘independece 'to
m-ke the administration top heavy. We should see whe-
ther the amount paid to the high ranking officials may be
diverted to the lower Ievels and possible we can do
that if better number of policemen are recruited. With
these words I support the Cut-Motion advanced by
the Hon’ble members in the Opposition against the
grants under Grant no. 14, Thank you, Sir

This house is now taking up a discussion by moving
cut motions for discussion cn the amount we are going
to sanction of Land Revenue and Land Ceiling. Sir itisa
pity that there are several items in our budget which

should have been shown as revenue. Instead of that
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we find that we are to aarmark huge amount and our
Revenue Minister claims more than 20 crores. The
amount may increase but at the moment we have been

asked to give more than Rs. 20 crores Sir, as you know,
the State of Assam is basically based on Agriculture
and we have included the production of tea and
the production of jute also in Agriculture not to
speak of other items like paddy’ In such a position

here our  Economy is entirely agricultural in nature.
There should be a thorough revamping in the Depart-
ment of Revenue and allied depariments. Sir, we find

in the courts that most of the cases filed or the
origin of the cases based on land disputs and the

most of the disputs arise because of the land system
prevalent in the state. More then century age the
British Government introduced the land and revenue
regulations... This -land - regulation is still continuing
It is ‘a pity that the same century old regulation is
still continuing. Though we enacted several Acts basi-
cally the land revenue law remains the same. Dur-
ing those British periods lands were surplus. There
were huge areas of land remained unexplered. There-
fore they used to keep lands follow for grazing for
forest or for some other purposes or instituiion. With
the increase of the people they used to encroach upon
the lands and gradually occupied the forest and other
areas. With a view to improve the Economy of the

State and the economy of the please of the State we
had to invite people to encroach on the follow.Lands There

was not So much problems than as it is at preseat.
The same land regulation which was introduced by

the British s still continuing which is not encugh to
cope with the present sitaation, The old land reguia-
tion was a temporary system for -earning rcvenue.
Except two arcas of the State of Assam ie. the entire
Barak valley and the district of Cachar the trest of
the State may be ‘called the temporarilly scttled system.
There was no permanent settlement of the land in
fhose areas. People never -got any permanent rights
over the land and whatever rights they have got Was
from the reverue aufhorities.

So the land settlément is on adhoc basis and be-
Bause of this we are ‘facing several consequences and
there was also chass in the revenue administration. On
eatlier occasiofts alsoT have again ‘and again imprassed
~ upon'this Government fhat in Assam several steps will
Have to be taken 'to discipline the land revenue system and
the first system to be introduced for this purpose is to

suryey ‘the entire land ‘of the ‘State. This survey will
sHow ‘s ‘the -different cdtegories Of land like :grazing,
forest, -villagés, ‘towns ‘etc. and other 'disciplines.
