But with the new ¢hanges and
tiansformetions, we . -should not try to bring it in its
otiginal concept of oppression of the majority on the
mihority. Tt is good to have this amendmént and our
young Prime Minister is. mainly responsible for bringing
this amendment into a -bill. With these words I extend
my full support to the amendment resolution of this
House, Thank you Sir. -

to speak for this amendment because as we have seen
from our experience, we spéak things which is not thes
reality, I find even in today’s Housé how the démocracy
is misunderstood in our country.
