culture and congenial social structure of our State, Without
slightest doubt in our mind we must agree to the principle
that every ethnic group having their own culture, belief,
faith and thought must have the right 1o keep their own
identity and social, Political and economic rights within
the four boundaries of the State of Assam I nesd no
emphasize that there appears a scrious misun lerstanding
amongst the various ethnic groups living in Assam. Ay
age old unity and harmony amongst the combined graup
of people of oyr State have - been thwarted, as I feel, by
this misundersmndin_g. I also quite appreciate the apprehen-
sion of the Hop, Members of this august House as wall as
the feelings of the general public about their security and

- safety arising oyt of the present situation. It is tharefore

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Shri Charan Narzary : The Hon’ble Chief Minister in-
charge of the Transport-Services is seeking a supplemen-
tary of Rs.30 lakhs for regularising the payment of salaries
of the employees; The Chief Minister will get this amount,
no doubt. Personally, I do not have anything to stand in
the way of this grant. I have brought my cut motjon
only for the purpose of making a little observation with
regard to the dfficulties faced by the people in various
districts. You know, Sir, the road communication system
in the State is very bad. There are many areas which do
not have the road communication system and the people
have to cross the rivers. So far as the Inland Water Trans-
port is concerned, the Department has not besn able to
render satisfactory services; The Inland Water Transport
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system needs to be modernised. There has been no rébrgahﬁ
station of the Inland Water Transport system so far. The
Brahmaputra river is a big hurdle for the people in most
of the areas, particularly the riverine areas. They have
very often to cross the Brahmaputra river for this aad for
that purpose. There is very little frequency of the ferry
services. It is to be increased and the routine of the service
is also to be changed. Not to speak of the Brahmaputra
alone, there are many areas which do not have sufficient
road communication facilties. The people have to cross
the tributaries of the Brahmaputra: We have seen the
tributaries are making difficulty for the people. Sufficient
number of Mar Boats have to be provided to remove the
difficulty of the public, Though it is the responsibility of
the P.W.D. I think this item may be taken up by the
Minister in charge of Transport Services as well. I would
only like to request the Hon‘ble Chief Minister in charge
of Transport Services to increase the ferry boats and
modernise the Inland Water Services system so asto avoid
accidents. During the flood season large number of people
are dieing every year in accidents.  With this request I
conclude my observation. i A AR

Shri B.K. Basumatary : Sir, I would also like to participate
in the discussion of this grant. We find that ‘for“t.,he
administration of the Direciorats of [nland and Wa.ter
Transport, we have provided Rs. 19,21,000 apg: today we
are going to give another amount of Rs. 6,83,000, Then,
sir, on salaries and training (under 003 ), we have provided
Rs. 3,30,000 and today we want to give an additional amount
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of Rs,127,000. Then, sir, under Sub-head-202, regarding the
management of the same department we have provided

But, sir,today if we wish
to use this river even as a pleasure trip we shall have (o
use the small disel-engine or with a steam engine. But to
travel by these engines will take lot of time to reach Dibru-
garh from here, Therefore, sir I have been pleading for
the introduction of Hydrofoils, which can cover long distance
~ewith few hours, Then, sir, under the item 003, we are
~providing money for training. Now, I want to kaow what
sort of training we are providing  Whether we are giving
training to have g scope to serve the high sease. Sir, [ndia
is surroupded by huge seas aad ocean anli unfortunately
people from Assam serving in sea and ocean, as for
instance, Indian Navy and the Marcentile ships, are very
few as they do not have necessaty training and marine
education. So, basing on this river Brahmaputra it may be

total value of the car itself, Hoa’ble Chief Minister would
kindly see how much money has been spent in repairing
a particular car in this financial year and if the cost is
more than the car should not be put into repairing and we
should go for a new car. Sir, Regarding Government hostels
and houses if an M.L.A. visits a particular place and
suddenly arrives in a campus of the Government hostel or
Circuit House for accommodation, it is found that all ‘the
accommodation are already occupied by people and there
is no place left for the visiting M.L.As. To give an example,
on the 18th last, Sir, a group of M.L.As, including myself
had arrived at night at Dhubri and we found that all the
seats have been occupied by people. We had gone there
with proper information from the Chief Minister’s Secre-
tariat and they were specifically told to reserve accommoda-
tion for this group of M.L.As. but as ill Tuck would have
it we did not find any accommodation and had to spend
the whole night under the open sky. We tricd to contact
the Deputy Commissioner but we got no response from his
telephone. We asked the Chowkidar to belp us but he said
that it was not possible without the order of the Dy.
Commissioner.

So, Sir, regarding accommodation, the miin trouble
is that in the Government Houses and Hostzals the accom-
modation is very less, When these Houses were constructed,
may be, at that time it was as per the traffic but the fact

is that with the increase of nunber of V. °g naturally,
the demand for accommodation has substantially increased
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and, therefore, T would request the Government, especially,
the Hon; Chjef Minister that accommodation in Assam
Bhawan in Delhi, Calcutta and also in Shillong should be
increased to meet the present demand of accommodation.
With this suggestion I conclude my Speech.
