Committee Godown at Mankachar (Under Gouripur Mar-
ket Committee) was damaged by the strom ?

(b) If so, whether any step has been taken to repair
the damaged Godown by the Government ¢

Shri Deba Kumar Bora (Minister of Agriculture) replied :

(a) Yes, a part of the roof was damaged.

(b) Yes, the Gouripur Market Committee has been ins-
tructed by the Assam State Agricultural Marketing Board,
Guwahati-5 to repair the damaged portion at an early
date,

Shri Aminul Islam : Sir, I have six supplementary
questions. (1) In which year and month the roof of the
godown was damaged first ? (2) Whether the officer-in-
charge of the godown reported the matter to the authority
concerned immediately after the damage occurred ?

(3) If yes, why the authority concerned did not take mea-
sures to repair the damage in time ? (4) Is it a fact that
though at the first instance, the damage done to the roof
was not extensive, but due to non-attention and indiffe-
rent attitude of the committee authority, the entire C. I
Sheet roofing is now at the verge of total destruction ?
(5) Will the Minister take action against the defaulting
officer/officers, for whose negligence the additional damage
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caused to the C. 1, sheet roofing ? (6) On which date the
Assam State Agricultural Marketing Board has issued
instruction to Gauripur Market Committee to repair the
damaged portion of the road ?

Shri Deba Kumar Bora (Minister) s Hon’ble Speaker,
Sir, the Hon’ble member has raised so many supplemen-
tary questions. I will try to give a compact answer. The
Mankachar sub-market yard is under control and super-
vision of the Gouripur Market Committee. A portion of
the roof of the godown was damaged in January, 1988.
The damage is of minor nature. Only a few C.I. sheets
of the roof has been damaged. For late damaged report
from Gouripur Market Committee, the repairing could
not be done in time. However, now the Gouripur Market
Committee has been instructed to take necessary steps to
repair the damaged portion at an early date.

Shri Aminul Islam s Sir, Whether the Hon’ble Minister

assure that the repair works will be done at all?
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Shri A.F. Gulam Csmani: Mr: Speaker, Sir, I have
got a supplementary. Sir, Assam is in the labour map of
India because of its tea industry but whether the Mini-
ster, Labour is aware that his Labour Directorate has no
up-to-date data with regard to the industry as well as
the labourers engaged in it 9 Sir, despite repeated attempts
to get the number of labourers—toth recular and casual—eng-
aged in tea Fstates and the percentage of the casual labourers
made permanent was not made available in the House since
last two years. So, Sir, I request the Hon’ble Minisfer to see
that in subsequent questions when these matters are raised
the actual position of the labourers of the Tea Fstates
as well as the percentage of casual labourers made per-
manent and its ratio is made available to the House.

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Shri A.F.Golam Csmani : Hor’ble Mr. Dy. Speaker
Sir. this discussion on the budget prcposal for the yaaf
1989-90 reminds us of the days when A. G. P. Government
presented its first budget in this House in 1986 in rela-
tion to financial year 1986-87, Sir, it was known to
everybody in that State that after decades a new set up
has come to administer the State and with a definite man-
dates and the primary objective of the Government was
repeatedly announced to publish “Eteg ==g” | Sir,
in those days we uttered many a word of caution perhaps
inadvertently referring to that inexperience of the new
set up which often generated if. Sir, Tstill maintain that
inexperience jis no offence in a political system. Inexperi-
enced people can come to power and administer the State.
But they have to be doubly careful because experience
makes up that type of gap which a person with a very
i. q. cannot cover.

