Km. on the South Bank has been eroded by the river. Th= Brahmapuatra
Board has undertaken a similar study for the period from 1967 to 1984,
The results of this study are still awaited

* Under the provision of Article 207 (3) of the Constitution of
India, I Bhishma Narain Siogh, Governor of Assam recommend the
Taxation Laws ( Amendment ) Bill, 1989 be taken up for consideration
by the Assam Legislative Assembly.

Shri Prafulla Kumar Mahanta ( Chief Minister )
Sir, I beg to move that the Assam Taxation Laws ( Amendment) Bill

1989 be taken into consideration.

Shri Abdul Muhim Mazumdar—Mr. Depufy Speaker Sir, we have been
insisting that the Chief Minister should try to withdraw the Iapses in
the Laws. Sir, this budget has been presented and it is going to im-
pose a fterrific burden on the people of Assam. There js enough scope
to mop up the refources without imposing fresh taxes. If we agree
to the amendment for imposing fresh taxes, this will affect a tremen-
dous burden on the people of the State, We, therefor{, cannot cone
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s‘der the Bill, I only request that this Bill should be withdrawn.

Shri A. F. Golam Osmani :

The Hon'ble Chief Minister moved the Bill for consideration of the
House. I would like to submit a few word. This Bijll has imposed
a heavy burden on the people of the State where there is already an
€conomic crisis, This exercise cannot be fruitful unless the state is placed

on healthy economic footing. We have faced an economic crisis and
ag such, an attempt is made to raise additional resources. From time
to time, the Government of India is asking the States of India to raise
additional resources. In recent past mo State Governments, except West
Bengal could raise resources to the extent expected. We are always

acting on the presumption that if there is economic crisis, there will be
way out in Delhi. Perhaps, this Government is following the earlier

policy of approaching Delhi to make good the economic crisis. But
with the change of poltical alignment, the practice of depending on
Dethi has also changed. We have now to discipline our administration
to face the economic crisis. But what we observe, this Government is
going In a manner which we consider most unproductive. In regard fo
discussion on various grants, we will point out how the various departments
are running. The department are squandering away the resources of the
State. The C.M. asked people to tighten their belts similarly, the people

would like to see whether the gentlemen occupying the Treasury Benches
have also been tightenmng their belts, So, this should be applicd to all
level. . The resources mobilisation is very necessary, There should be
austerity on the part of the public. At the same time, the austerity
should also be maintained by the administration. Tt is generally lacking

In the administration. The other day, a gentleman passed remarks about
the life-style of the present administrators of Assam as Gwalor Ryan type

The other day, they were student leaders, The people thought that they
would make jdeal leaders. But what we observe, they are maintaining
Cxtravagant life-style. We also observe, the Ministers when they go out
on tour, they take with them 4/5 vehicles. In the earlier times the
Ministers did not take on tour the additional cars. The Private Secre-

taries and PAs would have to go in the same car. We do not have
the exact amourt of spending being done by the Ministers, Let them produce

s

o
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this in the house. A geatleman-in the opposition party said, it is Delhi
which is to come for rescue of the state, A Minister of the Govern-
ment observes that the Congress (I) has been creating obstacles on the
implementation of various schemes. Now, look at West Bengal. They
have challenged the Centre in respect of a power project of more than
rupees 1000 crores. The people of Assam were misdirected to an agitation
during which time they gave blood to a cause which has not been ful-
filled by the present administrators. They were ready to undergo further
sacrifice but when the time came to take advantage of this type of scn-
timent, you failed. By your life style you seem to follow the earlier
pattern. You have come up with a Bill to raise additional resources,
but ‘the way you are spending money you will reach the stage of bank-
ruptcy, and if the Government goes bankrupt, we feel sir, there will a
grave crisis which even our endeavour at raising resources won’t be able
to solve. Then potato will be too hot for them. So sir, I submit,
they would setan example of ‘practicing austerity by atleast the members
of the Council of Ministers to show that they really mean it ; they
really mean that we are ready to sacrifice. Sir, when we are ready to
suffer and stop wasteful expenditure, then ounly we can ask the people
at large to sacrifice and suffer. The wasteful manner in which the ad-
ministration is being run now, I am afraid, they are setting a reverse
example to the people. I may cite an example in relation to the
Education Department in what callous a manner they are spending money
at the time of discussing the grants. In a way. they are patronising
corruption. In this manver you won’t be able to rescue thc economy of
the State. This is a very serious matter, I have already made a sound of
caulion that with a view to meeting the budgetary deficit of more than
300 crores; raising additiomal resources only will not do. Tt calls for
checking corruption. - Corruption has to be checked and discrimination =
has to be stop ed, and you are to run the State administration in a
very planned manner, Our Home Minister is not present in the
House ; he will tale away the major share of the money our Finance
Minister is endeavouring to raise. He will take away the major

