Shri Sarat Chandra Sinhs, Chi¢f Minister :— The whole-
sale price index reached ‘its highest peak in the
week eading September 24st, 1974 which was 32/
higher than the correspondmg week of 1973. The
average Wholesale Price Index in !974 went up by
27.3°/. as compared: to the .average increase of 19.2°/.
in 1973 which (is indicative of the continued strength
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of inflationary forces in the economy. The unsatis-
factory production of foodgrains during the year
had contributed directly to the steep increase I
prices. However, the improved prospects for the
forthcoming Rabi crep, the arrangements for import
of foodgrains and a reduction in the rate of growth
in money supply can be expected to have some sta-
bilizing effect on prices. If the present encouraging
trerd persists, the Wholesale Price Index for March,
1975 may stand no more than 57/. above the level
of Maich, 1974 as compared to an increase of
about 29/, between March, 1973 and March, 1974.

The behaviour of prices has broadly followed
the same pattern in Assam. The average Consu-
mer Price Index for Working Class population in
Assam for the ysar 1974 stood at 368, as compared
to 284 in 1973 aid was, trerefore, higher by 29.6/..
The peak in the upward march of prices was reac-
hed in the month of October, 1974, after which a

 decline is noticea.le. As against a level of 4II
in the month of October, 1974, the Consumer Price
Index for Working Class in Assam stood at 389 in
December, 1974. However, there is no room for
complzcency as iaflationarv forces are still active.
The level obraining in December, 1974 though lo-
wer than that of October was substantially higher
than that for the corresponding period for the pre-
vious year. According to the latest estimates, the
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State income at current prices in 1973-74 was Rs. 946
crores and the per capita income Rs. €01 as com-
pared to Rs. 875 crores and Rs. 572 respectively
in J972-73. Thke State income  at constant prices
( 1948-49) ircreased by 2°/. over that of 1972-73
but this being lower than the rate of population in-
crease, there was a slight fall in the per capita
income.

In the course of his address, the Governor
has alrezdy given a broad outline of: thé general
law and order situation and thé activities of the
different’ Departments of the Governinent 1 shall,
thercfore, refer only briefly to the performance and
programmes in some scléctéd sectors.

Agriculture & Irrigation

Owing to thé devastation caused by successive
floods during the year, agriculiaral prcduction has
been adversely aff‘e_cte‘d and it has not been possible
to make up the shonfall in full despite our best
efforts. As against last year’s rice production of
19.43 lakh tontes we have been able to achieve
only 18.44 lakh tonnes this year. In the case of
jute, a target of 11 lakh bales was fixed against the
achievement of I0.86 lakh bales in 1973-74. Because

of the damage caused by floods, production has
been only of the order of 8.7 lakh bules. Lhe exe

perience  of the current year has served to re-

emphasise the importance of perennial irrigation so

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that some measurz cf stability could be brought
about in agricultural production. For the current
year, a target of bringing 50,000 hectares under irri-
gation has been provided for financing this progra-
mme by diversion of Plan funds to this priority
cector. As a result of concerted efforts, the target
is expected to be achieved. In the light of the en-
couraging performance of the Department during
this ‘year, additionul irrigation of 59,000 hectares is
conteryplated during the npext financial year. During
the Fifth Plan it is proposed te ' create irrigation
facilities to cover about 3 lakh hectares in the whole
State’ and it is hoped that when this' programmo
is completed, the piescnt instability 1o agricaltural
production due to repcated flocd havoc would be

controlied to a large extent.

As a result of the special efforts made du-
ring the Rabi sesson theie has been increase in the
acreage and production of wheat, pulses, oilseeds
and vegetables os compareG to last year. Berides
the programmes relating to Farmers’ Service and pu-
blicity coverage through mass media, training and
publicatior, special emphasis continued to be given

to the high yielding vaiities programme. Among the
cervics faclities created, specia! mention may be
made of increased provision of better seeds and
extension of facilities on a zonal bacis for seed and
soil testing and testing of fertilizeis and pesiicides.
The aiea covercd by high yielding varictes duiing
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the current jedr is estimated at 3.7 lakh hectares as
against 3.4 lakh hectares during last year. In the case

of plant protection, 2 li1kh hectares could be pro-
tected during this year as against 1.I lakh hactres

last year. Our efforts to promote the use of chemical
fertilizers have suffered a setb:ck because of the
sharp increase in fertilizer prices In the wake of
oil-price-rise. Efforts are being made, therefore, to

develop local manurial resources including conversion

cf town-waste into organic manuse, In the matter

of agricultural credit, significant progress has been

Accor-
ding to to the agreement reachcd beiween the two
Government in this regard, power supply to Assam
from the Umian:-Umtru system will be adjusted over
a period of years without causing a sudden power
crisis in Assam. It is, however, essential that we should
take urgent steps for increasing our own power
generation so that the pace¢ of development in Assam
is not slowed down.

Hill areas and Backward Classes

In ord-r to make up the backlog of develop-

should be taken for iransformation of the economy
in the two Hill Districts. With a view to achicve
this obj ctive, steps are beng taken to prepafe a
viable project in collaboration with the Agricultural
Refinance Corporauon and the Siste Bank of India
for consider.tion of the World Bank; the assistance
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of expert Consultanis will also be utilised in the
preparation of the FProject Report.

