The Govern-
meant of Assam agreed to give the land and develop
it, Where the Government of Assam has taken any
action to develop the land and hand it over to the
Railway authorities ¢
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Dr. Rabindra Kr. Goswami:—
May I know from the Hon. Minster wiet-

her Government has given any subsiantial amount

as subsidy to make up some of its losses.

Shri Md. Umeruddin ( Agriculiure Minister ) No, it is not
required unless there is a policy. As for instance,
certain subsidy has been given in case of fertiliser
to make it available to farmers at a lower price. But
that is a matter of policy of the Government.
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Shri Atul Saikia:— A huge amount had been misappropriated
by a certain officer of the Corporation and about RS.
4 lakhs of which has not yet been recovered. Is this
the reason for which the accounts for all these
years have not yet been submitted ¢

Shri Md. Umaruddin Ahmed—The former Managing Dire-
ctor of the Corporation was involved in a case of
criminal defaulcation in the year I97. The investi-
gation was taken up by the C.B.[. and they have
scized the books of accounts of the department. It
took quite a long time to copy out those accounts
and prepare the Balance sheet. So the accounts for
1969-70 could be submitted only in 1973 after going
through all the formalities under rules. Now, a cri-
mioal case has been lodged and the former Mana
ging Director has been charge-sheetd. The case 1S
now sub judics.
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Shri Md. Umaruddin (Vinister, Agriculture )=~

Sir, the point is this. So far the Irrigation
Department is concerned, it was a part of the Agri-
culture Department and therefore all the purchases
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it used to make previously was used to be made
through the agency of Agro Industries Development
Corporation. After the separation of the Irrigation
Department from the Agriculture Department, the
procedure of purchase has also changed. They now
-no longer purchase through the Agro-Industries De-
pelopment Cofpn. Now it has its own procsdure.
So far as the Agriculture Development Corporation
is concerned, it now primarily deals with fertiliser
and the total turn over of fertiliser is Wworth Rs.

I crore. Besides fertiliser other agricultural impli-

ments, such as tractors, are  also ‘purchased and

sold by it on hire purchase system.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua :— Sir, as per rule of the Cor-

poration financial statements of accounts are to be
submitted. Why this norm has not been followed ¢

Shri Md. Umaruddin ( Minister ) :

Under Rule 122 of the Memorandum of
Association the accounts are to be submitted after
a certain period. After six months a trial auditor
is to appointed by the Comptroller and Auditor
General of India. After that it is again audited by
the Accountant General. There after the accounts
are sent to the Auditor Geveral for his remarks.
Then the aecounts are placed before the Board of
Directors and then it is due for submission to the
House. Sir, I am sorry due to a criminal case we
could not prepare the accounts. Now an Auditor
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has been appointed and is in the process of auditing
the accounts, and as soon as possible the accouats
will ‘be placed before the House. '

It is a
very recent cccurance that has taken place yesterday
at Borjhar Airport at 2 p. m. and we have availed
the first opportunity to bring the matter before the
House. Sir, this matter is free from the restrictions
that have been laid down uander Rule 57 that not
more than ope such motion shall be made at the
same sitting. Sir, we bave made only one such mo-
tion  (ii) ; not more than one matter can be discussed
‘on the same motion, and the motion must be restric-
ted to a specific matter of recent occurance.

Sir, it is a very specific matter and T have
very specifically mentioned about the matter and also
it is of very recent occurance.

Sir, . we are discussing the matter of inhuman
torture  that has been committed = toa'putlic lea-
dér by polics force in  Borjbar Airport.  We are
going to deal ‘with the matter concerning the Ilaw.
We are going to deal with the matter of atrocities
cominitted to him while he was proceeding to Delhi
yesterday.

(vi) & (viii) the motion shall not raise a question
of privilege . and that it must not relate to a matier
which is not primarily the concern of the Govern-

ment of the State.

