within a short time.
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Shri Badan Chandra TaJukdar : Mr. Speaker; Sir. the Minister has
said that some of the staff are working under the Chief jud-
icial Magistrates: apd Sub-Divisionall Magistrate, and some are
stild under the contro} of the Depusty commissioners and the
SubDivisional officers. Whether this ‘Sonte of the staff® are
actually under the conmtrol of the Judicial Magistrates 7

Shri Syed Abmed Ali, Minister : Yes, Sir,. In some districts the
transfer of tRe officers are made by am executive order of the
Deputy Commissiener and in seme districts these officers are Stilf
under the control of the Executive and we have already requested
the Honb’le High Court to draw up a Scheme for final sep-
eratiom and transfer bringing them under the control of the
District Judge in every district.

Shri Badon Chardra Talukdar: May 1 knoew which are the
districts where the staff are contrelled by the Judicial officers
and which are the districts where the staff are controlled by
the Civil Administration 7

Shri Syed Ahmed Ali Minister : In every district the transfer is
made partially and not in ful. As for example, in Lakhim-
pur it appears from the reply received from the D.C. that the
some Judiciary staff of the distrief arve under the head of the
Chief Judiciary Magistrate and sonte under Executive,

Shri Dulal Chandra Baruz : Sir, when the Judiciary is already
Separated, from how it is so that the staff is still functioning

under the civil Adminstration ?

Shri Syed Ahmed Aff Minister : In fact, this 7 going on since
the separation of the Judiciary from the Executive and after
the amendment of the Criminal Procedure code im the year
1973 it is under process of full separation and we have already
requested the Hon’ble High Court to draw up a scheme for

Shri Manabendra Sarma : Sir, in Minister’s reply we cameé to knov,
that all the Judiciary staff in the Lakhimpur District have
been placed at the disposal of the Chief Judicial Magistrate.
May I know from the Minister whether by mere placing them
at the disposal of the Chief Judicial Magistrate they can be
transferred and appointed by the Chief Judicial Magistrate

in the District and may I know from the Minister also when

Shri Hiteswar Saikia (Minister, Home) replied :

327. (a) Assam Police Commission recommended establishment
of 8 River Police Stations in the State and accordingly
sanction for 8 Stations had been accorded during 1973.

() The principal functions of the River Police are as follows :
(i) Prevention and detection of Crime.

(i) Mairtenance of Law and order.,

(ili) Traffic regulations.

The Assam Police Commission also recommended following
esseatial functions for River Pofice Staff:

() Patrolling of the River in the border ftracks.

Petrolling of the “CHAR’ areas and to perform duties of
Boat Constables in those areas.

(i) Prevention and detection of Crime and apprchention of
criminals crossing the rivers.

(i) Providing transport to the Police Stations staff for inves-
tigation and Jaw and order work in ‘CHAR’ areas.

(i) Protection of visitors and pilgrims at religious places against
cheating by imposters boatmen etc. and by providing rescue
and life saviog service,

(V) Rescue operations during floods.

(©) 61 (sixty one ) Criminals had been apprehended so far.

Shri Chandra Bahadur Chetri . Sir, may I know from the Minis-
ter how many river police stations are there in the State and
where they are Jocated and whether it has got any link with
the main police 7

Shri Hiteswar Saikia, Minister : Sir, originally we had 5 such sta-
tions, Ome at Dhubri ( Goalpara), one at Bahati ( Goalpara ),
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One at Sealkuchi ( Kamrup ), Ons at Pandu, (Kamrup) and
One Supervising ( Dhubri ). Now, Sir, per the recemmenda-
tion of the Police Commission, the following River Police Sta-
tions are set up = (1) Sibsagar District, Majuli P. S., (2) Kam-
tup District, Gauhati P. S., (3) Kamrup District, Tarabari P. S.,
(4) Goalpara Dist. Goalpara P. S., (5) Goalpara Dist, South
Salmara P.S., (6} Gealpara Dist. Mankachar P. 8., (7) Go.l-
para Dist. Dhubri P. S,, (8) Cachar Dist. Karimganj P. S,
These are the Police Stations.

Shri Chandra Bahadur Chstri : Whether the Government is contemp-
lating to reorganise this department 7

Shri Hiteswar Saikia, Minister : It is done as per the recomimen-

dations of the Police Commission.

Shri Chandra Bahadur Chetri : What is the fotal numbr of persons

working in this Department and the annual total expenditure
ineurred on it ?

