If we want * to solve the
unemployment problem in our country we should absorb

the entire labour force available in our country and that
is only possible if

we go for labour intensive programmes.

I hope,
S.n', our Janata Govi. which has come to power with
all ihe difficuities created by the Congress Govt. will
not make the same mistake.

STATEMENT BY MINISTER
#Sri Ramesh Mohan Kouli, (Minister) :— Mr Speaker, Sir. I want to make

a short statement on the flood situation in Assam.
The first wave of flood in this year was experienced in
the second week of June/78. Due to heavy raintall in
the upper catchment and in the Brahmaputra valley the
river Brahmaputra and its tributaries were in spate from the
10th to 12th June for the first time of this season. During

this period the Brahmaputra at Dibrugarh attainedalevel
of 1o4.91m (346.20 fr.) on 13th Jupne against the danger

level of 104.24 m (342.00 ft.) Due to the direct aitack

of river Brahmaputra the newly consiricted Mathola

Protection wark on the upstrems of Dibrugarh town

faced a critical situation due to embankments in between

the dampeners. All the structures however stood against

this wave ol flood. In the lower reaches ‘the rivers Pag-
ladiya, Puthimari, Manas and Beki were also in high
spate and crossed their respective danger levels on 12th

June and remained above the same upto 13th June

The sccond wave of flood hit almost the entire valley

which created serious flood situation since 23rd June,

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The rivers Lohit and Siang in Afunachal Pradesh were
flowing above the danger level from 22and onwards and
these began to recede .only from the 26th June. The
river Brahmaputra at Dibrugarh remained above: the danger

level of 104.24m (342.00 ft.), since 22nd June and it

started receding from 26th June. The highest water level
recorded in this period was 105.34 m. on 24th June at
Dibrugarh. The Brahmaputra water level at Meamatighat
and Tezpur remained above the danger levels till 26th
June. It is cxpccted to fall within the next 24 ‘hours.
The river Brahmaputra rose sharply at Gauhati and Dhubri
on' 25th and crossed danger level of 49.63 m. (163 fi.)
