Shri Altaf Hussain- Majundar :— Mr. Speaker, Slr. SO
far as this stage is concerned, one cam oppose the bill-
there is no denying the fact. But, Sir,at the same-time
there should not be repetitions on the same points and
I hope, the Hon’ble speaker will sce to it and will also
try to ration the time because many Hon’ble Members
from this side will also speak.
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Shri Md. Umaruddin ; Mr, Speaker, Sir, I have noted the
comments which have been offered by the previous spea-
kers, particulary by Mr. Huda and Mr, Bora, Sir, having
EHC through the objects and reasons I find that certain
specifiic purposes are behind these amendments and these
appear to be, by and large political, not socio-economic.
In fact socio-economic purposss should pervade the Pan-
cha.yat Amendment Bill as in the principal Act which was
designed to establish -the Panchayati Raj administration.
Sir, under Article 40 of the Constitution of India, which
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is oneof the provisions in the Directive Principles of
State policy, it/ is stated, “The State-shall take steps to
organise village Panchayats and endow them with such
powers and authority as may be necessary to enable them
to fuuction as units of self-Government™. This means that
a Panchayat shall be functioning as a unit of self-govern-
* ment at the lowest l:vel by goan Panchrayat aud at inter-
mediate level by the Mahakuma Parishad.

Sir, a Panchayati institution is an elected body. It
is an expression or manifestation of the Principle of
democracy at the lower level. I know the history of the
Panchayati ' Raj movement. Tn 1956, to give a correct shape
to the concept of the Panchayati Raj movement the Bal-
want Rai Mehta Committee was set up and it submitted
a -teport. On the basis of that report, the Panchayati Raj
of institutions—the Gaon Panchayats, the Jilla Parishads and
the Mahakuma Parishads were established and, of course in
coutse adoption in the light of the social and economic condi-
tions prevailling in different states there were adaptaiions in the
structure. of the Acts. We had adopted a three—tier
system — the Gaon Panchayat, the Anchalik Panchayat and
the Mahakuma Parishad but later on we found that it
would be better to do away with the Anchalik Panchayat
and bring in a two-ticr system.

Therefore, Sir, when we go for certain changes in any of the
Panchayati Raj bodies we must not take into consideration
any other factor except the welfare of the people. This
being so, I find that the proposed amendments seek to
frustrate the intention of the Panchyati Raj system. Sir,
Mr. Bora rightly pointed out the word, ‘synchronisation’.
Nowhere in any law, in any institution of an autonomous ng-
ture the gnestion of ‘synchronisation” is there. As he has already
pointed out, after the first election under a new Act whey
it come into force as there is a term of say 4 or 5 years, and
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during the fresh term there may be re-election following
supersession etc.—and the particular body will have a full
term which will be due for termination beyond the terms
of other such institutions in which there was no re-election.
In the proposed amendment it is proposed to cut short the
term of a body with a valid term still to expire on the
plea of synchronisation. In the case of State legislatures and
Parliament the first general election was held in 1952 for
a term of five years but = before the expiry of the term,
there was re-election in some States with a full term of
five years. Now, Sir, we find that general elections are held
at various times in various States and it also cannot be
synchronised with the Parliamentary election or general ele-
ction of other States. This difficulty is there. Now, in the case
of Municipality also elections are held at different times and

all the elections do not necessarily synchronise. Mr. Bora
‘rightly pointed out that when there is a re-election and
re-elections may be caused by the application of provisions
of 134 and 135 of the Assam Panchayari Raj Act, 1972,
when a Gaon Panchayat doss not function properly then
the Deputy Commissioner is given the authority to superseds
it and re-elections are to be held within 6 months. Six months
time is given here. Within this 6 months election must be
held. Nothing should stand in the way of holding the
elections and restoring democracy there. It is not the wish
of the people or the Government or the party that there
should be some interference with the basic principles of
the Panchayati Raj or the democratic system. Again Sir,
in sections 134 -or 135 there is no provision for alternative
arrangement. Under sub-section 3 of section 134 it is
provided as follows, ““All the powers and duties of the Gaon

