SHRI BANESWAR SAIKIA : Mr. Speaker, Sir, We have moved Cut
M otions, and in support of the Cut Motions we bave to say - some-
thing. If weare not allowed to speak our Motions will fail. So, Sir,
those who have moved the Cut Motions should be given enough time
to justify: moying the Cut Motions. : %

Sir, I want to make a few observations in support of - the Cut
Motions moved in relation to ‘Vote on Accountson P. W.D., I would
speak purel y on policy matters. - Sir, the Janata Government have
announ ced its policy of making a sharp departure from the past. But
in the budget I do mot find any smell of it. When the purpose of
puqlic expenditure is to inorease the purchasing power of the people,
nat urally the outlays for such public expenditure are like : development
of reads, buildings, bridges etc. In this way Government money is
channalised to the public and thereby the purchasing power of the
common man is sought to be increased. That was what it was visus
alised in the past 2nd, 3rd, 4th and the 5th plan. This policy is-

- accepted and approved by the Capitalist system. Sir, bulk of the money
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is being speat on developmental heads and on capital outlays. This
money is supposed to be distributed amongst the common people
through different activities thereby ‘mobilising the whole people for de-
velopmental activities, The procedure: adopted by the present Govern-
ment does not fulfil that criteria of increasing the purchasing power
of the commen people. The existing -procedure is that work is allowed
to particular contractors and particular individuals and thereby allowing
these particular individuals to ‘grab as much money as possible in
collusion with particular persons in authority, These are the persons
who are constructing palatial buildings at the cost of the P W. D,
Hardly 40% is spent in real capital outlay expenditure and the et
g0 to the pockets of some individuals who take the contracts and also
those who give the contract and in between them share the remaining
609, of the money. If Re. 800 crores is estimated on developmental
heads, Rs. 200 crores will go to the pockets of thesc share-holders.
These procedure has got to be stopped, and if peoples' participation {s
enlisted there would be increase in the purchasing power of the common
people. But it is not so today. I hopethe present Janata Government
would look “into this aspect and help raising the purchasing power of
the common people. Sir, it is said that the present .per  capfta in-
come of the people is Rs. 800. But if we' go to the villages we find
that the, village people hardly ‘earn Rs. 100/120. The bulk of the
P.W.D. mony goes to the pockets of the contractors and some persons in
authority. Here is a glaring example of mismanagement by the Department .
Last March a bridge was dismantalled for repair and on that account an
estimato was prepared for Rs. 78,010/~ Thie estimate has again heenincrea-
sed to Rs. 1.20 lakhs, It geems that the whole expenditure is doubled—
may be the major amount out of this is going to the pokets .of a
few individuals. Perhaps the estimate has been increased to meet the
-regirements of the sharcholders and contractors. - I am referring to
the bridge at Bordua. Sir, it scems that a thorough overhauling  of
the * administration is required as oorruption has entered in to the very
marrow of this Deptt. which has earned a bed . reputatione during
the last 30 years. Will the Govt. take proper steps to stop the officers
from doing such things. They are gccustomed to such things and there-
fore, it would be very difficult to root it out, I am also conscious
of it. We are committed to encourage the educated youths for taking
Up contractos and other works of the Goyt. But these  youths
are not getting any contracts because they are not habituated to off
Ting tips to the officers. Whenever these youngmen approach the offi
cers for contracts they are misbehaved and harrassed. In the month
of March last, there was an incident which took place in Nowgong,
P.W.D. (East) Division. One such unemployed graduate has been given
a  comtract far a few thousandg of rupecs. He has
completed the work and  submitted the  bill. The bill was
passed but at the time of final payment he was demanded
Rs. 100/- by . someone in that office and it was made
clear that ~ unless and until the payment is made the
file will not move From this to that table, The youngman refysed

to do so and lodged a complaint to the Executive Engineer, but. as.

I knew no step/has been  taken on that. In certain  offices
people arc allowed to continue more than 10 years or so and these
people are sucking the blood of the people. By these type of actions

)
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they are discouraging the educated youths to take to such works. Should
this Govt. also allow  these  things to continuet I would suggest
that some drastic steps should be takento stop at “hese things-.

- Shri Dulal C. Baruah {Minister): What is the name of that youngman ?

Shri Baneswar Saikia : Shri Dharma Kanta Barua. His "bills are
yet to be paid accounting to Rs. 10,000 or so. Perhaps he has lodged
a complaini with in the Govt. In last March, I have requested the
minister for certain works and a proposal was sent and the matter was
taken up with Superintending ~Engincer, but the officers below the S.E.
did not comply with those instructions. On 4th of May, I met the
Superintending Engineer in a meeting and discussed further about
it. The Superintending Engineer asked the Executive Engineer
and also  the S.D.O. Specifically to submit a proposal,
but.  the  Esxecutive  Engineer did not submit it. The
Superintending Bngineer, personally telephoned to theS.D.O., Techoi-
cal who was noi found there in the office, 'and then the Second S.D.O. was
contacted and asked to go personally to thdt office. The S.D.O could
not trace out the file in that office. The Superintending Engineer
asked the S D. O. whether he received any advice from the Exccusive-
ingineer on this issue he denied to have received anv. In fact the
file" was sent from the Secrerariat being marked as’—Top Priority. This
is the position. Should these things be allowed to contine 2 1 woulds
urge upon the Govt. to make the Govt. ofﬁc_lafs understand = that
they should perform their duties as sacred publicduty. If they have
any grievance, they should take it up with Govt. about increase of
their pay and allowances. The present practice of  giving contracts
to individuals should be changed. Also Govt.__should try to enlist
participation of the rural people to such works il they are to be raised
to a minimum standard. Sir, this year also we aregcing to have several
croress of rupees as capital outlay. Should these money also go to the
pockets of the big contractors ? [ want to be specific on ihis issue.
The Govt. .must see that  the  money should see that _ihe
some work is actually done. With these Sir, I resume my seat.

Shri Santi Ranjan Das Gupta : I have got a point of information
Here, 1 find 28 members bhave submitted cutmotion and there are cer-
tain members in this side also.
