Oa receipt of
that informati>n, the Special Officer, Supply, accomp-
anied by the Superintendent of Supply, Gauhati, and
one Inspector of Suapply went to the spot and round
520 bags of cemont stored in a godown. After that
the Special Officer telephoned the Dzputy Commissioner.
Kawmrup, as to what to do with the cement and the
Deputy Commissioner, Kamrup, instructted the gpecial
Oficer, Supply, to ceize the same. When he was just
preparing the seizare liest at that time that very big
merchant of Gauhati, who was not there at that time
arrivéd_ there and he challenged the authority of the
Special Offi er to seize the cement and then there was
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exchange of hot wards.  Subsequently, the Iabourers

and other people who were working under this merch-
ant gherowed these officer and kept them confined
there up to 2a. m. During this period they were
. kept in confinement and tbey were forced to put their
signature on blank papers that the quantity was pot
320 bags but less then that and some other signatures
were also taken on someother papersand it iz all eged
that they were also assaulted. Anyway, Sir, during
this period the whole quantity of cement was removed
by Trucks.'* Then sir, they were released_ at 2 a.m,
at night. On 4th morning he lodged a complaint at
~ Gauhati Police Station and a case was registered and
the next day. this big merchent was arrested; But he
was not put into ‘the jail, but sent to the Medical
College on the certificate of a qualified doctor that

he ‘was sufiering from blood-pressure und thereafter he
was - released on  bail. So, ‘sir, -this is the incident,
Now, the point is that  while the officers on duty, if
They are attacked like this, then thejr morality will
broken and the law and order situation ~ will be in
jeopardy.

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thit thought the Police arrested this merchant but he
was not put in jail, He was taken to the Medical
College Hospital on the advice given by the Doctor
aad thereafter he was released on bail, Sir. this is
a. judicial matter and \;ve have no harid is it, I- this
connect on,. sir, I will ask the Low Minister to see as
to whether there isany Jegal proviation under which
"we may take some action againest such case. These
are the peopie- who are creating such sorts of things

everywhere.

We shall exauine this maiter and ses what dra-
stic steps” or aleotion can be taken against such kind
of people so that in future they do not dare to obss
truct the Government officers in discharging their
