In this connection, I would refer to the case of our
present Minister of State, Education Mr. Ramani Barman
who was in jail for 19 months and during his impri-
sonment his father expired, but he was not even given
the parole for a day to cremate his father. He was
taken back from the cremation ground with wst clothes.
Again Sir, I would refer to the case of Bodos
of the year 1974. 1 do not like to go into the details
of it. But I place this little document before the
House as to how our girls were treaied, their bossoms
were made bare and the boys were beaten and blood
came out from their bodies. I. demand that a thorough
enquiry should be made on the incidents of 1974. I
also demand that 17 persons who were killed for deman-
ding their rights to live in India as good citizens
should be comgpensated. And Fersonally I would like
briefly to state that in Darrang dustrict hienious crimes
are going on. In Boroi river on 20th May a small
boy was found without head. This was reported by no
less than a person like Mr. Ram Sarma and he per-
sonally informed the S. P. But the S P. instead of going
for an enquiry had gone to the Bubogalow of Behali
Tea Estate and spest his time with the Manager there.
Similarly a decoity was there on 14 th June at a place
called Dhopguri under Panery P. S, where father and
son were beaten but that case was not taken up by
the police outpost. When they came at about 2.30 at
night one policeman with underwear came out which
shows that no policeman was on duty there. There
are many other instances of policemen not attending

~ their duties, During the course of past few months
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there were 3 attempts of decoities in my constituency,
one was at Dhalkata, Under Panery P.S, anether at
Dakhin Kuyabi!, under Kalaigaon P.S, where people

are still recovering from their cut wounds and the third .

was at a village called Dhopguri. I also gathered that
the O.C. of the out post has some connections with the
underworll and instead of arresting the undesirable
clements he receives some sort of a prize from these
underworld characters. With these Sir, I conclude my
speech. This is for recording my statement in the
proceedings of the House only. With these, I request

that the cut motions skould be withdrawn and grants to
te approved Thank you Sir.

Mr. Speaker :—Mr. Abdul Latif may speak for two
minutes if he waats,
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Shri Fakhrul Islam — Mr. Speaker, Sir, At the out
set I wish to thaak you for giving me a chance so
also to the Hon’ble Chief Minister for allowing me
to> speak something on this Demand. There has been
detiiled discussion resarding the performance of the
Police in the State and there is little chane to speak
or deliver long lecture on the Subject. But, Sir, there
are some pertiseat points which 1 would like to di-
scuss here at the fag ead of the discussion is that
from the various specches delivered by large number of
Hon, members belonging to various political parties, it
has coms out that reform of the police Administration
in this State is long overdue and the police system which
has been developed during the British regime must be
changed to serve the need of the people Police should
not be an instrument of terror among the people rather
Police should serve genuine needs of the society to
maintain peace and tranquility, law and order, integrity
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and harmony of the society in a particular State. From
the speaches of the hon.members of this house it has
been amply demonstrated that the police in our state

‘has failed to perform their duties properly. They in-

stead of serving seme social purpose, the police has
become an instrument of oppression in the hands of
miss.guided ruler under the British system of admini-
stration so also during the congress regime.

And I hope that our Janata Government which
has come to power very recently will take note of it
and will be able to make the police system in the
manner in which they are to be guided properly to
serve the people. Sir, it has also been pointed out that
the pclice force which are not doing their duty in the
manner de.ired of by the society requie some benifits
te be given to them in the lower level. It has been
pointed out that the police in upper strata are enjoying
the benefits of which the police in the lower strata are
deprived. Sir, the police 'in the lower strata are to
provided with basic amenities of life so that they do
not exhibit any tendency of becoming corrupt, because
these people being in the lower strata they are tempted

. to become corrupt because ofnot getting their

basic needs and amenities of their lives, This point is
to be noted by the Government. Sir, as there is not
sufficient time, ! shall be brief here. Sir it has been
pointed out by various hon. members that in our State
the Police js one-sided in dealing with a particular
community. Here, since 1960 in the name of evicting
or deporting® Banga Desh nalionals or erstwhile
Pakistanis nationals, the police are doing  partial
job, and they are, in order to satisfy their personal
whims and grudge towards a particular community, doing
things which are not only against the law but against
the Constitution and against the fundamental human
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rights which are enunciated in the UNO. In no country
of the world, a man cam be arrested and taken to the
police station at dead of night and sent outto a for-
eign country. Sir, even if the Chief Minister 1s ta-ken
away at dead of night and heis seat away toadlﬁ"_a—
rent country, he connot at that time prove that he 1s
the Chief Minister of Assam.

