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Now B8ir, in this context I just want to deal with only few
basic issues. In the Governor's Address firstly we do not find ?ny
reference to the change that has been brought about by the as(;.
general election to the Assam Legislative Assembly. Nor do we ﬁn_
proper appreiation of the event that has brought palpable change u}
the mind of the people of the State who fought for restoration Of
democracy for the first time afier 31 years misrule. The |eople }?
the State of Assam gave a clear verdict against the misrule of the
Congress Parly ( applause ) and afier this clear. verdict of the
people this new Janata Government has becn installed and our Party
(R.C.P.I) has pledged its support to the new Government so long It
carries the will of the peopls But Sir, one thing I ﬁ‘.ld with
surprise that there is no ref:rence in the Address regarding any
enquiry or measures to be taken into the misdeeds and mischiefs
done to the Nation during the long years by the previous Government.
That should have besn there and an enquiry should be lpstltuted,
on the line as has been done in some other States, to go into the
misdezds and mischiefs done by the previous regime, more 80, during
the emeigency. Sir, during the last 31 years the national wealth has
been squandered and our forests have been denuded jeopardising the
whole people of the State and polluting the entire atmosphere.
These mischicf makers must be punished. Sir, the people have given
the clear verdict in the last poll against the congriss rule mnot- that
they love us and dislike them, what they want is that the guilty
persons should be punished and brought to book, they ShC_)uld not be
allowed to go scot-free and if those wrong ‘doers and gmlty persons
go scot frec what our posterity will say? our posterity will not
spare us. That is why I am just adding this point that an enquiry
must be instituted, so that our posterity cannot blame U8 and we
mus: take caution in time.

8ir, I now come to certain points in the Governor’s address. Sir
there is a referenc: to the question of State Government employees,
strike and that they threatened the law and order situation. Sir, I
find it suprising. How they created a law and order problem ? It is
not the Government employces but the Government itself, the ruler
themselves, created the problemn by shifting from their own words
and that did not find place in the Governor's address. Now many
employecs have been victimised and they have not been restored to
their proper position and this they, the Congress leaders have not the guts
to admit it. So Sir I am just referring to a few points which have
been left out from the Governor’s address.

Sir, For the first time that the people have given a clear verdict
against the misdeeds of the Congress Government, on 25th February
1978. Everything should be properly examined and they should be
tried. You know, Sir, how they have misused the power. In 1975,
by using the strong arm of emergency they have thrown out two
lady college teachers from employment one is Miss Ranjita Bhatta—
cherjee and other is this Gayotri Ray, they have not been reinstated
till today. Nowhere in the country lady teachers of educational institu-
tions were victimised and I think the entire regime of the Congress
ag been tapnished by such actions of the previous Congress Govern-
ment. Sir, this ought to have found place in the Governor‘s address
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Now, the other general questions—the g@neral economic situa iono
Sir, it is very regrettable that our economy has deteriorated ; it has
gone to the dogs. Price is rising like anything. P.ople are not cven
getting two morsels of food. Large number of people are starving.
Last year our crop was not very good and even at the present
moment, just in the month of March, you will find large number of
people in the villages do not have their food. There is no job for the rural
poor population beciuse last year the crop was very bod and no
proper measures are enviaged to be taken. Sir, a reference was made
that we have spent crores of rupees which was granted by the Centre,
I think it was used for political purpose and those who just served
the ends of the ruling party, got the bencfit and the real sufferers
did not get anything. That was what had happend. . 10 (tcn) thousand
tonnes of foodgraine which were sent from Delhi as food for work
that was also not properly utilised andt har was utilised only for
political purpose and this should have found some reference. Although
financial grant is therc and that have been mentioned how this wag
utilised have not becn mentioned.

Now, Sir, anothcr point I would like to emphasise—the food
position. What is the latest position of food production that has not
found place. That should have been also, there. They have spent
crores of rupees on so called agricultural development. What is the
result of that spending of millions and millions of rupees from the
publi_c encheaquer ? That should have been there. QOur State is a
deficit State and we haveto import food even at this time of the
year—March. 1 think one lakh tonnes of foodgraines are coming from
Hariyana to deplete the surplus stock of this S ate, not to replete. They
say that‘ we have enough and we have produced enough and we have
spent millions for the improvement of agriculture and that is what
it is the result of our tremendous agricultural development. Immedi-
ately we are to buy one lakh tonnes of foodgraines from Haryana
in the month of March, that is what it is. So, there should b: a
thorough probe, We have also a lot of taxes and every person is
paying not less than 50 rupees as tax to the State Government but
where the money has gone ? That should also have found place in
the Governor’s address. This should be cxamined and a thorough

probe should be made. Sir, es i : limited )
go through all the details. LyEhmey is = yebyssimitec sl wilo ot

