Re : Appointment of Government Advocates
Shri GOL -CK RAJBANSHI asked :
*2. Will the Minister, Judicial be pleased to state—

The Principle adopted by Government in appointing Government
Advocates in different Courts in the State ?

Shri KESHAB CHANDRA GOGOI (Minister. Judicial) replied:
2. The following principles are adopted :—

.- Public Proscscutor for ths Gauhati High Court :--Appointment
is made by the State Government in consultation with the Gauhati
High Court. A person shall only be eligible to be appointed as a
public Prosecutor if he has been in practice as an advocate for not
less than seven years.
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- 2.—The Senior and Junior Government Advocates of the Gauhati
High Court :—Apointment is made by Statc Government in cOnsu-
ltation with the legal Remembrancer, generally, the Public Prosecurtor
in the High Court 18 appointed alsoas a Senior Government Advocate.

3.—Panel Advo-tes of Gauhati High Court :—The State Govern-
ment also constitute a panel of lawyers in consultation with the Senior
Government Advocate who shall act on behaf of the Government in
cases transferred to them by the Senior Government Advocate.

4.__The Government pleaders and Assistant Governm-nt pleadern
in the District and Sub-Divisional Head Quarters :—The apnointment
are made by the State Government after obtaining a panel of names of ag
many pleaders as are considered qualified for the appointment to be sub-
mitted by the D. C. in corsultation with the Distrct and Sessions Judge.

5. The public Prosecutors and Additional Public Prosecutors in the
District and Subdivisional Headquarter :—

The appointments are made by the State Government afier Obtain
ing 2 parel of names of pecreons who are considered fit to be appointed to
be submitred by the Disirict Magistrate in consultation with the Session
Judge. A persons shall be eligible to be appointed as a Public Prose-
cutor or an edditional Public Prosecutor if he has been .in prectice
as an advocate for not less than scven ycars. These requirment have

been provided by Section 24. Cr. P. C. 1973.

6. Assistant Public Prosccutors in the District and Subdivisional
Headquarters :—

The appointments are made by the State Government after obtain-
ing panel of names of pleaders suitable for appoirment from Deputy
Commissioner to be submitted in consultation with the Chief Judicial
Magistrate and from the Subdivisional Officer to be submitted in
consultation with the Sub-Divisional Judicial Magistrate for appointment
of Assistant Public Prosezutors in the District and Subdivisional Head-

quarters respectively.

It may be stated that Section 25 Cr. P.C., 1973 requires het
State Government to appoint Assistant public Prosecutors for conduct-
ing prosecution in the Courts of Magistrates.

Shri GOLOK RAJBANSHI What is the term of such appoint-
ment ?

Shri KESHAB CHANDRA GOGOI (Minister) It is made for
one year and it is extended upio 3 years. :

Shri GOLOK RAJBANSHI: Whether the same persons can be
appointed if there is no adverse report against such persons ?

_Shri KESHAB CHANDRA GOGOI (Minister) : For that purpose
their names must apyrear in the panel submitted by the Deputy Commis-
sioners or the Subdivisionil Officers as the came may be. If their
names are not in the panel they cannot be appointed.
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Shri GOLOK. RAJBANSHI : If their names are included in the
panel whether the same persons can be appointed ?

Shri KESHAB CHANDRA GOGOI (Minister) : Yes, if therc is
no adverse remark against them.

Shri NOORUL HUDA : Mr. Speaker, Sir, does the Government
know that the quantum of remuneration paid to the Public Prosecutors
in the District Courts were fixed about 25 years ago and the rate is
only Rs. 25/ a day ? I would further like to know whether the Govern-
ment has  received any representation  from the District
Bar Association in this respect and whether the Government has recently
fixed Rs. 60/ as daily remurcration for Government Advocates and
whether the Government would fix the same rate for the Public
Prosecutors also ?

Shri KESHAB CHANDRA GOGOI (Minis'er) : Public Prosecutors
and Assistant Pub'ic Prosecutors were paid @ Rs. 40/ per day. It was
Rs. 25/ lorg back to the panel of Advocates, But the panel of Advo-
cates in the districts are no longer there because we have appointed
Additional Public Prosecutors and Assistant Public Prosecutors.

Recently Government took decision and with effect from Ist of April,
1978 the Public Prosecutors are drawing @Rs. 60/ per day and we are
also conmsidering to increase the rate for the Assistant Public Prosecutors.