Sir, in 1986-87 budget the picture was mnot so TOSy
when this Government assumed power, .They should have
been very careful in initiating new things. Today, I still
maintain that basic proposition in running a sound Gov-
ernment, where ‘there is an approach of pragmatism. Sir,
when we run a house it is our duty fo see how the
existing positions can first be improved then rushing in
newer propositions. Unfortunately, Sir, in our country, not
only this Government, but even the earlier Government
also made this type of mistake. In this connection I would
like to mention that when the Janata Government of
Assam first came to power in 1978 they took certain
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populist measures and perhaps people still remember them,
Sir, the first populist measure of the Janata Government
in 1978 was in relation to giving cheaper dal (pulse) at
a subsidised rate, The second measure was to make free
education at the Secondary stage. When 60% of the students

were already enjoying free concession and the third and
the most important measure was exemption of land revenue

to the tune of ten bighas of lands, Sir, all these were populist
measures having in effect on economy. Today, a time has
come to examine all these things seriously.

Sir, I would like to refer to the first Budget Speech
of the AG.P. Government ( Date March 12, 1986 ) and
to remind the Hon’ble Chief Minister how he started and
also to remind those who are in the opposition now that
the State was not in a very enviable position in relation
to the financial year 1934-85. It says that the financial year
actually closed with a balance of ( Rs; 124'47 crores as against
(—) Rs. 14025 crores anticipated in the revised estimates
of the year. The improvement in closing balance is thus
only nominal and the year 1984-85 ended with a large
deficit. This shows a slight improvement of Rs; 15:78 crores.
Sir, I do not know was it due to the performance of the
A, G, P; Government for the last four months of the year.
That anticipated budgetary deficit was reduced by 1578,
So, Sir, starting was very dismal. But our young admi-
nistrators were mnot cautious., Today Chief Minister is
telling us that we will have to tighten our belts; With
great dismay we observe the line in his address at page

re— )
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2 of the Budget Speech that *“The State will have to
tighten the belt for sometime to come, if only to reduce
our excessive dependence on the Centre.” Whyﬁ? You
should have assessed it earlier and initiate actions
accordingly;

Now, Sir, how this State of Assam is administered for
last four decades: Nobody should be very critical. We,
everybody in our respective time éreated condition which
made Assam, a very prosperous State of India, excessively
dependant on Centre; Perhaps it has become the political
culture and the AGP Government did not escape from
that trend. To show the extent of Central dependance
I would like to refer to earlier periods-periods earlier to
1984-85. For year 1985 onwards for which perhaps the present
Government may have to be indicted, .In 1982-£3 total
receipt of Government of Assam wag 439.04 Crores. Total
revenue was 181.97 crores. Total Central Assistance was
25707 croresj Percentage of Central Assistance was 58:55
p.c. Now, let us look at the situation next Year, - 1te:
1983-84. Total receipt of Government of Assam was 550°72
crores. Total revenue receipt was 213'24 crores. Central
Assistance was 337.48. Central Assistance- was to the tune
of 6127 p.c: In 1984-85 total receipt of Government of
Assam was 697°25 crores; Total revenue was 272°09 crores
Central Assistance was 42516 crores. Percentage of Central
Assistance was 6097 p.c:, thatis nearly 61 p.c. In 1985-86,
the year the AGP Government was about to enter, the
total cevenue of the Government of Assam was 957°10
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crores. Total receipt from revenue was 344'81 crores.

Receipt from of India was 612:29. Percentage of Central

Assistance was 6397 p.c., nearly 64 p.c. In 1986-87 total
revenue of the State was 1238'68. Revenue receipt was
53221 and receipt from Government of India was 701:47
crores. Extent of Central Assistance was 57.34 p.c. So,
this was the state of affairs of the State of Assam so far as
its economy was concerned.