portion of funds available. You may examine the pattern that was

followed in the year 1985-86, 1986-87, and even in 1987-88, in respect
of the expenditure incurred for recruiting peopls in his police force
and maintaiving them, and now we find that the police force in
Assam they are incompetant; they ere afraid sometime to go out
to enforce law and order, Sic. when the policemen become panicky
then there is great casuality ; police are using fire arms indiscriminately
in tribal areas, why the law and order situation has so much deteroi-
rated ? It is because they are inefiective and they cannot distinguish
whom to apprehend, whom to approach, and in the process they create
an atmosphere af terror because unless they create terror they think they
will get killed,

It is political and we all want its solution. For that you raise addi-

tional resources, and we Wwill support you in your honest endeavour by

asking the people to undergo, some suffering but it will be worthwhile:

only if you equally do it.

With this few words of caution, I in a way support the: attempt of
the Assam Government to raise additional resourcés which was not in
its culture in the past; it was all along running to Declhi and begging
money, and especially in a period when the Prime Minister of this
country goes oui and distribute moncy on the spot. Please do mnot
rely on this type on this munificance and generosity ; try to raise vour
resources. Assam is full of resources if you can tap it you need no

longer required depending on the Centre. With this words I conclude Sir.
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and whether with or without husk, shall be treated as
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Shri B. K, Basumatary : Mr. Dy. Speaker, sir, at the moment I weuld
like to deal omly to policies behind the amendment of this Taxation
Bill. Sir, this Bill is before us, which I quote as a bill : to amend the
Assam Sales Tax Act, 1947, the Assam ( Sales of petroleum and Petro-
leum Products. including Motor Spirit and Lubricants, Taxation Act,
1955, and the Assam  Finance ( Sales Tax), Act, 1956. “Then,
sir, the preamble of the bill says” “Whereas it is expedient further
to amend the Assam Sales Tax Act, 1947, the Assam ( Sales of Petro-
leum and Petroleum Products, including Motor Spirit and Lubricants )
Taxation Act, 1955 and the Assam Finance ( Sales Tax ) Act, 1956.”"
Sir. these are main objectives of the Bill. This Bill is seeking to
amend cerfain clauses of this Act. Now, sir, what is the policy to amend
certain clauses of this Act? If we give a cursory glance and read from
the beginning then we find that the main objective is to extract Taxes
from Petroleum and Petroleum Products including Motor Spirit and
Lubricants. But, sir, we find that always we have sought to extract the
petroleum products. During the period of agitation against foreigners
we find that with the interference of the Army the obstruction to oil

extraction had to be cleared. We all know that at the time of agita-

tion, these people were telling that we could give blood but not the
oil. Now, sir, they would like to control the petroleum business and
other products of motor spirits and lubricants etc. Now, sir, after they
came to power, have they encouraged any Assamese youth to fhito. thesa
types of business ? Sir, théy have not. If you want to depend on natural
products of the State and if you want to control the petroleum and
petroleum  prodiucts” and to encourage the Assamese Youths to control
these. types of business. then you - will have to give them Capitals, Sir,
if you have a curSory survey a3 to under whose control the business
is at present, then you wiil find that 807, of this business is tun by
the non-assamese people and today ‘you will find only 20% of the

Assamese people are trying to grab a share of this business Sir, what are
. Sir, wh

e
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the main character of this busincss ? Sir, the main character of this

business is that it is a capital intensive business. If vou have to carry

-one truck-loads-of-diesec, then you will require to invest about 35.000

to Rs. 40,000. So is the case with other types of petroleum products
In order te run this business one will have to invest huge amount. At
least capital investment of Rs. 23 lakhs will be required to ruon the
business of petroleum and petroleum products. Now, sir, if we calculate
the margin of profit, then we find that it is quite negligible because
both the kerosene and petrols cvaporate at a faster rate. If you want
to bring lubricants, then another amount of Rs, 10,000 will be required.