Steps for drawing up schemes to make ins-
titutional finance available to the backward clasces
are also being taken and the Corporations being
constituted for the Backward Classes will play a
key rols in the flow of credit to this vulnerable sec-
tion of the people.

Resource mobilisation

I shall now refer to the efforts made by the
State Government to mobilse resourcss for the Plan.
As the Hon’ble Members are aware the Fith Plan
outlay for the State has now been fixed tentatively
at Rs. 486.72 crores. The State Government are requ-
ired to contribute Rs. 50 crores for the Plan by
sdditionzal resource mobilisation including Rs 30 cro-
res by revision of royalty on crude oil. During the
current year the tariff of Electric'ty has been revised
upwards and is expected to yield additionz] 1esouce
of the order of Rs. 11.22 crores during the Plan.
It has also. bzen decided to revise the fare struct-
ure of the Assam Meghalaya Road Transport Cor-
poration and this measuie will yield eddititonal
resource of the order of Rs. Rs. 5.17 crores during
the Plan. These measures, together with the additi-
onal resource mobilisation already undertaken, will
yield total additional resource of Rs. 23.29 crores
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for the Plan It will thus be seen that we have alr-
eady dons our part to achieve the target and, but
for the delay in the revision of royalty on crude
oil, the target of Rs. 50 crores would have been
exceded. We are pursuing the proposal for upward
cevision of the royalty on crude oil with the Cen-

tral] Government.

[t is obvious, however, that the financial oui-
lay on the Plan shall have to be raised further in
order to achieve the same physical targels because
of the steep increase in costs. Our efforts to mobi-
lise additional resources shall, therefore, have 10
continue. Government are already examiniag a draft
Rill for levying a Cess on Iirigtion so that some
financial rcturn isrealised on the facilities created for
incrased agricultural production. Government have
also decidid to constitute a Committce of non- of fi-
cials including experts to make a study of the Govern-
ment’s eXpenditure and investment programme and
suggest suitable measures for improving the resource
position and mobilising additional resources fiom
productive sectors in general ana the rural sector in
particular where substantial  investments have been
and are being made.

Resources for Annual Plan 1974-75

During the current year the Government bad
to incur ‘additional eXxpenditure of Rs. l.1 crores
on szccount of the upward revision of the scales of
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pay of the three lowest categories of Government
servants and Rs. 7 crores on account of )Jearness
Allowance to the Government servants and emplo-
yees of the Aided Educational institutions. Substa-
ntial additionsl exrenditure had also to be incurred
to deal with the devastation caused by floods. The
anticipated reimbursement of Rs. 3.26 crores by the
Central Government on account of the QOutside Po-
lice Battalions did not materialise in view of the
Central Government’s claims on account of the cost
of CRP Battalions. All these factors resulted in a
resource gap of over Rs. 10 crores. JIn order to
balance the Budget, therefore, the Annual Plan had
to be cut bv Rs. 3 crofes and the balance gap
covered by economy measures and improved coll-
ection of taxes and other dues.

Accounts 1973-74

-

[ now come to the accounts for 1973-74.
The accounts for the year have closed with a min-
us balance of Rs. 1562.69 lakhs as against a min-
us bolance of Rs. 499.78 lakns indicated in the
revised estimates. The deterioration was due chiefly
to wrong debits against the State Government by
the Controller of Defenece Accoumts and irregular
debits by the Railways and paitly to non-reimbu-
rsement of our duss on account of Outside Police
Battaliors by the Government of India.
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The wrong debits made by the Centroller
of Defence Accounts were adjusted and the irregu-
lar debits raised by the Railways were reversed due
to the vigorous efforts made by the State Govern-
ment. As indicated eariier, the resource gap arising
from additional expeirditure on pay, dearness zllo-
wance, natural calimities and sbcrifall in reimbur-
sement was closed partly by a cut in the Annual
Plan outlay and partly by economy measures and
improved collection. '

As a result of ull these measures, the year
is”expected to close with a nomional plus balance
of Rs. 9.95 lakhs.

Budget Estimates, 1975-76

_ I. now turn to the estimates for 1975-76.
During the year the revenue receipts are estimated
at Rs. 17,028.69 lakhs, and1he revenue expenditure
‘at Rs. 17,639.55 lakhs. The revenue Budg:t will
thus be in - deficit by Rs. 610.86 lakhs. The total

, receipt outside the revenue account is estimated at

Rs. 21,50¢-33 lakhs while the expenciture is estim-
ated at Rs. 20,885.05 lakhs. The surplus of Rs.62].28
lakhs outside the revenue account will' thus wipe
out the deficit in the revenue gccount and the year
is expected to close with a plus balance of Rs. 20.37
lakhs.
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Governm=nt do not propose to introduce
any Bill for additional taxation during this Session.

Dearness Allowance

Sir, I have referred earlier to the abnormal
increase of pric s in the whole country and in our
State. The question of adjusting the Dearness All-
owance of Government servants and employees of
Aided Educational institutions on the lines recom-
mended by the Assam Pay Commission has to be
considered in the context of its impact on the resou-
rce position aod development of the State.

As the Hon’ble Members are aware, even
the Central Government have found it difficult to
sanction Dearness Allowance to their employees str-
ictly in accordance with the accepted formula bec-
ause of resource constraint.