Sir, it primarily concerned the Govi. of the
State. This Govt. shamelessly harassed a public leader in
Borjbar Airport and atrocities committed on him.
We have got no objection if smebody committed
such atrocities or breaks any law but this malter
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has been pre-planned by this Govt. with certain mo-
tive “behind it. This is just to undermine the pres-
tige and position of the paiticular leader. Sir, in
page 430 of Kaul’s Practice and Procdure of Parlia-
ment it has been clearly mentioned, “A mutter fo
be urgent must have arisen suddenly in the nature
of an emergency’”’. Sir, it is in the nature of an
emergency as the things have been focussed through the
radio and newspapers and tense situation 1is prevailing
not only here in Gauhati but throughout the State. But
this Govt. with political motive they went to the
extent of such paked barbarism and nefarious act-
ion in dealing with a particular political leader which
is unbecoming in the history of any parliamentary
democracy. The police force harrassed the man when
he was about to emplane. They have taken to cus-
tody certain documents Which are belonging to the
House, that is belonging to you. These people, they

have got no right to tiake over the rights of the
House. These people with their political motive,
they have got no right to come and encroach upon
the performance of the House. That is why it is
a very important matter of a very cmergent nature.
The documents whica were produced to the House,
in this August House, it has become the property
of the House and it is a public document. There
fore, Sir, this is a matter which is very important.

Sir, it has again been mentioned &t page 431 of
Kaul's Practices and Procedure of Parliament as
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<“\fatters arising during the period when the House
is not in session should be raised on the first day
the House mects. A matter which has been contin-
wing ~for some time cannot be raised through an
adjournment motion, Sir, this matter is not contin-
uing. Suddenly it has come up. Therefore, the in-
tervention of the House is necessary. It is a ques-
tion of public importance. Again I would like to
quote Kaul’s Practico and Procedure of Parliament,
page 432, “The question of publc importance is dec-
ided on the merits in each individual case [t is
always a rclative question and in a vast ccuntry
like India the importance of an incident has to be
judged in the background of the entire administra-
tion of the country”.  Sir, this can be judged on
this particular direction because it has affected the
entire acministrative function of the State and the
entire administrative function of this House. There

fore, Sir, this is a very definite matter of grave
“public importance which concerns the security of the
people, the security of the State and security of
lifs and property of the p:ople. It has got very

valid implication of the future of the State. There-

fore, Sir itisa very definite naiter of public impor-

“tance and it has tulfilled all the conditions under

Rule 56 and 57. Therefore, I feel that by considering

the urgency of the matrer you will be very much ple-

ased to allow us to discuss this matter.

Shri Gaurisankar Bhattacharyya :— Sir, I want to speak a
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few words about the admissibility —of the motion.
I shall confine my submission to the interpretation
in this particulir case of rule 56 and 57 of our

Rules and Procedure.

Sir, as you will notice, three factors are nece-
ssary primarily to allow such a motion for consi-
deration under Rule 56. These three f: ctors are
that the matter must be a definite matter, that it
must be not only definite but also urgent and urgeut 6ot
only for any individual but urgent in a sense of its hav-
ing public imporianc:. Now, in course of the applicat-
ion of law and order there may be arrests; there may
be detentions. There may be sometimes even some
excess in such arrests or detentions. It is aftcr all
police zctions and police actions may not always
be measured by golden coins. Sometimes to one it
may appear as €XC:5S and may not appear as excess
to some other. Therefore, I am not £0 much con-
cerned as to whether police went a little beyond the
degree of proprlcty but I a2m concerned that the
altrocity committed in the matter of a subject
which is of extraordipary public importarce. Why
do T say it is of extraordinary public importance
not only it is of public importance but it is of
extraordinary public importance 3 Why ¢ Because the
very function of democracy is now in attack. Fascism
is no longer knocking at the door, fascism is now
in action. fyow it is in acticn ? When elections are

held, these elections are rigged. When ballot papers
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are forged and when this forgery is going to be
shown to the Prime Minister of the Country that
here is a Government which has not only made
rigging of the elections but you have made the entire
election 2 mockery, you are running in a fascist
manner, there cannot be anv matter which is more
important than this. This public leader Who, if there

would not have been any rigging in this Election,
would to-day have been a M:mber of the Parliam-
ent, but could not have been a Member of a Parli-
ament only because Government Committed forgery
and rigging of election. This gentlsman was going to
show to the Parliament, to the Prime Miaister that
see how the administration in Assam has become not
only a willing tool but the perpetrator of this forgery
and rigeing and, it is on this grouzd that he was caught
and it is on this ground that he has been attroci-
ously treated. Police had no business to go into this
political nastiness but this police has done this and
he has been taken to some unknown destination
and given all soits of indignities and attrocities.
This is not the matter of any particular individual
it is a matter of the public. [f democracy is to be
saved in this country, this forgery, this attrocity
must be defeated. If we cinnot defeat it in these
means then there may be a struggle where there will be
blood bath, nobody will be able to stop that armed
revolution. Not only that one section of the people
can come with lathis, not only that this Government