Shri Hiteswar Saikia ( Minister, Home ) : Sir, the total staff we
had prior to the recommendations made by the Police Commi-

ssion :—Constables 40, Head Constables 3, A.S.I. 5, S. L 1
and Inspector I. 6 posts of S.TIs, 5 Head Constables, 5 Cons-
tables and 16 boatmen were sanctioned after abolition of ene
post of Inspector and four posts of A.S.Is.

As regards the expenditure, last year on the Establishment
Charge we had sanctioned Rs. 3,53,500(—

Shri Atuar Rahman : Have these Police Stations been entrusted with

the duty of checking smuggling of paddy’to outside the State 7
Shri- Hiteswar Sajkia ( Minister, Home ) : Yes, Sir.

injtial stage of its developm=nt.
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Shri Santiranjan Dasgupta : Whether survey has been made to this
effect ?

Shri Md. Umaruddin ( Minister Irrigation) : Survey s being carried
on. Previously we had only one S.E. to supervise this work.
Now, we are creating two more posts of S.Es. But still it
is felt that some more officers will be necessary.
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Shri Gunendra Nath Pandit :—For utilising river water whether amy
integrated river vailey -scheme has been taken up ? If not,
whether any examination is going on im this regard ? Whasther
she Government .is aware of the fact that the Government of

west Bengal is undertaking such a river valley project in coli-

aboration with the World Bank, and a delegation from West

The Police Commmission’s
report is a big volume. Anyway I will try to satisfy  the
Hon'ble Member, As per recommendation, we need 4.17 crores
annually.  For seven years, SO W€ need aboug 30 erores to
implement all the recommendations of the Police Commission.
Even then as you know the Ex-Chief Minister Shri Choudhury
assured the House that the Police Commission’s recommend-
ations would pe implemented  gradually. Sir we are {trying
to implement it sincerely, Im I970-72 Goverament sanctioned
only 15 lakhs, in 1972-73 50 lakhs, during last year Govern-
ment sanctioned [, 97 crores. In this way it will take decades
to implement all the recommendations. As regards the sccond
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question of Shri Dulal Chandra Barua we have accepted the
recommendation and now the minimum qualification required
for recruitment of constable is matriculation. Of course 2077
are recruited from non-matriculate also. As regards appoint-
ment of S.Is and A.S. Is we are following the recommend-

ations of the Pofice Tommission.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barpna : Mr. Speaker, sir, while supporting the
cut-motion moved by this side of the House under the v. riou¥
heads of the General Administration, I want to make certain
observations. Sir, we have been tefling in the House about
the increasing efficiency of the administration of the state and
also 'we urge upon the Govt. specially to the Chief Minister
to carry the admirpistration with the masses for their welfare
and ecenumic upliftment. But, Sir, as a nratter of fact, that
has not taken place for last two decades and the bureaucracy
is still continming everywhere and the people are not at all
benefitted by this administrration and this administation has
become a comiplicated day by day and have failed to solve the
socio-economic problem of the State.

But here
we find it otherwise, Sir, on the other duy, when our Hon’ble

Chief Minister and the Home Minister were proceeding to

Barpeta during the election time, they did mot hesitate to use

But it i1s not being done. Sir, even in small matters there is
political bungling, In Chinamara there is a very good high school.
There the Assistant Head master is a quite senior man he
Was a teacher not only of this humble self but of this Mini-
Ster also. He js also related to me but even then I said that
Justice shouid be done but the Govt. order was that the sen-
fority of Mr. Chaliha shoyld be refixed and that man is to be
given the charge of the Assistant Head master and from here
order has been issued that if the Managing Committee did not
listen to that order the grant would be suspended. Oan poli-
tical ground that man has been made to suffer. That is why
I say, Sir, that politics has entered into Primary School,

politics has entered into high school, it has entered into Coll-
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ege and it has entered in this House itself., it has entered also.
in the administration. Sir, this is a very big problem and it
has assumed the nature of'a cronic problem. It cannot be re-
moved in a day or two. So, how céui we accept that Shri
Sarat Chandra Sinha will bring .some change in the adminis-
tration ? That the administration will be a clean administration ?
Therefore, sir, I am very disappointed to see that Mr. Sinha
is busy in doing politics only. I will give one instance, Sir,
government frequently say that they want our co-operation, Sir,
we are ready to co-operate with the Govt, and all my colleag-
ues will co-operate with the government and in doing so there
will not be any question of opposition or coagress if it is
meant for the economic upliftment of the people. But what
happens Sir, I will give an example. I do not remember the
exact date, it will be ecither 30th or 3Ist of January 1975 the
Chief Minister went to North Lakhimpur. From there he came
to Jorhat, we came to know later on. to discuss about the
procurement policy.