Panchayat shall during the period of supersession, be exercised

and performed by such person or persons as the State
Government may from time to time, appoint in that behalf.”
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It is specified. here that State Govt. will appint
some person or persons to run the administration
during the period of supersession and the election
will be held within six months and that election
will give the mnew body a full term of four
years. Now, Sir, we should not confuse between re-election
and  bye-election. Bye-election is for a particular
individual vacancy for the remainder of the term but not
this synchronising business. But by synchronising the party
wants to hold the election of all the Gaon Panchayats at
tHe same time. There is a political motive behind this.
There is no precedent in the world under any democratic
‘system to cut short the term of an elected body for
so-called synchronisation. Now, as regards extension there
is no provision in the Bill for extension, This is stated
here in the statement of object and Reasons and it is true.
[ can agree on principle to. the question of extension of
the term of a Gaon Panchayat under certain circumstances.
If for any exceptional reasonsthe election cannot be held
in that case there should be extention, other-wise not. Some
hon members have severely criticised the Congress Govt.
for taking resort to Art. 172 of the Constitution for Promulga-
tion of emergency and extend the term of the Parliament
and the State legislatures. If that is so, then we stick to that
principle, then we may allow extension. There may be some
reasons for which election cannot be held. Say, there is
a natural calamity, earthquake, flood, etc. All these may
happen at a time when ‘the election has fallen due. In
that case also there may not be the need for extension

for all the Panchayats but only for those situated in areas
affected by natural calamities. But here the extension is
sought for all the Panchayats, —all at a time so that they
can through the process of election create a political base
They want a strategy to strengthen the political base of
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the ruling party. They know where they politically at present
are. Now, Sir, it is clearly a political strategy. Everywhere
- in the world when one party assumes power at the centre,
it wants that all the component States also should have
the same party to be in control of the Government.

Shri Noorul Huda :— Sir, this is the -lesson which the
‘Congress Government in its 30 years of existence taught
to the nation. : '

Shri Md. Umaruddin :— So long certain steps can be .
‘taken under the Constitution of India there is nothing wrong.
I am telling you the congress party has ruled under the
Constitution. Therefore, let me say what has happend recently
in West Bengal in the Panchayat elections........... -

‘Shri Altaf Hassain Mazumdur— A point of order, Sir,
Is the hon, member going to nullify the Act which he had
passed ?

Shri Md. Umaruddin— I am making out a powt Why
this synchronisation  ? There is no justification for 1t. Now,
whether it is right or wrong- thatis another matter, Itis
under the Constitution - they assume: power in the State.
Similarly the party in power in the State Govt. wants to
gt their people elected in the various Panchayati institutions
and Municipal Boards. It is our experience. Whether it
is right or wrong that is another matter. Therefore, Sir,
they want to create a political base so that when they are
in power, they can strengthen their political strategy through
the instrument of this Act at the grass root. Then, again,
Sir, I concede, however, there may be a natural calamity or
dis-aster or any special circumstances for which it may not,
be possible for the Govt. machinery te hold the election
ihroughout the State, and in that case there may be extension
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and there may be specific provision in the Act to that
effect. But such extension under no circumstances should
exceed three months. Next, Sir hon. member Mr. Bora
has rightly pointed out in his argumeénts the implications of
alternative arrangement ! why this alternative arrangement ?
if we agree to the principle of extension under special’
circumstances, in that case, the elected body should be

alloned to continue to function. Then what is the use of
having - ‘alternative arrangement’. ? For this suspicion has
crept up in the minds of the hom. members. The inten-
tion of the Govt. is that after having this Bill passed they will
examine which are the Gaon Panchayats or Mahakuma Pari-
shads where they have more support and in such cases they
will reason to extension and where thare is little orno support
the elected body will be superseded and replaced by an adhoc
body as alternative arrangement. This is the putpose of
‘alternative arrangement’ ‘This is their idea. They Wwant to
convert these democratic instituions into a political instrument.
f berefore, I say, it we concede to extension, the question
of alternative arrangement does not arise at all. Because
if there is extension for six months, what is the harm 2
If there is breakdown after extension then  automatically
section 134 or 135 may be applied and the administration can
be put into the handsof the D.C. or S.D.O. as the case
may be. I mean the expression ‘alternative arrangement’
will be used for odjectionable purposes,— purposes against