Sir, eviction of these people in the mname of
Bangla Desh people is not only a crime against our
law but it is also a crime against our Constitution
and against humanity, and so it should be checked.
If there isa reasonable suspicion to consider a man
Bangla Desh national, he should be given a proper
chance to defend himself in a court of law; but without
refering him to court, how a man can be arrested
at dead of night and sent out to a different country.
Many hon. members of this House has driwn the
attention of the Government that the police are doing
misdeeds all over the State «nd these misdeeds are
to be checked. Sir, one thing is to be pointsd out
that some Newspapers are responsible fer this no
doubt, After 1960, we have seen big headlines coming
out in Calcutta news Papers, and Calcutta papers have
become, as if the mother’s sister of this state and
their interest in evicting Bangla Desh and Pakistani nati-
onals are there, no doubt, but these papers, they are
having their agencies here and these pupers are
maanipulating these things. of course, the papers are
at liberty to publish right news, but if they misguide
and create disharmoay, they are also commiting crime
against the humanity. These papers have no right to
spread what is called false naws amongst the people
and create disharmony and misguide the people. the

Jast but not the least important point would like to
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point out is - Jcan say it very much boldly that
Jam not less patriotic than any other members of
the House, but it should be pointed out clearly that
in the matter of recruitment ia the police deptt.
minority community has been negl.cted all throughout
the Congress rezime and in ths Congres: regime
there is one particilar top person in the police
system in Assam, but there is not even 19, of
personel ia ths lower strita of Polic: belonging to
the minority commupiiv and perhaps, there is not even
0.01% in the Special Branch. And so in the Special
Branch, the minoritics have bescome untouchables. In
my own district, where about 40% of people belong to
minority community, not a singls person from
this minority comunity has been appointed in the S.B.
branch of police, lcan tel you that even sometimes
these SSB people. they do not like to speak to the
minority people direectly. I have got this experience
because I was a college teacher and I served for
long in the college A clerk who was similar to a
student of my college, he was serving in the SSB
branch and inspite of the fact that a DSP has asked for
my antecedents znd ch:racter roll, the said antecedeants
and character rolls could not be forwarded f. r 6 moaths,
of course, it was done after 6 months. This is only
ecause I am a man f-om the minority comunity t hat
my antecedants and character roll was delayed although
I an a bonafide citizen.

Because my antccedants and character rolls were
delayed by the polic: in the SSB Braneh, I los: a
hugs amount of money in my Provident Fund. There
is hardly any minority people in the SB branch in
the whole constabulary and for this they have not
besen able to win the confidence of the minority
people. Sir, the police system should be balanced
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both geographically and community wise ; but if 1t
is not balanced, it cannot win the confidence f?f
the society and confidence of these people and 1t
cannot serveto create harmony in society, Sir, these
points should be taken. As there are other hon-
members waiting to take part in the discussion, I do
not like to take much - time of the House, I conclude
“here with the hope that the Govt wi]] see that
police force sould be balanced both geographica-
-ily and community — wise, [ mean that a]] sections
of the people should be represented here, otherwise.

they would not be able to win the cenfidence of the
people.
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Shri Baneswar Saikia—Sir, I want to make a few ebser-
vations on the police budget. 1am one of the movers
of the cut motion that the whole amount of the grant
be reduced to Re. 1/-, because the present policy is the
continuation of the policy pursued by the foreigners.
Sir, in the pre independeace days police was an ins-
trument of coersion and after the independence, We
find that the same policy is being pursued and as such
police is not being used to keep p=ace at home ;
police is no longer keeper of peace, but it is the brea-
ker of peace, Sir, 30 years of our life after indepen-
dence shows that the entire social fabric has been
vitiated by the arbitrary behaviour of police. Police
has been us:d for the purpose of keeping the ruling
party in pcwer. Itis no lenger keeper of peace, but
only to maintain and cerve the purpose of political
POWCT of a group of people Such an instrument can
< lonzer be allowed to-continue, under the new regime.
Sir, in pre-independence days the police was used to
coghcs _the reople and they spent half of the revenue
for maitaining the police force. Before independence
we find we had 89 lakas i.e. 9 million people in our
State.. .We had budget of 85 lakhs., Now Sir, we have
18 million people and the previous budgetcd amount
of Rs.95 lakhs has gone up to 20 crores and odd.
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This multinlication of expenditure for keeping a peace
breaking force is not justifiable where 74% of people
in our State are groaning uader poverty. If the Gove-
rnmeat do not com: out with a policy to use the
police force to maintiin pz2ace at home aad on the
streets, we the legislators are not given the right by
the people to vote money for such peace breaking force.
Sir, my experience is that the police is never work-
ing in the interest of the people, but they work for
the interest of a particular group of people right from
the capitalist dowa to the vestsd interests. In 1967 at
Nowgang people were crying for focd they were
replied with lathis and bullets. The same thing con-
tinuel in the regime of those who are sitting here to
my right to Keep them in power. This policy must
be ended. Only then the spending of money can be
justifizd for mainteaance of the police force.

to Assam. There after the Director of Health Services,
Assam made arrangements to procure A.R.V, from
the Central Resecarch Institute. Kasauli, the Pasteur
Iostitute Calcutta and the Heffkine Bio~Pharmaceutical
Corporation, Bombay. The supplies, however, were not
very regular from the Central Research Institute, Kasauli
and the Pasteur Institute, Calcutta. The Director of
Health Services, therefore, arranged for regular sup-
plies from the Haffkine Bio-Pharmaceutical Corporation,
Bombay. Unfortunately in the moath of October, 1977
the Haffkine Bio-Pharmaceutical Corporation, Bombay
intimated their inability to execute our order due to
some technical difficulties and advised the Directorate
t0 procure A. R. V. from other sources, namely, the
Pasteur Instiute Shillong, the Pasteur Institute, Calcutta,
Central Research Institute kasauli, vaccine Institute,
Baroda, the State vaccine Institute Uttar Pradesh, Gove-
roment vaccine Institute, Ranchi and Public Health
Iastitute, Kerala.