Now, Sir, the question of land revenue. It is good that payment
of land revenue of those who are in posscssion of 10 bighas of land
have been exempted. This is a good proposition but at the ame time
the main question of land reform also should have been included
there. The land reform must be carried on. It cannot be left out
neither it can be by-pasgsed. This is a very critical problem. If we
want to make improvement of the lot of the common people we must
do it first. We admit that our economy is agriculture bused economy
so without making adequate land reform we cannot improve the eco-
nomic condition of the people. Sir, the measures taken by the pre-
ceeding Government were not good-they have thrown large number
of adhiars out of land by announcing the so called implemantation
of Adhiars Act or Tenancy Act which protected only the landlords.
They made to suffer the real tillers of land and their promise for

b A
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giving land to the landless were all false. This .is all in papers only
and that is why our econemy is staggering. It is still lagging far
bchind other states. If adequate steps for land reforms were taken
our food production could be doubled. T think the Janata Government
would take a note of it and must not follow the path of our
predcessors. This new Government the Janata Government must not
follow the same path and they must make a sharp departure and only
!hen I think they will be able to do good if they have the good
intentions. I think this should have been there in the Governor’s
address. There is no reference of achievement in irrigation. Sir, I do
not find -any such reference in Governor’s address. Though the Govern-
ment have spent lot of money for irrigation but our agriculturists do
not derive any benefits. Sir, if we go to Hojai, then we find
Government have spent crores of rupees to provide for the irrigation
facilities there. Nearly, 5 to 10 crores have been spent during the
last 10 to 12 years. But our people have not derived any benefit.
Constructions are therc in the fields and in the defferent parts of the
districts. The agriculturists are deriving little benefit. Sir, in fact the entire
moncy is wasted. There is no concerted effort for the real progress
of irrigation. Therefore, sir, attempts should be made to improve the
existing state of affaris. Than, sir, we find that several schemes have
been drawn up by the previous Government just to get money from
the World Bank. But actually, no improvement has been taken place.
Previously our total agricultural production was about 2 million toms.
But now hardly it comes to 2'2 million tons. Truly speaking, food-
production in our State has gone down considerably. So, is the con-
dition of jute production. Now-a-days we import everything from out-
side the State. This is the state of affairs of our economy. Then,
Sir, regarding the flood control works Govrnment have constructed
dykes. But no flood could be resisted. Flood-protections works do
not show any tangible result. Now, we find that our soil becomes
less ferti'e than before. Then, sir, I would like to mention a few more -
point about the forest department. 1t is mentioed that Forest department
is going to plant teak wood. But what about the sal wood ? Sir,
there is no reference about the forest scandal in Governor’s address.
We have heard a lot about it and in this connection many people
were transterred by the adminis‘ration from here to there. Many
honest officers were chastised as they did not submit to the illegal
directions of the ministers. T would like to know f.om lhe Government about
the whole affairs of this scandal. Those persons who are involved in
it, cannot go scot free. These criminals should be brought to book
and they should be punished. I think the new Government will de-
finitely take steps to bring them into book. The new Government
have spell out their policies regarding the tvition fees of students upto
the standard of Class X. Sir, this is good and that a right step. We appreciat
it. But, sir, at the sametime I would like to know from the Government
what steps they are going to take about the Venture Schools, That
is not yet announced. I think the Government should come out with
a clear cut policy about those Venture Schools. Sir, about 20 to 25%
of Schoo!-going population are studing in the wventure schools which
are private Schools. I want to know what about their fate ?  Sir,
before making any such announcement of relief, Government should
have atleast taken into consideration the bProgramme of compulsory and
universal primary educatjon. During the Jast 30 years of Congress
rule, they could not make any progress in this direction. Our Con-
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stitution bas also enshrined that within 15 vyears, illiteracy will be
removed. But nothing tangible has so far comc out in this direction.
So, sir, the new Government should take definite step in this direction.
If we cannot make the people literate cven after thirty years of
independence, how can we expect that our country wil progress faster
like  western countries. Sir, in our Statc nearly 309, people are literat:
and remaining 70% are illiterate.  Keeping the majority of the people
illiterate, how can you make progress ? Therefore, sir, unless we take
steps for eompulsory and universal primary education, we sh:ll not be
in a position to develop in the real sense. Then, sir, I would ike to mention
about the industries. In this conneciion [ wou!d like to mention that
the new Government should change the attitude in respect of indus-
trial development in the State. Sir, it is good that the Government
have decided to give new thoughts in this direction. I think this
Government will try to recort to old laissez-faire policy theoly.