S_hri NOORUL HUDA : Whether the Public Prosccutors are now
drawing @ Rs. 60/- per day?

Shri KESHAB CHANDRA GOGOI ( Minister ) : Yes, with effect
from lst April. 1978 they are drawing @ Rs. 60/- per day.

Re: Inclusion of Tea Garden Workers in the List of Scheduled
Tribes

Shri GOLOK RAJBANSHI asked :

*9. Will the Minister, Welfare of Backward Classes be pleased to
state—

(a) Whether ther is any decision taken by Government to move
the Government of India to change the list of Scheduled tribes in
Assam ? :

(b) If so, whether it is fact that it has been decided to recom-

mend some Tea garden tribes to be included in the list of Scheduled
Tribes ?

Shri ROMESH MQHAN KOULTI (Minister, Welfare of Plans Tribes
& Backward Classes) replied :

9. (a) & (b)—A decision to include some tea gardan and ex-tea
gargen workers beloning to Scheduled Tribes recognised in their State
of origin way taken by the previous Government. The matter was
referred to the Government of India who have since asked for certain
clarification. The matter is being re-examined now.

Shri GOLOK RAJBANGSHI : Whether the clarifications have been
sent ?

Shri RAMESH MOHAN KOULI (Miuister) : The matter is under
the consideration of the present Government. The previous Government
recommended to the Government of India for inclusion of Gonds
Mnundas, Oraons, Santhals, Savars Pars, Parja, Bhil and K>ya commu-
nities in the list of Scheduled Tribe in Plains districts. The Govern-
ment of Indig having examined the case asked the State Government
to clarify (a) as to why the State Government which had all opposed
the inclusion of these tribes in the list of Scheduled Tribes has now :
changed their stand, and (B) as to why it has been recommended for
only the Plains districts and not the hill districts.

The earlier sand of the State Government was that these comm-
unities having migrated to Assam had lost their  character. Sccondly
they have also greatly increased their I vels of living, and, therefore
did not need any special treatment. The State Government have now
clarified that unless ihere is a sing e list of scheduled tribes for both
hills and plains, it is not possible to recognise them in the hill districts
as well.  With the change in Government in Assam the the whole
question is being reviewed and a Cibinet memorandum is under pre-
paration for full consideration.

Shri RANENDRA NATH BASUMATARI : What i the total
population involved from these tribes.
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Shri RAMESH MOHAN KOULI (Minister) : I want a separate
notice tn reply to this question.

Shri PROMODE GOGOI : When the recommendation was sent to
the Government of India by the then State Government, what were
the comments or remarks from the Government of India ?

Shri RAMESH MOHAN KOULI (Minister) : Sir, I have already
replied to this question. Govcrnment of India wanted clarification on
two points :—(a) as to why the State ‘Government which had all
along ooposed the inclusion of these tribes in the list of Scheduled
Tribes has now changed their stand, and (b) as to why it has been
recommended for only the Plains districts and not the hill districts.
The stand of the prcvious Government was that these workers having
migrated to Assam had lost their character. Secondly, they have also
greatly increascd their levels of living, and, therefore, did not need any
special treatment.

Shri GIASUDDIN AHMED: May I know whether. the present
Government propose to alter or amend the recommendation of the
then Government ?

Shri RAMESH MOHAN KOULI (Minister) : Sir, T have already
sajid that the n atter is under consideration of the present Government.

Mr, Speaker : I associate mayself with the feelings and sentiments
expressed by the leader and other members of the House on the
demige of Shri Surendra Chandra Baruah and Shri Giridhar Sarma
as well as Shri Kamal Krishna Das.

Shri Giridhar Sarma was born in 1913 at Nalbari. Shri Sarma
was a pelf-made man. By dint of his merit and determination he
obtained his higher educat.on privately and rose to the position of
prominence through his hard work. His urge for higher education had
inspired him to establish educational institution from Primary to post-
graduate status. The Arya Bidyapith College at Gauhati will keep the
memory of Shri Sarma green in everybody’s mind. Shri Sarma has
alto written a number of beoks in Assamese and Sanskrit. His notable
services and constributions to the cause of education in Assam received
wide recognition and he was elected president of the Asgam Sahitya
Sabha held at Rangia in 1973, As an educationist he earned the
admiration, affection and respect of all seotions of society. His death
has caused a great loss to the people of Assam in particular and to
the country in general. The noble son of Assam passed away on
11th May, 1978 at his Rehabari residence.