Now, Sir, to analyse the thing what the State Government
did or did not, I must dzJnitely admit that some exercises
were made to inprove the financas of the State, [ would
like to refer to two years preceeding this year, because
wea coasidar it more or less a crisis period—1987-88 and
1982-89 in respect of revenue receipt which is the main-
stay of our economy. Tax revenue in 1984-85 it was
189.91, In 1985-86 it rose upto 235 crores and in 1986-87
it went upto 253.04 crores. Also, there. was a definits
increase in non-tax revenue, in 1984-85 only 82 crores
were collected, in 1985-86 it was 109 but in 1986-87 it
was 279°17 crores. So we shall have to admit that some
exercises were made to increase the revenue of the State
either in form of sales tax and other taxes. But from
what source the danger comes. The overall situaticn, to
my mind, is deteriorated because Government could not
keep up with this momentum, Those who are running
the Government did not care to stop the pattern of un-
productive expenditure created earlier., Political decisions
were made having disastrous economic consequences, [

\
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would like to refer to one such case as to how the ad-
ministrators create this type of unproductive spending.
Earlier Government run by a party, subsequently went out
of power, appointed many people on adhoc basis under
regulation 3 (f). Appointment under regulation 3 (f) ifself
is objectionable, We all admit it, These are the political
patronization done by the politicians in power giving ser-
vices on adhoc basis. After this Government came€ (O
power they thought that the services of those people ap-
poiated oan adho: basis coald not bs terminated with a
stroke of pen and when they did it, there were court
cases so, to run the Blocks they had to appoint ancther
set of BDOs; Now who will pay the bills of this addi-
tional BDOs ? They will have to be paid from State’s
coffer, So, Sir, this is one of the instances to show how
the economy of the State is strained with this type of
hasty decision of the Government a present appointment
policy is the root of all unproductive spending. Appointment
should be made on definite norms: There is a cell to advise
the Government to run the administration; there are
Administrative Training Organisation. But you would
observe that things piled up in relation to Public Service
Commission. At a time you will find 100/150 or 200 State
Civil servants are appointed having no facility for training.
These ACS II officers when appointed are of no use un-
less they dare gi\}cn necessary training. They had to be
given posting in a Circle under a Sr; SDC because Sr.
SDC is having training and has the power of mutation,
So Sir, we think when we are in power it is time to
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accommodate our relations and favourites. These are the
main administrative extravagences Assam is subjected to
for a long time. Since the ‘days of great Mr, Chaliha
and to some extent the days of late Mahendra Mohan
Choudhury no rational approach towards appointment is
being followed in the State.. We expected that our m}:w
administrators rather would go slow in -a steady manner
taking into consideration our past follies but they too
swayed by populist notious ‘and have missed the bus
accordingly.i '

Now as regards defi-it, Sir, additional things have crop-
ped up, The deficit which is being shown this year is 373
crores, but actually with the Reserve Bank figure it will
be ‘more than 373, It may be added by another 100
crores if we add the figure of State Transport and State
Electricity Board liabilities and it may go up to 500 crores
when the year is closed. | bave a feeling that this huge
deficit is being created because of the political problems
of the State, primarily due to the law and order situation,
The Home Ministry, so far as the maintenance of law
and order was concerned, was run with nc')'objectivity; I
refer to Grant No. 14 in relation to one or 2 items of
the: Home Ministry viz: ‘Direction and Administration?;
In 1987-88 there was 84 érores and in 1988-89 it was
93 crores. If we refer to earlier period this head was
with  much Tesser figsure.' The most 'objectionable of this
is ‘Special Police’.” We do ‘not koow what are the fun-
ctions of  the special police.” In the year 1987-88 the
Special Police started with 83 crores and this year 89-90

=
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it is going to be 40 crores on this account alcne. I have
a feel that the Finance Ministry has to divert much
more funds from other heads to meet the law and order
situation in the State. AsIknow 18 companies of CRPF
is coming; As per norm the State Government has to
foot the bill. So far as Plan is concerned, I am not
going to speak anything on Planning matters as there
will be other forums to speak. on this. But one thing is
certain that so far as the State share of plan is concer-
ned, it will have to be surrendered to that ex'tent of 30%
because whatever resources the State has mobilised they
are not in a position to contribute their share of Annual
Plan as they are to divert that for law and order situ-
ation; The Chief Minister will have to meet the law
and order requirements. And in doing so the deficit will
g0 to the extent of 500 crores. Anticipated deficit is not
the actual figure. At the end of year you will find much
more deficit; _