" For Kerosene, again one will have to spend nearly 20,000/- and for

petrols nearly Rs. 1 lakhs 50,000 will be requirsd, So, sir, huge capital
is required to run the business. Sir, as I have stated, its margin of
profit is quite negligible. Kerosene evaporates at a rate of 39 and
Petrol at a rate of 795, That means one loses Rs. 7000 when the rate
of eyaporation is 7%. This is the position of the business of pztrolenm
and petroleum products. Then, sir, this business is highly taxed. You
will have to give taxes to the Maunicipality and to both the Central
and State Government to the Company. Not only that-there
are lot of corruption and if you go to the refinery, then you will have
to give tips for every filling to the persons who are incharge of those
things. Then, sir, you will have to pay them in advance and the result is
that you will have to run on credit. Therefore, this business is not a
profit making one. Therefore, sir, people are gradually moving out from
this type of business. Sir, I was the third person from Assam Wwho
tried for this business, Today, sir, many people have come up.

Sir, if the purpose of the Government is to control the natural resources
of the State then this Government vill have to eacourage our people
with capital investment. Then, Sir, we do not find any provision in
the bill or any such policy for the youth of Assam for controlling this
business. Sir, while moving the various amend‘ments of this clause, 1
will deal with the matter in details. Sir, the main object of the bill

is given in the statement of objects and reasons. It isstated that “in
¢
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order to augment revenus of the staie this Bill seeks to levy tax om
some catcgories of works, contracts and lease of video cassettes and
similar equipments, a non-passable turnover tax on dealers whose annual
turnover exceeds rupses ten lakhs and to make marginal enhancement
of rates of sales tax on soms commodities and to withdraw sales tax

exemption in respect of some articles”.

Today, Sir, my ccllcague Shri Hemen Das was very fast. As Soon as
the Chief Minister withdraw some of the items from the purview of
taxation, the hon’ble member, Shri Das jumped and made some ‘obser-
vations. You cannot depend on this Marxist people (laughter ). He
has used double-edged sword. Anyway. Sir, I will deal with the Bill later
on. Now, I want to congratulate the Chief Minister for his znnouncement
that he has noted the sentiment of the House and therefore withdrawn
some of the items from taxation. T‘hat essence of parliamentary demo-
cracy was lacking for the last 2/3 years with this Government, It is good'
that the Chief Minister has now taken into cognizance the sense of the
House. It is 2 good sign for the parliamentary democracy in Assam. I
this way the feeling of the peopie and the feeling of the opposition should

be honoured.

Now, 1 will poiant out some other things. If resource mebilisation is now
the objective of this Bill then I would say that the Government wilk
do better if they carry out a proper survey as to the product thmt
are going out of Assam -and levy tax on some selected items, If you
go particularly in the tribal areas you will find that they are selling
only one item that is bamboo. And all these bamboos are going out
of Assam. Why Government is not taking any steps to levy some
tax on this bamboo ? It scems, Sir. this Government, they are following
their predecessor, i.e., the Congress(I)Government, They are always following
them. They are banking on the moves initiated by Congress (1) Governiment.
People of Assam expecied that they will do something new. They were voted
to undo the things dons by previous Government but instead they are
only bl:ming the previous Government, What new things have beea
dope by them during the last three years ? That is the point. All the

2
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bamboos and canes are going out of Assam to Calcutta. Why Govern-
ment could not impose some tax on these two products ? These are
some of the things that T want to point out while dealing with the
taxation policy, About the luxurious item Government could have in-
creased the rate of Amusement Tax. If you go to a Cinema Hall
you will find that people are fighting for tickets. That mecans cinema
tickets are much in demand. Therefore, T do not see any reasons why
Government should not impose some more tax on amusement. With
these words, Sir, [ criticise the policy behind this taxation Bill

Shri Santi Ranjan Dasgupta : Mr. Deputy Speaker, Sir. I beg to be
excused if I have undcrstood wrongly the Chief Minister because the Chief
Minister has already announced that some concessions have been granted
to certain taxation proposals. Sir. today we have two taxation bills before
us, If any concession has been granted on these bills in that case these
bills should have been properly amended and placed before us for considera-
tion. If there has been no concession granted on the items then of cocurse
the Chief Minister is quite right in presenting the bill. But if concessions on
some of the items included in the taxation Bills then I have the right to
say that without amending those items on which concession has been
given or without faking out those items from the Bill, this bill should not
have been introducsd in the House for our consideration. T am a lay
man, Sir, I could not understand this point. If the Chief Minister clarifics
this point I would be very much happy. Atleast we should know the
items on which concessions have been granted. As a matter of policy we
have already opposed any taxation measure. Today also we oppise that
there should not be any further taxation in view of the deteriorated eco-
nomic condition of the people of Assam. With these words, Sir, I resume