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can use police, these very policemen, these very ar-
mymen may, at sometime, at the call of some others
take the arms on the other direction and there may
be armed revolution in this country. Therefore, if
we do uot nip this tendency of fascism in the bud,
if we do not stop this attrocious practice propaga-
ted in the name of law and order then we shall
be digging the grave of democracy in this country.
Sir, what matter can be more urgent then this o
This matter first of all should be discussed before
anything is discussed. This Budget discussion and
anything else, all this will go to nothingness if dem-
ocracy faces this sort of a grave and which is geuti-
ing now, today in our country. There is no doubg
that this is a very definite matter. The definite ma-
tter is that the man who was properly elected as
the Member of the Parliament he has been shown
as not properly elected by forgery and by rigging
and that very man has been arrestd while he was
was going to prove the forgery, the rigging in New
Delhi. This is a definte matter and this is a matter
of verv public importance for mere existence of
democracy in this country. I shall not, S, dilate
on the iterns which are eénunierated under rule 57
because you know that this arrest has taken place
only yesterday at 2 P.M. This matter has not been
discussed earlier and whether and how far this riggi-
ng affected the election that could be found out
only by a proper Judicial Inquiry and that Judicial In-

Shri S. Ahmad Ali (Minister) :— Sir, while pressing very

strongly by the bon’ble members in the Opposition
Benches justifying certain grounds and reasons for
admitting the notice to be discussed through an

adjournment motion in the House, they have raised
many points beyond the contents of this notice.

Now the point raised in the notice is that
serious situation arises out of inhuman atrocitie
committed by the Police oo Mr. Biswa Goswami,
the General Secretary, Socialist Party at Borjbar
at 2 p. m. I strongly oppose and object to that.
No atrocities has been committed on him; no such
atrocious, ill behaviour has been done to him.

This is an usual feature in every Aerodrome that
there should be security search of all passangers.

Shri Mal Chandra P :gu:— Sir, yesterday I spoke about

the ‘demand diy to be observed’ by the All Assam
Trital Sangha on 30th March, 1975. Their demands
are -(1) employment, (2) allotment of land in the
Tribal Belt and Block (3) Education. (4) appointment
of 2 member of the Assam FPublic Service Comm-
jssion from STs (5) land (6) formation of a Board
and cell (7) rehabilitation and (8) eviction. Now
I will discuss them one by one. Sir, only 5.4 per
cent out of the total reserved posts of 10 per
cent has been filled up till now and the rest 4.6
per cent is till to be filled up. This back log of
4.6 per cent should be filled up within this year,
1975 according to the demand by the Assam
Tribal Sangha. Now, how this back log can be
removed within this year 9 Some suggestions that

are put forward by me are as follows :

1) For the posts lying vacant dusing this
year, 1975 in any offfice either in the district

institutions or in the industries and such
other public undertakings should be served for the
Scheduled tribes and in the advertisement it should
be categorically stated that the posts are reserved
for the Scheduled tribes. When the Central Govern-
ment and the other neightouring States, like Naga-
land, Arunachal, Meghalaya can do it, why not in
our State 7 In the case of posis of Central Gove-
rnmenf, it is seea that such and such posts are
reserved for the Scheduied tribes, but our Govi.
do pot do it. It should be donme till the back log
15 filed up. Sir, there is po difficulty in making
such reservation for the Scheduled irbes. if s
Is not done it will be ditficult on the part of the
Govt. 10 rul up the b.ck log. As jor example,
If 10 a particular oflice oue posi 1s lylng vacant
aad if there s RO  scioduied inbe ofticer or office
asslstapt in that pasticular office ihe post suwould
be reserved for the scueduicd Tribes candicates.