He is indulgin®
in tall talks but doing nothing excepting indulging in politics-
So, when he says that he will make the administration cleal
we cannot belive him Sir, there have been sO many reform &
committees including one Administrative Reforms
set up by the Government of India under the Chairmanship Of_
Mr. Hanumanthia. They have made certain recomendations. But
6ur Chief Minisier’ does not believe in those recomendations:
By efficiency, our Chief Minister means expansion of the Ministry
aimed at keeping himself in the gaddy and for that I have
nothing to say because it is a political métter of his own but
has he derived any efficiency out of this big expanded minis-
try ? Sir, without casting any aspersion I want to say that if eX=
pansion of the ministry was necessary for better administrations
the best of men should have been taken who would be able tO
deliver the goods as he desired.

mote No. V. C. 101/72 -iated 22,5.72 written by the Vigliance Com-~
missioner to the Chief Minister, when the Chief Minister was Vvery
keen to remove corruption. The note said “‘the remark of the Central
Vigilance Commission, mads some time back, that ‘corruption was
fairly widespread’ has a good deal of basis in veriety. Commenting
on it the Statesman, in its issue of 1.7.7l., remarked editorially that
Vigilance Commissions in the States are practically moribund now
and at the entre is hamstrung by restrictions on
The remark about restrictions on jurisdiction is equally applicable
to a State Vigilance Commission ; because the status of all these

Commissions is merely advisory and they have no jurisdiction to

the jurisdiction.
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implement their recommendations to take disciplinary action, etc.
Action is to be taken by the executive branch of the Gm‘rernment
and if thereis delay, either deliberate. or on account of red-tapism
and general sloth in the movement of administrative machinery, in
taking action on the recommendations to . the Commission, the
vigilance efforts cannot have any impact on the problem of corrup-
lion.”

Again he has remarked why there was 5o much delay. “Generally
speaking, A.C.B. takes more than one year to complete a preli-
minary enquiry and send its report to the Vigilance Commission,
though in some cases there has been much greater delay. For
instance, 471 complaints are pending with A.C.B for over two years
of which 195 are for more than three years. The reasons for
delay, as given by the A,C.B. are shortage of staff, absence of
transport in zonal offices etc.”” He has mentioned a serious case
where he completely failed due to interference of the Government
machinery, and that is the case about E. & D. Department. Then
about the Tndustries Department case, it has already been men-

tioned by my colleague Mrs. Barkatuki. Sir, the Vigilance Commi-

ssion is only a recommending authority. In this note it has been
mentioned that sometimes it so happens that some Ministers sead
for the Vigilance Commission and ask him to report in favour of
some persons. Even a report already prepared by the Vigilance
(.:Omrnis.sion had to be destroyed and a fresh report written at the
mstance of some Minister, Therefore, if the Government was really
sincere to remove corruption, why no action was taken in that
direction ? Sir, the Chief Mijnister has set up a Vigilance Cell and
the people in charge of that Cell 1s jumping from one place to
the other without doing anything. The Chief Minister yesterday, in
reply to a......question put by my collegue Smti. Barkataki stated that
valuation and assessment of the properties of some officers are
being made. I say, Sir, that the Chief Miaister need not go far.
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If he takes a look at the buijldings at Zoo road near his house
he would realise what is actually going on. Sir, of all the
amounts sanctioned for E & D and P.W.D., even 4)%; is not sp2nt
though in records it will be seen that the eatire amouat has bzen
spent. Sir, I have got documentary evidence to show prove by charge.
So Chief Minister’s utterrances | about removal of corruption is
nothing but drum beating to mislend the pzople at large and  the
House. Sir, detection and disposal of cases should go side by
side. Sir, we have been paying annually subsistance allowance to
the tune of rupees fifty lakhs in officers'who are under suspension
for long periods. Some cases have been submitted to Government
but no orders are passed. As regards the officers of the Transport
Depart—Shri Hazarika and others—I have heard that the C.B.L
has already submitted their report but no decision has been taken
by the Government. Next I am coming to the head ‘comstruction
of capital’. I would not like to go into details as a special
motion is coming up. Simply T want to draw the attention. of
the Chief Minister to the report of the House Committec. If he
goes through it he will find what amount of corruption, nepotism
and favouritism is being indulged by some top officials. I have got
all the evidence. to show how the financial norms, the financial
procedures have been flouted by the Chief Minister himself in
the matter of construction of capital. At the time of sanctions
the Finance Department was not taken into confidence, they Were
not consulted as a result there has been SO much of irregula-
rities. Regarding earth filling, this area was onc devioped by the
Gaubati Development Authority. The level that had to be filled
up would not be more than three ft. but it had beenshown as
_10. ft. apd thereby about 20 lakhs of rapees were mis-appropr-
mted The Officer in charge of earth filling was Shri Satyendra
Choudhury, He is now at Dabaka. Same is the case with boulders
that had been used in construction. As regards cement, it has been
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shown that 10,000 bags of cement were brought from Cherrapunji,
and out of that only 5000 bags were received at Dispur: and
the rest found its place to the Zoo Road for  construction of
big buildings of big officers. This is called the Zoo Road Division
because cement and other materials meant for capital construction
found its way to' the Zoo . road. In -the name of temporary
capital construction all the! circulars® and: financial norms: were
floated. The then Minister-in-charge Shri Rahman after discussing
the matter ordered a probe, and  the Chief Engineer, P.W.D.
the Superintending Engineer ~(Design) and the then Additional
Chief Engineer Shri Choudhury submitted a long report about
the irregularities, but ga junior officer who was in charge had
been. promoted against whom there had. been, a . C.B.I enquiry in
connection with. the Jowai-Badarpur. Road.. I want to suggest that
there should be high power committee to enquire into the affairs
of capital construction— the Committee may be constituted from
amongst the Members of thjs House. I also suggest that there
should an Administrative Reforms Committee at the State level.
The terms of reference should be fixed, and also a time limit
may be fixed for submission of the report. This Committee should
g0 into the failing efficiency of the Departments..