. the very - concept of democracy and may g0 against the
-interest of the people themselves. Then again another
point Mr. Bora has rightly made.. Now I want to know
from the hon’ble Minister in charge of Panchayat when havye
the terms of the Panchayatsor the Mahakuma Parishads
expired ? If they have eXpired by 3oth April then how
they are being run ? Now the Law Minister has pointed
out the Act shall .come into force from Ist of May. Why
this Ist of May ? It is very significant because they know
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_ the term of the Gaon Panchayat has expired by 30th April.
They want to give it retrospective effect. If it is not cont-
radicted we will assume it is. correct that the terms of
most of the Gaon Panchayats have expired by Z20th April
and that after the expiry of the term of the Gaon Panchayat

without any legal anthorty some action has been taken, some

adhoc body has been created, and this is absolutely illegal.
If the Bill is passed by the House it will have receive:
Governor’s assent and it may take two or three months
to be in force The Govt..had enough time to issue some
sort of ordinance to extend the term but they could not
find the time. Now they are taking some illegal steps.
The Act does not apply to any of the Gaon Panchayat or
Mahakuma Parishad whose terms have expired, but how

they are being run ? It is a mystery. Taking all these things.

I have
heard him very carcfully and with all attention. One of

Sir, I can point out
that the intention of the Government can be ascertained
from the action. probably you know Sir, this Government
made categorical stalement that it was going for election.
As a matter of fact all preparations for election were
made. But there was objection from the people that election
should not be held during the rains. The fact that the
election was not held earlier was also due to arrange
for includine tea garden area. The hon’ble member sheding
< tears ( voices : crocodile’s tear ) in the name of_demobracy; but
what he has done during the last 5 years or more than
that ? ( Shri Md Umaruddin : What did you do before
that ? ) About ' implementing the Act which was passed,
Sir, what was the. necessity for trifiling the Dhubri
Mahakuma Panshad during his period in the gover.ient ?
What I am trying to make out is that so far as the
intention of the Government is concerned Sir, it is very
clear and the Government when it came to power it
was the declared policy of the Government to go for
election. But in spite of best efforts it could not go for
the election on the question of garden population. As |
have already said, objections came from different quarters
that during the rainy season electio_n should not be held
and more particularly, -when there. is likelihood of flood
it should not be held. I submit Sir, there was no slightest
intention on the part of the Janata part?y to' delay
the panchayat election. Y(}Ll know  Sir, Janata
Party is committed to establish Panchayati Raj apg:
Janata Party belives that democracy can function if the
Panchayats are revitalised and decentralised. So there can-

not be any question about the intention of the Govern-
ment. There cannot be slightest thinking of delaying the

election. In his criticisms, the hon’ble member hag charged -
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be politicalised. Sir, it is no longer necessary to politica-
lise the institution because this institution has been so much
politicalised in the last 6 years that it has got to be de-
politicalised now. This is the intention of the Janata Gover- °
nment so that this institution can function properly, eff
ectively, efficiently and according to the mandate and will
of the people. So Sir, the Governmett should have some
sort of alternative  arrangement. ~ Now . about the
synchronising. There are very large number of Gaon
Panchayats. hundreds of Gaon panchayats besides Mahakuma
parishads are in chaotic condition. Apart from that from
the past experience 1t was found ' that due to delayed
election of some panchayts, these panchayats could not take
part in the formation of the Mahakuma Parishad. Virtually
they were deprived of the legitimate right in the forma-
tion of the Mahakuma parishads. - So it is necessary to
bring about uniformity apart from administrative conveni-
ence, convenience from the point of hoiding election,
convenience from the point of expenditure in holding election,
There should be harmonious and synchronising effect there on.
Sir, as regards posting of some executive officers, I have
heard some honourable members criticising the bureaucracy.
We do neot want that everything should be handed over
to the officers. Certainly thisis not the intention of the
Government. It is also not the policy of the Goverp-
ment that the Gaon panchayats should under the officers,
then there was no necessity of the officers to run from Dispur,
It is the sole intention of the Government to hold the
election on the earliest possible time and in the interim
period according to the interest of the Gaon panchayats
the extention may be necessary and in exigencies and conting-
encies torun the administration in panchayat the question
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Shri Giasuddin Ahmed :— Sir, I think there should be
some time limit. Rl 1)

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Mr. Speaker:— I think already there has beem  suffi-

cient discussion on the subject and the Minister may now
Teply. ! :

(Voices from all sides.)