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Statesman, dated, April 7, 1978 under the cap‘ain ‘O.N.G.C. Neglect-
‘ing Eastern States’—The Oil and Natural Gas Commission has
concentrated its efforts on Bombay High but has stepped down produc-
tion in Assam, the oldest and rich onshore oil-bearing region, Despite
numberous oil and gas strikes in Assam, Naglard and Tripura, the
Commission has adopied a ‘deliberate policy of apathy and neglect’
towards exploitation of the known reserves of hydro-carbon in the eastcrn
States. Senior officials of the Commission are unhappy about the ‘low
priority’ being given to exploration and development of oil and gas
flelds in thijs region. The commission’s eastern regional office which
looks after Assam, Meghalaya and and Nagaland, has a shortage of
Scniol' managerial and technical staff. The regional head cfficeat Nazira
Assam, has been without a general manager for about a year. The
General Manager is bolh the administrative and technical head who
provides lcadcrship to the organisation. The former general manger wag
traneferred to Bombay. A junior officer has been officiating. The Chief
Englneers’ posts in the drilling, mechanical and production departments
are vacant. Some of the vest technical staff have been transferred to
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Bombay High and other prejects. The number of drilling rigs has come
down to nine from 15in 1969. There is a move fo send scme motie
rigs to other regions. In 1968-69 the drilling targct for Assm was fixed
at 114,067 metres. But 130,000 meties were diilled  The target for
1977-78 was £1,600 metres but only 62,000 metres could be drilled
till February. In the past four years large reserves of hydrocarbon
have been tound at Borholla, Amguri, Geleki, Demulgaon, Lakwa, Cha-
rali, Rudrasagar, Lakhmani and Baramura in the north-eastern States.
Some promising structures have been idensified near Nazira but these
are yet to be explored. Strong possibilities of finding oil in the Dhan-
siri valley in Assam have been indicated. Three structres-Barpathar,
Kasamarigaon and Naojan have been identified there. Mcst of the arcas
where oil or gas have been found are yet to be developed properly.
The Commission’s argument for not explointing the reserves in the noith
eastern States is, ‘‘we want to conserve the valuable resource. ‘There
is no harm if we utilise it after 30 years’’. The limited capacity of the
pipeline carrying crude from the oil fields to the Gauhati and Barauni
refineries is the main hurdle in increasing production. The capacity of
the refineries is also limited. The pipeline network, which belongs to
Oil India first carries the committed supply of crude to the two refi-
neries. The Commission utiiises the residual capacity. Even if it wants
to increase productiom the pipeline will not be able to carry the
additional quantity. There is no storage facility, The Commission has
raised its crude production in Assam Irom ‘03 million tonnes in March
1966 to 1.48 million tonnes annually. Officials say, it can be casily
increased to 5 million tons by 1983 provided additional pipelines are
laid and new refincries set up. Several million cubic metres of gas have
l?cen burnt in Assam oil fields because there are no facilities for uti-
lisation. Only six tca gardens usc gas. The Agsam State Electricity
Board will run turbines with gas.

Higher production ol crude is dependent on the Centre’s develop-
ment policy for the morth-castern States, officials said. Some semior
officials at Bombay High have developed the off-shore ones. They have
so closely identified themselves with Bombay High that they do not care
for the off-shore field. They are spending Rs.1,000 crores on the project.

When we want money for Assam they give us paltry sums. Explora-

tory drilling for the Tripura project suflered because of shortage of
technical staff. The ‘steep dips’ in the sub-surface of the Baramura
structures have resulted fn scveral drilling ‘stuckups’. The officials said
that if the project was provided with tested hands it would not have
run into serious trouble. Officials of the Commission sre dissatisfied
over the decision to drill at Jwalmukhi in Punjab and Rameshahar in
Hllmach_al Pradcs}?.. ‘We had drilled at Jawalamukhi and found nothing.
There 15 no possibility to find hydrocarbon reserves at Ramshahar. The
Qommilgmn 1s wasting several crores of rupees and the services of twe
rigs which could have been utilised in the eastern rigion™’.