In the premises every section of the State should come
forward to resolve the ethnic confrontation which has taken
place in Assam; [ request the Chief Minister to take
initiative as he has done by calling All Parties Confer-
ence to bring all sections of the people together. The
égitationists who have been raising some grievances about
the violation of their civil right are to be looked into, I
visited Bongaigaon after the bomb blast. The people told
me that they have serious misgivings about the origin of
these bomb blasts. There are charges and counter charges
from ABSU and AASU. Iam, however, not holding any
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brief for ABSU or anybody, bl{E the people have serious
misgivings.  There may be other forces operating to de-
stabilise the State. My only pointis that the civil right
of the people has to be honoured. What about Karbi
Anglong ¢ The people there have chosen the path of
democratic process for their movement.” They have cont-
ested the last District Council election, They have defeated
the AGP. Let AGP or Congress be defeated, that does
not matter. The agitationists have chosen a political forum
to redress their demands. We should encourageit. I told
the Chief Minister that Karbi people should have been
invited to the All Party Conference and he promisedto
invite them in future meetings. I hope, he will surely
do it. We know by separation the problems will not be
solved, rather there will be more problems: Can we not
solve this problem by sitting together ? I earnestly requeét
that attempts should be made with such political motiv-
ation, [ request the Home Minister to take care of the
forces who are trying to create troubles by setting one
section of people against another for their own gains. In this
way the problems cannot be solved: There the politicians
count, The officers may do it for their promotions by
by show over zealouness. Sir, I have taken much time of
House, Now [ reqest the Leader of the House, the Chief
Minister and the Leader of the AGP party to see that
the State is not plunged into economic disintegration; The

Chief Minister has taken a bold step which the earlier
Government did not do for the sake of their popularity;
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But he has done it. We will observe all austerity and
we will cooperate with the Government provided there is
sincerity with the Government to solve the problem. So
far as the resource mobilisation attempts made by the
Chief Minister, we have full support. You do it, but
kindly see that the ordinary consumers do not suffer. About
the food-stuff to be eaten in hotels, the ceiling has been
fixed at Rs. 10/-. This cealing should be raised. Secondly,
about the hosiery goods, I would say that this being our
developing cottage industry in the State it deserves some
consideration, I think with these concession it will create
a better atmosphere.

With these few words Sir, I conclude.

Mr: Deputy Speaker : Now, hon’ble Shri Santi Ranjan
Dasgupta. :

Shri Santi Ranjan Dasgupta : Mr. Deputy Speaker,
Sir, while participating in the discussions on the budget
speech, I, at the very outset, shall request the Hon’ble
Chief Minister who is also the Finance Minister to drop
all the taxation proposals that have been proposed in the
budget speech. Sir, already the petroleum products in the
market have become costly because they have already
raised their rates. Sir, we have beard that the grocery
shop owners are going to close their shops to
the people because of the high taxation rates. Why I
request- the Hon’ble Chief Minister, who is also the Fin-
ance Minister, to drop these proposals are explained hence
forward. Sir, the position is very clear, In page 13 of
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-the budget speech, the Hon’ble Chief Miaister has stated that
out of the 44 public undertakings only 34 have submitted
accounts upto 1986-87 and the rest 10 public undertakings
did not submit any accounts even upto 1986-87: Sir,
the Finance Minister has himself stated that Government
have advanced credit to these public undertaking to the
tune of Rs: 1146 crores up to 1987-88 and that Govern-
ment in return have incurred a loss of Rs, 730 crores:
So, Sir, upto 1987-88, the Government from its own fund
gave Rs. 1146 crores to 44 public undertakings and what
is the result. Sir, the result is that Government incurred
a loss of Rs, 730 crores. This is the version of the Fin-
ance Minister himself. It is not my own version, Sir,
there is a deficit of Rs; B73 crores and there is a dispute
with the Accountant General and the Reserve Bank of