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Unlesss in the very advertisement. for filling
up of the v:zcancy it is mentioned that, that particulsr
pcst is reserved for scheduled tribes back log can
never be fulfilled and 1 can definitely say it will
not be fulfilled. Now, coming to the demand of the
Assam Tribal Sangh regarding encrozchment by other
non-tribal people in tribal blocks and belts I want
to say why and for whom these iribal belts were
created. This has been clearly laid down 'in the
book ‘Assam Land Revenue Manual, Volume I, page
4—TIt reacs like this ~—"“Large areas in the Plains distri-
cts are inbabited by plains tribal people. Simple in
nature thece people were living in primitive conditions,
and due to lack of education and material advintages,
they could not look after their own intercsts.. A
large number of ouisiders mostly from East Bengal
began to pour in' large numbers into Assam from
the beginning of the present century. They began
to spread into the areas occupied by 'th_ese- tribal
people. The tribal people being nafurally shy  and
unable t'o'liVe' in‘peace With ihese new comers- began
to recede into the 1nter10r To . protect these people
from the onsIaught of these land . hungry outsiders,
nnaglnary lines were drawn devxdmg the areas. occcupied
by the tribals from ' the areas occupied by these
outsiders) This was known as the Lire: Systcm which,

oD,

“‘colonisation schemes and "development schemes were

taken up. But these also did nop give the Decessary
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protection to these tribal people and their lands were
passing into the hands of the outsiders and they were
gradually driven into the still interior placas.” In
order to give them necessary protection, therefore, the
Tribal Belts and Blocks wers constituted. The
provisions for these Belis and Blocks are conizined
in the newly added Chapter X of the Regulation. The
principle followed in constituting them is that the
majority of the population in th-ese areas must be
tribals and that there should bs sufficient waste lands
available in that areas, When these conditions are
fulfilled in a continuous stretch of land, a Bel: is
constituted ; otherwise Blocks are constituted.”

Sir, this is the purpose for which tribal belts
and blocks were created butthe purposes for which
the tribal b:lts and blocks were created have bzcome
frustrated due to permission being given to non-
tribal people for cccupying l:nd falling withn the
tribal belts and blocks. Sir, I am of t-e same opi-
nicn with Sari Bhetiacharyya that a 1 rge number
of peeple having no :liegiazc: to our Country in
general and our Siate in particular have occupied
large tracts of land falling within the tribzl belts
and blocks in Dibrugarh and Lakhimpur districts,
Sir, mention may be made here of tke Trirap Tri-
bal Belt. Tkere are about 4 lakh bighas of culti-
vable lands within that belt and a- major. portion of
e 4 lakh bighas of land are pow wumder tie occ-
upation cf pq—aglé goming from Nepal who bave no
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allegiarce to our State. I do not object to Napal-
ese being given land but those nepali people who
were not there prior to the creation of the Tribal
belts and Blocks should not be given scttlement

hére.

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Shri Mal Chandra Pegu :— I am only referring.

Mr. Deputy Speaker :— It should not be a long one.

Shri Mal Chandra Pegu— Now, of the 4 lakh bighas of
land only 18 thousand bighas have been given allo-
tment and rest of the area has not been seitled
till now and thus abcut 3 lakh bighas are now
un der occupation f unuuthorised persons from Ne-
pal who have cone rccently. Of course the names
of the Nep.li cultivators had been chal.ed out of
the list of the persuns eligible to secure land within
Tribal Belis and Blicks somre time in 1958 and tho-
s¢ persons  who were wthin the tribal belts arnd
blocks upto 1958 are to get se tlcraent. The diffi-
Culties in that-not only those Nepali cultivator grazi-
ers who were within Tribal Belts and Block = prior
to 1953 have been accupyisyg lard within Tritap Tribal
Belt but also these N:pali psopls coming reeently
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by Train have been accupying land within. Tirap Tri-
bal Belt. Whereas Tribal people are roaming about
in search of land the lanid meant for them has beemn
kept encroached upom by others.

So I request the Govt. to se:so that these
unautherised persons, who have no allegiance not
only to our country but also to our state should
be driven out from the said area and the land vac-
ated by them should be given to the tribals who
are eligible to get land there. Not only that the
Tribal Belts and Blocks have been kept encroached
upon by other people other than the people
coming from northern part of our countrv who are not
eligible to get settlement within the tribal belts
and blocks. Sir this matter had been referred to
our Govt. on several occasions but till now no fru-
itful action has been taken and I hope, Govt. will
kindly see that these wnauthorised persons are remo-
ved and the Iands for whom it is meant are given
settlement.