Sir, the Chief Minister has visited Baghbai' and other areas
and he received complaints from the people how they were being
exploited. The Chief Minister in turn assured them that he will
look into the matter and appropriate action will be taken but till
today no action was taken, Sjr, we are yet maintaning the dignity
of the House apd dignity of the peopler Sir, we should all in
the name of God, lead a clean life and we should all keep the
prestige of the House as peoples’ representatives. We should not ins
volve ourselves in corrupt practices and we should not be allowed to be
humiliated by the people. I hope and believe that the Chief Minister
will kindly look into this aspect. I am net criticising the Govt. as
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an indivisual, I.am doing it as a member of the House and as a
peoples’ representative. - Corruption, nepotism; favouritism all should
be avoided so that we may do work for the  benefit of the -people.

“252-Secretariat-General-Services)’, a huge  amount has been

allocated for various -departments, like Secretariat Departments.
C'M’s Secretariat, General Administration, Secretariat Adminis-
tration, Home, Political, Fmancc, law, reyvenue and deportation
of foreigners, P W. D. Under these heads more than Rs. 1.50
j.crores will be spent. Sir, I don’t mind spending this huge
amount for, the purpose of administration, if that is actually
required., I feel Sir, this amount is being spent out of the pub-
lic exchequer for little benefit of the general masses. What
this Dcpartments are doing ? . There are defects, there are loopho-
les and there are_mefﬁc:lencxes prevailing  if not corruption.
The files move very sic;wly and for that people from differ-
ent parts of the State are compelled to come to capital for
having their worksléone and for that they are subjected to
untold harassments, That is our day to day experience Sir.
I would like to put forward certain suggestions in this connec-
tion, Our administration is a top heavy one-at thg head there
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is' the Secretary, then Addl. Secy, Joint. Secretary, Deputy Secre-
tary, under Secretary. And under them again there-are a num-
ber of Superintendents; Assistant Superintendent, Upper Division
Assistants, Lower Division Assistants and at the lowest levél
the Grade IV employees. From my experience, 1 can say that
the works have not been properly divided amongst these -em-
ployees. There are a few employees who are working hard
and there are others who. are sitting idle from morning 10 A.M.
to 4 P.M. and loitering hither and thither. This was more
so in Shillong because of the comfortable climatic condition.
Even in this hot atmospheré at Dispur the same old tradi-
if the Ministers pass orders, these