Shri Dewan Jainal Abedin:- Mr. Speaker, sir, I would
fike to make a few observations against the bill, ie. the
Assam Panchayat Raj (Sixth Amendment) bill, 1978, that

has been placed before the House. Sir, sufficient discussi- -

ons have been made by seneral Hon’ble Members of
this House. Sir, Mahakuma parishads and other Panchayat
Raj Organisations are democratically elected bodies and
the norms of democracy demand that apy democractid body
that is elected by the votes of the people should never
exceed the term of office for which such body is elected
by the people. Sir, we have seen in the past how bitter.
was the result for extending the term of office of the
duly elected panchayat bodics by the prévious congress
regime. Now, sir, it would havé been very proper if the
Mahakuma parishads which have a term of 4 years would
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not have exceeded even by a single day. Of course, sir,
the reality sometimes demands certain exceptions . But, sir, 1n
ihe case of our State we have seen that the situation was a bit
diffcrent. It would have been proper if the Janata Govt,
after the expiry of the present term of the office of the
Mahakuma Pacishads, would have held the election for the.
benefits of the people. Of course, sir, for some progressive
acts like the inclusion of tea garden areas Janata Govt.
had to make some delay and this was no-doubt unavoidable.
But, sir, cven then the Govt. could have held the elections
by mow and it would have been possible to hold the election
within a short period of time. Sir, some of the Hon’ble
Members of this House have comparcd our situation with
that of the West Bengal. But [ think this analogy is not
suitable here as the West Bengal Govt. got sufficient time
to hold the election. Even then, I believe, the elections
could have been held earlier. Now, sir, when therc was a
propesal to hold the election by the end of June, then
there was a series of protest against it. I think it is reasonable .
because in Assam elections cannot be held in the month
of June because this is the time when flood occurs almost
every year in our State. Sir, the Hon’ble Members are
now attending the - Assembly Session but their constituencies
are affected by Floods. I think all the Hon’ble Members are cager
to visit their constituencies So, sir, there was a barruge [ protest,
from different groups for holding the election in the month
of June. This is an objective reality and the extension of
time under such situation is reasonable and I am not objecting
to it. But, sir, on principle I am opposing the eXtension
for a period ‘exceeding three months at a time subject to a
maximum period of one year or to make any alternative

arrangement after the :‘expiry of the term for the purpose
of carrying out the functions of the Goan Panchayats til]

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the constitution of new Goan Panchayats’. It has been stated
in Clause (3) of the bill. Sir, 1 do not find any reason
why one year is necessary. It could have been less than
one year. Then, sir, asit has been statcd in the latter part
of the said clause it is stated that an alternative arrangement
can be made for carrying out the functions of the Goan
Panchayats till the constitution of new Goan Panchayais.
I think this portion is ambiguous as many Hon’ble
Members have also expressed their apprehension to this
portion of the clause. They are quite reasonable because
it has not been spelt out clearly what is that alternative
arrancement ? This alternative zu'rangcm.cnt may mean some
rule by some Executive Officers, or by some party men of
Janata members. Sir, we have seen that already sume party
men are getting into the picture. Well, this thing will not

be very much desirable for democratic institution. Without .

getting elected by the votes of the people, people should
80 to the democratic bedy. Now, these appichensions
are there and some assurances ndy be given on the floor
of the House thar there sh.uld notbe any misuse of this
term. We have seen by our own expenience that when
MISA was introduced there wasan assurance on the floor
: of the Parliament that MISA would not be utilized for any
political purpose against any political opponent by . the
erstwhile Congress Govt. But what we have seen 7' We have
seen this Act has all along been utilized for political purposes
against political opponent by the Congress Government. So,
these apprehensions are there. Therefore, we also apprehend that
this clause, this portion of 1he clause, might also be misused.
f:‘OW Sir, there is another thing, as per earlier part’ of
the clause there is a time limit for a maximum  of one
year but in the latter part of the alternative there is no

time limit. Thire is no mention [ about 1it. thther it .
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would be 3 months or one year or even a decade. It has
not been mentioned at all. I would like to record on behalf
of ny Party my opposition to this portion of the clause and
would iike to opine that if this portion of the clause is
not del:ted we will oppose the Bill. Thank you, Sir.
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Mr. Speaker :— ¥ pnow put the. motion.
Bill, 1978 be taken into consideration.