_India about Rs, 14 crores. Sir, more deficit will be sus-
tained. The Chief Minister as Finance Minister has men-
tioned that for the Pay Commission a sum of Rs. 180
crores have already been ear-marked for the coming year
in- the budget. Sir, in corder to provide facilities to the
State Government employees at par with the employees
of the neighbouring State Government requires Rs; 440
crores for the first year and for the subsequent year Rs.
212 crores. So Sir, another 260 crores will have to be
added for the emoluments and salaries of the Government
staff and other staff in the field when the rcport of the
Pay Commission is submitted. Sir, that amount will have
to be shouldered by the State Government, Sir, the hon’ble
Finance Minister has stated that if the Centre do not

.a.l?s
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come forward to help the State Government then nothing
can be achieved, Sir, can not the State Government attempt
to stop the loss of Rs. 730 crores and many other losses
incurred by different departments, including the public
undertakings who are wasting money for nothing. Sir, this
is not my version. Ishall show you from the facts and
figures how the Government have incurred losses. Sir, in
the year 1986-87 a minus budget was presented in this
August House by the Finance Minister for Rs. 38 crores
but what has happened there after. In 1986-87 when the
actual figures were received. Sir, .during March, 1987
including the supplementary demands, this House voted
and sanctioned Rs. 2262 crores for expenditure, Sir, what
is the amount deposited in the Consolidated Fund of the
State is only 1692 crores. resulting in a minus balance of
570 crores in 1986-87. What has happened in 1987-88 Sir,
the supplementary demand was just passed in this session
for an expenditure of Rs. 2449 crores, Sir, what is the
amount deposited in the Consolidated Fund ? It is 1932
crores which also shows a minus balance of 517 crores,
So, Sir, this budget does not at all show the economy
position of the state; it does not reflect about the economy

of the State. Sir, in a budget can there be a gap of 700
crores or 800 crores, Sir, all these show the inability,
inexperience and total dullness of the Government who
controls the budget in the Finance Department; All these also
show the inadequate knowledge of the people in the Finance
Department to tackle and manage the monetary problems
of the State; Therefore, Sir, this budget not only not
reflects the actual affairs of the State’s economy but also

nushing the entire State towards total destruqtion, insofar as the
economy is concerned. Everybody knows that in the previous
year of 1986-87 a minus balance was shown in the budget
which stood at 19 crores but actually it will end up
by more than 600 crores in the coming year. Sir, I have
already stated that for the emoluments and salaries of
the employees, if the recommendations of the Pay Com-
mission cocme next vyear, the State Government will
require another 260 crores and there will be again a
shortfall because of the excess demand of expenditure.
Actually, from the budgetary amount or from the revised
estimate how can there be more demand. Why they.should
come forward with supplementary demands three times in
a year ? Tt only shows that Finance Department has no
control; What the Finance Department is doing ? Why
are they not exercising control ? The State’s economic
management has reached such a stage that it has to come
forward with taxation proposal for a paltry amount of
‘Rs. 43 crores disturbing the entire economic system. The

people will be bound to make agitation. Even the AASU
has stepped in, as has been reporied in the “Dainik Asom’,

to launch agitation in the State, and they are not going
' to sit tight: That is why, I want to request the Chief
Minister who is also the Finance Minister to drop these
taxation prcposals because you cannot raise your resources
by taxing the people. The only thing that can help the
Government is to have a firm grip and control over the
expenditure of the public enterprises and also Government
departments, Sir, the Government cannot penalise the

-
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people for its own fault. Sir my submission, is that these
taxation proposals should be dropped and with drawn: Let
be any further agitation. With these submissions, there not
I resume my seat.

Mr; Deputy Speaker : Now, Shri Debeswar Bora.
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" Shri A.F. Gulam Osmani : Sir, about the example
they are mentioning, 1 say even the P. W.D: scheme of
Rs. 200 is charged for one thousand worth of earth filling
measurement, This may be enquired and a report be
placed before the House and our Chairman, Estimate
Committee will examine it.