Now, Slr coming te settlement of Iand with-
in Greater Gauhatl area, I beg to say that Greater
Gauhatr was within the trzbal Belt. .and: Block and

‘at the time When th:s _Tribal .Belt and- Block:: were
‘taken up from Greater Gauhati, an sgreement was
reached. Agreement was to that effect. that 50°/. of

the available govt waste land weuld, be given settlement
to deservxng trabal people But till to-day no settle-
ment has been given to the tribal people according

to that agreement, The Revenue Depariment also
took a {list of the eligible tribal person and the
list was accordingly submitted but till now the list
has not been finalised. The fist was submitted long
back but till to-day the list has not 5Seen horoured
and the tribal people are not happy with the activi-
lies of the Revenue Department. Same is the case
with North Lakhimpur town. An agreement was
reached to give settlement of 50:/. of Govi. waste
land with the Scheduled Caste or Scheduled Tribe
people who are deserving people. I do not know
“whether any Govt. land falling within North Lakhim-
Pur town or suburb has been given Ssettlement to
any Scheduled Caste or Seheduled Tribe people. I
would request the Govt. kindly to let us know the
action tiken by them in this matter.

Now, Sir, regarding the demand No. 3 put for-
ward by the Assam Tribal Sangha as to the Ad-hoc

~ &rants to be given to all the Secondary Schools and

Colleges situated in the tribal areas, it may be men-
tioned here that even collégcs situated within the tri-
bal belts and blocks which have received grants from
the University have not given any Ad-hoc grant by
the Govt.: because ‘of the:fact that the colleges are
not recognised. Sir, so far as I.know 'there" is no
such rule by which the college cannot be given adhoc

_Brant after receiving, permission. from . the - University .

Sir, what does the, word, geeoguition: mean ¥ iGont.
Say that the college is not rocogaissd, Tnea whaat does
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the Govt.. mean to say as to word . recogniton. It
means identification. Then who will have to  identify
that there is a college. It is the University which
will have to ideptify the College. -Then when the
University has recognised the establishmeut of a
college by giving permission, then there is no diffi-
culty for comnsidering -the case of the colleges sitnated
in the tribal areas. Sir, for sanctioning Adhoc grants
such are the cases of the colleges situated within
the tribal areas and same is the case of secondary
schools located.in Tribal areas. Tke seccndary schools
gituated. in Tribal areas should not be placed on
the same footing with those of the schools situat:d
in other advanced areas aud if thatis done, I think
great injustice will be done to the Tribal people.
If the schools and colleges of the tribal areas are
treated on equal footing with the schools and colleges
of the advanced areas, the tribal people will be never
able to march together with the other advanced
people and they will never be brought to their same
level, So I request the Govt. to pay special attention
to the schools and colleges locat d in Tribal areas
in the matter of sccording Adhoc grants.

As regards payment of scholarship money 1
would like to say that the stiudents of the post-matri€
and pre—matric are not getting their scholarship
money when- it is needed and the purpoce for which
the stipends are awarded btecomes meaninglesé‘. The
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scholarship money is paid after lapse of 6 or 7 months

and sometimes even after one year. If such be the
case then it becomes frultless on the part of the

Gowt. to spend 'so much of money for giving scholarship
to the Scheduled caste and Scheduled tribe studsndis.

So I request the Govt. to s:e so that scholirship mouey
is paid to the students in time. This is one of the

" demands of ‘the Tribal Sangha and = [ think this
" demand can very easily be met by the Govt.

As regards reservation of seats in the edu-

 ¢ational Institution Sir, we have got 1eservation for

the Scheduied Caste and Scheduled Tribes for various
parts but in the matter of aémission into Govt.
educational ipstitutions tight from M E. upto post
Graduate level, there is no reservation. As a result
of this the Scheduled caste and the Scheduled tribe
students cannot secure higher education. So I request
the Govt. to see 80 that reservation quota should
be provided to these people for prosecution of their
studies. The present Educational Directorate has
compleel; failed to tokecare of the education of

 the Screduled castes and Scheduled tribles people.

As a result the number of illiteracy amongst the S. C.
and S. T people has bern increasing day after
day. To getrid of this I suggest that there should
be a separate Educational Directorate for the S. C.
and S.T. to look after the educational interest of
the S. C. and S. T. Sir, it wil be too much on
my part to say that the conditions of the educational
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institutions situated in the S C. and S T. areas
are most deplorable.