tion is going on. Even
Office and nobody takes any

orders are kept in the Ministers’
care for that. Some times some important orders of the Mi-
niSters are kept iité the waste paper basket as it'is not possi-
ble for the Ministérs to remember what orders he had passed.
We have hedard éven the lower division assistants passing insult-
ing remarks. The lower division assistants ar¢ the monarchs
and praétically they are running the administration. There is
no control over them. As tegards the Secretaries, I would
speak a few words, By Secretaries, 1 don’t mean dll of them
there are somle who aré Having the same outlook of the Ruler
and the roled which was in forcé during the British regime
and this is &tiff Persisting. The Officers consider themselves
as ruler-that was thé outlook of the foreigﬁ administrators
who came to thig country during the imperialistic regime. They
came to rulé over 4 subject nation. That was their attitude
dnd that was their mentality, But unfortunately after 27 years
of indépenderice that attitude is still persisting and that is why,
I would like to sugpest that the whole system should be re-
orledted. They should now change their outlook that they are
not the rulers of the peoplé, they are the servants of the people
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The whole power lies with the people. Sir, we hdve seen
while on discussion with varibu§ Offiders, that the Officers used
to blame.the people for not doing works properly and they
are all illeterates. The other day the hon. Agriculture Minister,
has said that the people aré nbt motivated, they are not com-
ing forward, they dre not addpting the new methods and so on.
That our people have fio motivation, that outlook must go. That
the people are always on the wrong side and the Officers are
always on the right thit opinion must go. That is a wrong
approach towards the problem, Sir; the main point is that there
should be proper traininig and proper reorientation and in order to
fit.}in the new situation of the country today, the recruitment po-
licy of the Govt. should also bé Changed. The recruitment
should be made not bily on the basis of the academic merit,
i.'e. ‘ot on the basis of marks secured by the candidates on
diffetent stibjects bidt also on the basis of the outlook of the
candidaté towards the new policy, new programmes (hat we

afe out to implement in our country, that is, the poliey or

democracy, socidlism, seculdrism. What is the attitude of the
cifididate” who ' Has ' tome for(ird to take the responsibility
in the Govérnmient Offices, what is the attitude towatds the
Govt. itself and what i the attitude towards socialism, towards,
Seclaristd, towards foreign’ policy of the Govt. these are the

most “vital mattéts whieh must be considered before recruit-

" tent of a pParticular Officer. But unfortunately this has not

beén done. As a result all sorts of heterogens are recrui-
ted in Offices. The Govt. is professitig the policy of secularism ;
but Wé aré Perting the most reactionery communal treatment
ffoni Somé Govt. Officers; During the last food erisis, where
tholisands ©of people were dying somie Oificers saids let them die,
what i$ of thdt? After all they are Muslims, That is actually
s4id by some Officers,  Sir; it is a shame for a democratic
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country like ours. ~We profess secularism to be our moto.
Therefore in order to implement our national policy our recruil-
ment policy should be changed. The Officers should be socia-
list by heart and soul, the Officers should be secular by heart
and soul, the Officers should be devoted to the country by
heart and soul or at the time of recruitment his mentality,
his outlook: should be checked properly. - Now, 1 come to the
next suggestion, i.e. the administration should be streamlined
and diflerent sections. of population should be  represented in
the administration also. ~What we find in the Secretariat, there
are many Sections of beoplc who are not at all represented
in its various departments. Just I cannot give the figures, it
will take time. So I refrain from giving the figures.

Sir, certain communities are not represented in | the Secre-
teriat,  Even a. peon is not appointed. That is true in the case
of the Muslims. Sir, one fourth of the total population of Assam
are being deprived of their legitimate dues. I would like to
diclare in this House that K Assam’s language and culture, in
fact, the very  existence of Assam largely depends on those suffer-
ing people, that is the down trodden people.  Sir, (if they are
suppresse:d for decades together for an indefinite period, it is
a misfortune for the. State as a whole., My suggestion js that
at least in the Secretariat administration all sections of popu-
lation. should be properly represented, tribal, schedule caste,
backward communitics, Muslims—no section of people. should
be left out. . Then I come to anuther suggestion. That is, there
should be proper division of work. How many files are to be
disposed by a particular Officer in a day, that should 'be as-
certained. The working division should be done very properly
so that no delay takes place in disposal of files. We have
seen that files are kept pending for months together, for years
together and for decades together. This is very unfortunate.
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Once a file is kept pending, nobody bothers jto see what has
happened to that file and as a result the concerned. person
suffers. He has to rushtowards.the M.L.S. and the M.L.As
have to approach the Ministers and thus the life of the mem-
bers' of ‘the House become a veritable hall. .Works are not
done properly. Why this is so? The files should move so
smoothly that it cannot miss or it cannot be kept pending
for years together. Every Officer, whoever passes orders, should
fix up a date, say one month, two months or at his conve-
nient time in consideration of 'the complicacy of the matter,
it may be 3 months or six months like that. The Dealing
Assistant  should note that date, when he will put' up the file.