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Shri Charan Narzari s— Mr. De:puty Speaker, Sir, the Chief

Minister, who is also the Finance Minister of Assam
has presented a balanced budget. If th: financial
Statement on the annual budget presented by the
Finance Minister is the measure of the economic
development of the society and prosperity of the
State as a ' whole, then I must say that thereis no
ray of hope in the budget specch made by the Chief
Minister.. The economic foundation of this part of
the country has never been strengthened. Because of
the failures of the Government in different spheres
of our social life the economic backbone of the
society has totally broken down, and there is no hope
of any remedy. The disease has gone beyord any
remgdy. Here in fhis part of the cou—ptrY,‘ there are.
lots of problems, no, doubt, but in order to remove
all these problems the funds of the State exchequer
have never been properly and effectively utilised in,
any programme of public development and welfare of
the society. On the contrary, huge amounts of money
are being mis-used, mis-utilised or mis-appropriated
by the executing machinery as well as by those who.
are at the helm of. affairs and as a result, the poor
common people in general have been the worst vic-
tims. They have become totally impoverished, they
have no food to eat, they do not have clothes to.
wear, and day by day these wretched people are go-
ing from bad to worse, and I do not think that
it, will be easy for the common people to return
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from the extremely sad state of affairs. Our leaders
including the Chief Mnister, Shri Szrat Chandra
Sinha,' very ofien sing the song of socialism, and
secularism In the preceeding years we noticed the
gesture of exuberance of over-enthusiasm and pride
in the Chief M nister, Shri Sarat Chandra Sinha,
Whenever he presented his budget on the floor of
the House. But as the time is passing on, we have
noticed 1hat his exuberangs of over-enthuysism and
pride and self-satisfaction is receeding steadily, and
this time, although the Chief Minister has prcsented
a balanced budget, there is no over-enthusiasm or
sense of self-satisfection and pride.

This cl:arly indicates that there bhas been a
total moral defeat of the Govt bec.use of its misera-
ble faijlures in different spheres. The Govi. have
failed to keep its promises and assurances.

Sir, our country became independent and
the Father of the Nation Mahatma Gandhi as well
as the father of the Indian Constitution Dr. Ambed-
kar envisaged the lofty ideals of democracy, socialism,
secularism, so on and so fortn. As we all know,
When the Constituent Assembly for the first time
met with a view to framing the Indian Coustitu-
tion, it was confronted with a number of limitations
sought to be imposed on the State-Authority. The
Constituent Assembly was also confronted with 3z
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series of obstacles which looked practically insurmoun-
ble. What are those obstacles ? Dr. Ambedkar, when
he attempted to embody all these lofty democratic
and socialist iceals on the basis of seculurism, so-
cialism in the constitution, observed that it will not
be very easy to establish the real socialist society
in this country in the presence of so many unequal
groups of people. Certain sections of the people
are advarced and there are other wretched sections
of the populations in the country who are very
much below the standard, undeveloped and also un-
derdeveloped snd uatil and unless these sections of the
people could be raised equally to the level of other
advanced sections of the people, Dr. Ambedkar obser-
ved, it will not be simply possible on the part of the
Govt. 10 establish real Socialistic pattern of s0ciety
which was proclaimed so loudly by Pandit Jawaharlal
Nehru, the first Prime Minister of India.

Here, T would like to quote from the Pream-
ble of the Constitution. The hon. members may say
that it is childish on my part to quote from the
Constitution as if I am giving a lesson to the Pre-
University class Students in the College. Although
this is known to all the members, yet [ am quo-
ting from the Constitution because our Govt. has
been functioning under a particular system which is
enshrined in the Constitution of India. Here it has
been said with solemn promises, When the Consti-
tuent Assembly, adopted this Constitution. :

"J::ﬂ"
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“ We the people of India, having solemnly
resolved to constitute India into a Sovereign democra-
tic Republic and to secure to all its citizens :

Justice,—social economic ard political ;
Liberty of thought, expression, belief, faith and

worship ;

Equality of status and of opportunity ;
and to promote among them all
Fraternity assuring the dignity of the individual

and the unity of the Nation ;

In our Constituent Assembly this twenty-sixth
day of November, 1949, do hereby adopt, enact and

give to ourselves this Constiution”.