Sir, in the case of judicial courts or High Court, they dispnse

of hundreds of cases in a day because they fix dates on the
files, 'If they pass certain’ orders it must be finally disposed

on that particular date as fixed in the orders, In this way,
f the Officer concerned.

the files remain under constant vigilence o
We have

Then, I come to the amenities of the workers,
seen in the Sccretariat, the employees aresitting by the side
of heaps of industy files. A man cannot work in such a situ-
ation. They must be given certain amenities, certain comfort
of work so ' that the atmosphere becomes congeaial,
Sir, T have heard, sombody went to a foreign country and
once He happend to visit an Office, he heard there was music’
That fellow was surprised in hearing music in Govt. Office.
“How is this ; he asked, The reply was, “this is to keep the

mind of the workers fresh, and active’. I don’t suggest music
that their sitting and working

pleasant.

in our Offices; but I suggest

accommodation should be made comfortable so that they Can

work comfortably, Then I come to the Board of Revenue.

The Office is situated at Gauhati and the people [rom differ-
ent parts of the State find it difficult to come here to Gauhati
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Office, This Office should sit for some days at Dibrugarh,
some days at Gauhati and some days in ‘Dhubri and so on
for the convenience of the people. With these words, Sir, I
support the Cut-Motion.

Shri Dulal Ch. Khound : Mr. Speaker, Sir, I support the cut motion

and while supporting the cut motion, I want to make a few
observations here. . Much have been said about our administra-
tion.and much criticisms have also been made. But, Sir one-
thing is striking me very lﬁuch that inspite of all these criticisms
for all these years, inspite of all these discussions for all these
years, we have not been able to change the thing anythings this ad-
ministration and this administration now rup under the aegis of this
Government is continuing in the same old model. We haye not been
able to change it inspite of the criticism, inspite of the discussions,
inside the House, outside the House and in the public forum
also,  Sir, our Government has taken the rhino. as_ the symbol
and there is a saying in Assam that if you strike a rhino, it will
feel after 12 years . but our rhinos, the symbol, it did not feel
anything even after 27 years. it_ is_more immune than the rhine
itsell.  What is the reason ?. The reason, I find that ~adminis-
fration has got its own philosophy and outlook. It is inherited
from foreign rule and thus qur administration is still living in-
side the steel frame work of British Bureaucracy and it is immune
to any public criticism or any critisims inside - the Legislature
and it has got jts own philosophy and outlook. It is suffering
from an inertia, age long inertia that created during the 100
years of foreign ryle and what is the outlook of our adminis-

tration. T am not going to discuss individual behaviour of offi-
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@ers. There may 'be good or bad Officers but what 1is the total charac-
Rerestic of the-administration. This administrationis-out «nd out . for
statusguo. If ‘any policy is accepted by the Gowt. or ifany change in
rhe societydn its economy,_then this administration is net going to work
for it because this is wedded to statusque. Mereover ithis administra-
tion is wedded to the privileged class; itsioutlook i3 for vested imtrest,
Sir, 1, do not say that there is ne grod.eficer. There are good as well ag

bad officers. But the fram> work is such; and inthis frame work even a

young officer just after recruitment he has got the zeal and initiative but
gradually it is seen that initiative is killed, his zeal is killed and even
if he-wants to de anything,  he js not alowed. That is the very «<harac-
terestic .of the administration. They say it is:the strength and from our
iPoint it is the weakness, So it kills th= initiative = or zeal.-Sir, it is said
that our administration is: corrupt. Tt is in the lip of everybodyv. I do
mot say that cent percent of our officers ate corrupt nor. I say that .cent
percent of our .officers  are honest. There are good -officers,  corrupt
officers, there are mon-corrupt honest officers also. But the defect is
that the system iitsclf is rotten. What is our experience is that even
@ very good social svorker., an young man when he is in the College
or University he thinks about the society, about the people and.in
«course of time, Sir he gets assimilated inside the system and the
System destroys him. Since last 27 years our Govt. has failed to do any
thing to break up that inherited system and to build up a mew system,
4 new machinery which is akin to the people, favourable and sympa-
thetic o the people to the cause of advancement of the socicty, ad-
vancement of our social life and status, such a machinery has  not
been built up in all these long years. That is ome of the worst
failures of our Government. Another thing, Sir, this administration,
at least one part of it, is im the habit of looking down upon the
people-they always look down upon the common people and work
with an attitude of bossing, mot with an attitude of serving the
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people. Our Government officers live in a world of their own; they
have got their own society and that society is above the world and
the society of the common people. Therefore; the difficulties and
hardship,  the sorrows. :and miseries of the comnron -people cannot
touch ‘them- Because théy live in the ctherial height of ‘their own
creation. Therefore We find they do not respond to the wishes and
aspiration of the common people or sometime it is found they not only
not respond tothe people’s: wishes, they even look down  upon-their
representatives also, There are snnumerable instances of officers
discussing amongst themselves, “ What is' a Minister 7 He' comes
and goes. but we, the Government servants, go on for ever. We are
permanent Government servants ¢ Chief ' Minister is mnothing; who
knows whether he will {be able to come back in 1977 or mnot 7
Therefore this attitude of looking down at the people comes to the
representative Government also, There are inpumerable’ instances
where Minister’s orders are not carried out by officers, particularly,
at the higher level. This administration is SO bureaucratic, that no-
tHing seems to move ip the administration. It moves only with the
files. Some body is to sign it in the 1eft, another hasto s'gn it in the right.
The entire Mahabhart will be wrong. if @ persomn supposed to have signed
on the left, accidently signs on the right side. Tt is’ therefore that no
wonder there is always a gap between the peole at the lower level of
the administration and those’ at the higher level. Naturally, there