These are the solemn promises and declaration
of the Govt. of India and the Parliament of Indian
republic. But today, after 27 years of independence
whether these solemn promises and assurances enshri-
ned in the sacrad constitution of India have been
materialised This is my question. [s the justic:
available in this country 9 There is no justice When
the people in thousands are dying like cats and
dogs for want of food, when the people are suffer-
ing silently in their agony, can we say that justice
is available to people ¢ No jusiice at all. Day by
day people have been made impoverisnhed economi-
cally. Equality of opportunity was spoken of. But where
is the equality of opportunity ¢ Who is responsible
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for this s Favouritism, nepotism, corruption, commuan-
alism have been paramount in our society and there
is ndthing to be proud of on the pai‘t of the
Govt. There is no liberty. Where are those provis-
ions' of fundamental rights ‘gone ¢ Fundamental rights
like ‘right of expression, right of freedom and ind-
ivicual liberty where all those democratic and basic
constitutional rights have vanished. If there was the
right "to individual liberty then the socialist Jleader
Shri’ Biswa Goswami would not have been arrested,
Who at the aercdrome was subjected o assault and
ill-treatment. This is only one example. When all these
ugly things could be done to a person of Mr. Goswa-
mi’s status what will be fate of those simple wretched
common people who do not kuow how to raise their
voice of protest 3 And this Govt. is taking full adva-
ntage of the ignorance of th ecommon psople, [n fact
Systematically the common people are being exploited
perenially. By whom 7 By the present Govt. ypder garb
of socalled democracy, Secularism. Socialism has not
beon established in ‘our country and there is no
chance of establishing a true socialist socjety in this
this country.

,On the contrary, the Govt instead of trying
to dev(fne its energy to strengthen the economic
foundation of the common people have demonstra-
ted its dangerous tendency towards facism and ter-
Torism with the help of police force. There is spark
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of bloody revolution every where because of the
utter failures of this Government. I do not want
to refer to any particular projects in my constitu-
ency. What has happened in my constituency what
has been done in my Constituency, 1 am not con-
cerned about that, because all over the State, every
where this same thing is happening, not to speak
of a particular Constituency, in all respects, comm-
unication, education, agriculture, and so on. Govern-
ment very often argue that the people should cooperate
with the Government 9 Who have not cooperated
with the Govt. ? The people have becn extending
their cooperation for decades. But what is their
reward, what have been given to them ?

I want to come to the fate of the tribale
and other backward communities. NoOt only that, I

have something more to say.

Shri' Charan Narzery : Sir, there is a very urgent and bur-

ing question, regarding the issue of Roman Script
as demanded by the Bodo Sahitya Sabha. It is
still pending.

Any mo-
ment tbe situation may worsen in the Bodo inha-
bited areas. The Chief Minister has come back from
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Del_hi after discussion with the Central leaders. It fs
reported that he has brought Devanagri script for the
Bodo language. I do not know how far it is true. Whe-
ther it is acceptable to the Bodo Sahitya Sabha or not,
I have got this for information for the information of
the Hon’ble members that the Centre has been tryingto *

give Deva Nagri script instead of Roman Script. Here

immediate steps should be taken in this respect.
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Sir, the other day Mr. Golok Chandra Pat-

giri referred 1o the Situation of Kokrajhar Sub-Divi-
sion and said that in the northera parts of Kokra-
jhar subdivision in particular - the non-tribals are liv-
ing with a feeling of insecurity because of the mo-
vement of the Bodo people for Roman Script. I
will challenge that there is no reason at all why they
should feel insecure. Why the non-tribals should lose
their semse of security. The movement is not direc-
ted against any non-tribal people. Do the Govern®
ment have any evidence, can the Govt. prove any
acts of intirnidation there. Triffling instances of stray
cases might be here and there. But from such.a stray
incidence one is not supposed to come to the con-
clusion that in the whole area the non tribals have
no security of lives and properties. In fuct, as I
know, people are living together peacefully. No
jntimidation, no clashes. Of course, the agent provoca-
teurs and Saboteers have been trying to cause misunde-
rstanding and confusion bstween the different sec-
tions of poeple and it is up to the Govt. to detect
such cases. Sir, I have received a copy of a memo-
randuni submitted by some non-tribals to the Chief
Minister and most of the persons arc known to me

personally. This is regarding the situation in WNor-
thern Goalpara, and the title of the memorandum
s “FIIE3T Al Imied gUART 95AS wifds s W3R
#@’, and many other things. It has also been refe-
ired in this memorandum that because of the most
communal attitude of the Bodo tribals there is no
se'cunty of non-tribals in the Kokrajhar Sub-divi-
sion. I totally disagree with this and I can challenge
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it;. What makes' them feel like this 9 Who &°
rsponsible for: this -9 Sir, this kind of parrati®®
-instead of improving the situation in respect of e
toring  normalcy, will rather create more and MO
bitteiness between sections of people.