fore, there is no miutual understanding #nd cohesion in the admi-

nistration.  Higher Officers treat those at the lower level of the
administration with contemp ; they regard them as servants and
Do co-workers. So in many cases they fail to get the job done
from their subordinates as willing people they would have done.
Because of this sort fof attitude, the Officers at the higher level

do not get the co-opsration of their colleagues and co-workers at

the subordinate level.
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Then, this administration is responsible to none.. You can-
mot fix up the responsibility on -anybody. .If a work is done
well, the credit goes to the boss and if it is not so well,
then also nobody is responsible for the lapse. If, however, at
any time the responsibility is fixed also, at best he will invari-
ably be a person at the lower level, a 4th Grade Peon or 3rd
Grade Office Assistant, a Peon or a Chowkidar. Sir, I do not
want to take much time ; I would alsornot go into individual
«cases, not because I do.not have any, I have plenty of such
cases. . But at the moment I do not want to dwell on them.
I would rather conclude my spsech with ‘one humble sugges-
tion to the Chief Minister, and that is that you cannot bring
about any improvement in the country however good your de-
cisions may be unless you are successful in bringing about an over-
haul of ‘this bureaucratic administrative machinery. So, I'put the
question ; whether you are going to break this discridited adminis-
trative machinery and remodel it? This is the question thatl
want to put before the Chief Minister. The Fundamental Rules
do not permit this, the Police Manual would not allow this.
However good a certain thing can be to serve the interest of
the people. nothing can be done unless the rules permit. May
I put one question to the Chief Minister ? The rules are for
whom. Are the rules for the people or the peopleare for the
rules 2 Are you going to change them? Without changing
the tyranny of rules under. the existing procedure of adminis-
tration, it is not possible to change this bureaucratic machinery,
and unless change this machinery, it is not possible to do
any good to the people. Ultimately the people will also be
led to the inevitable conclusion that you are actually not going
to do any good to them, and nothing good can be done without

first changing this system.
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S.C, Sinha ( Chief Minister):- Mr. Speaker, sir, the Hon’ble
members have raised various poiats in connection with this Cut
Motion. The Hon’ble Member Shri Nagen Barua has criticised
the functioning of the various deptts and he is not very happy
with the performape of an T,A.S. Officer holding the rank of
the commissioner. Sir, some of the Hon‘ble Members have
pointed out that whether it is possible to improve the efficie ncy
of the functioning of the Govt. Sir, with the existing system,
as I have stated earljer also, it will be very difficult to com-
Pletely change the system and to bring efficiency in all spheres.
Therefore, We shouid try to improve the existing mechinery.
Sir, I agree with the Hon’ble Member that from this point of
view, this deptt, ig very important. Therefore, an officer-a senior one
has been placed to find out whether it is possible to increase the
effici.ncy of the department. He has also criticised that a Commi-
ssioner has been placed. in-charge of a deptt. of organisation
and Method. Sir, probably he wanted to say that the work load
of the department cannot justify the placing of a Commissioner
in the deptt.

Shrimati Pronita Talukdar :—Sir, Under rule 54 of the Rules of
procedure and conduct of business in the Assam Legislativ:
Assembly T beg to call the attention of the Chief Ml_n'ister
t0 a news ilem appearing in the Dainik Asom, dated the
16th January, 1975 under the caption “atsiretecs Gie AST fasta”

Shri Sarat Chandra Sinha, C. M. :- Mr. Speaker. Sir, the news
item referred to by the Hon’ble Member has come to the notice
of the State Government. In the first paragraph of the news item
a reference has been made to the appointments in  the public
Service Commission, I have made several statements on this
subject before this August House in reply to questions and other-
wise. Althouth qualified persvoas and persons held high in public esti=
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mation are there in every ccmmunity it is not possible to represeng
every community in this important constitutional Commission of &
small size. Whenever appointments to the Commision are made,
highest consideration is given to tke qualities of the person and
his public stat ure.

In the subsequent paragraphs of the news item, reference
has been to a proposed recruitment to the Assam Civil Service
Class 1I. T am explaining the actval positen with regard to this
proposed recruitment which is still in the processing stage.

On 15th May, 1973, all Sccretaries, Heads of Depariments
and all Deputy Comissioners were requesied to recommend names
of suitable officers under their eontrol for consideration for
selection to A €. 8. Class II as per Rule 6 (I) of the
A.C.S. Calss II Service Rules. Under this provision, a maximum
of only 5 persons ccvld te appointed to A . C.S. II by
selection from amon gst persons who are serving in the affairs
of the State in the various other departments and who fulfil

certain conditions.

The Iast regular recrujtnent to the A.C.S. ClassII from: the
OPen market was made in 1970. Since then there has been
0o direct recruitment and the latest open competiton for recrui-
tment to this sarvics g uld be held only in last January. The delay
had been primarily due to the {act ihat the guestion of holding a
combined competitive examination by the A.P.S.C, for all analogous
services in the varions departnients of Govt. was under consideation
and it was in 1972 that the mtter was finalised and the Assam
public Service Commission was requested to hold a combined
competitive examination, The response to the examination had
been very big and as the Assam Pubiic Service Commission
was mnot atuned to 'the holding of any examnation in such a
large scale, it had token them sometime to complete the exa-
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mination, The finalisation of the results will still take some time.

When the delay in recruitment of candidates through the
Public Service Commission became abviousaly unavoidable and
mean while the shortage of officers have been felt acutely not onle
in_the Revenue Department but also demands from the various
other development departments for® officers -of the Assam Civil
Service Class 1 and Class II have been constantly causing Govt.
had to consider how it may be possible to get some experienced
officers in the service immediately. It was then though that the
only possible way is to get some persons from the various depart-
ments. This would also diffuse the recruitment process as otherwise
holding of any selection of large number of officers becomes
an unwieldy matter,

With the above consideration it was decided to . recruit
persons under Rule 6(1) more than what was actually provided for
under the rules. For this purpose steps were also taken 10 have
the relevant provisions of the rules amended. Onj the basis
of the recommendations received from the departments 122 persons
were-called forinterview. This primary selection from out of total of
304 candidates vias made by the selection Committee which consis=
ted of /(1) A member of the Public Service Commission (2)
Chief Sccretary (3) Commissioner, Plains Division (4) Comml.ss--
ioner, -Hills Division (5) A gricultural production Commiss-
icmer - (6) Secretary, Revenue and (7) Secretary, Appointment.

When  the process of sclection was in’ progress it appearcd
to the Committee that the mumber of suitable candidates that
were becoming availa ble was much smaller than the actual requir-
ment. It was then decided by the Committee to further consider
the matter pa rticularly with reference to certain categories of pers-
ons such as (i) those persons who were sometime back selected for
recruitment to the Judicial Service but who were finally not, given
the appointment because of (heir overage (i) The R.R. Depart-
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ment personnel who were either already retrenched or were being
retrenched and' (iii) The reserved category candidates whoss repres-—
entation in the secvice is still Ffar bzlow their quota. After this

fresh consideration, 40 -other persons were called for imterview.
These 40-persons included 14 R.R Department personnel who were:
either already retrenched or were under orders of retrenhmen and 3-
persons who were selected for the Assam Tudicaial Service. The:
number of persons belonging to- Scheduted Caste and Secheduled
Tribes in this group was 3 and 6 respectively.

From the above it would appear that the proceedings of
the Selection Committee set up for the aforesaid recruitment is
still in progress and Govt. had no ocuasion even to enquire how the:
ptoceedings were being continu:d ani  at what stage it had been. (

There has been absolutely no occasion for any Minister to interfere

with the proceedings: of the Selection ~Committee.
