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Shri A.- F. GOLAM OSMANI, (Minister) : Mr. Speaker Sir, we
have a'r-adY sajd that full remission of this type of betierrment levy
or cess is moOt possible. Of course, whether it fr desirable or not that
will be decided by the Hon’ble members in the light of the all India
perspective. But it is true that there are difficul'ies for individual
farmers to pay the levy and it has been the experience  of earlier
days. It is scen that though irrigation potientialities are created people
do not utilise to that extent. In some areas the Department wa
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ready to supply water but people did not utilise them. So what was
the use of creating such potentilities. The earlier principlis were a
bit wrong. The ea:lier policy was, more or Icss, that the people were
to pay the cess out of their produce. But inveriably there were
limitations to the policy. ‘No money no Pani’. But the present
Govertment is conside ing it that for the firrt few years they will
not be required to pay. Wh'n they are utilising the water fully
only the - they will be r quired to pay such levy.

Sh i BANESWAR SAIKIA: May I know whether it will help
the na ional economy ?

Shri A F. GOLAM OSMANI, (Minister): As I have already
said when a person gels higher yield by using irrigated water he
wil be required to pay. Suppose when a farmer ordinarily gets 10
mounds per bigha, with irrigated water he will get additional yielda
say 15 mou:zds pcr bigha then we are induced to ask him to pay
only the price of one mound of rice out of surplus created because
the Government is spending so much of money on his land to be
irrigat=d.

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RULING BY THE SPEAKER

* Mr. SPEAKER : I have gone through the notice of breach of
privlege motion given by the hon. Member, Shri Abul Kasem against
the hon. Minister of Supply, Shri Dulal Chandra Barua, for disclosing
policy statement in a Press conference held at Tezpur on 19th May,
1978. Shri Kasem has contended that the hon. Minister by making
the policy statement that the wholesale trade in all essential commo-
dities will be carried on through STATEFED from June 1, 1978, has
committed breach of privilege of the House as the policy statement
should have been made first in the House. He has also contended
that the Minister of Supply did not inform the House about the
Government intention of taking over wholesale trade cither in his. reply
to Governor’s address or in any matter connected with the House.

I have gone through the clarifications furnished by the Minister of
Supply during the debate- of Governor’s address and I have found
that Shri Baruah hinted in his reply that it might be necessa“y to
take over wholesale trade in essential commodities through STATEFED
organisation. It is, therefore, quite clear that Shri  Barua had
indirectly hinted about the Government policy during his reply.
Bf sides when Shri Barua held the Press Conference there was no
sitting of the Assembly. I may also inform the House that when
the Minister makes a policy statement outside the House even when
the House is in session, such statement is not considered as a breach
of privilege. However, it is treated as a breach of courtsey. TIn our
Legislature also similar decision was taken when the policy stat ment
was made by Minister during the session of the Assembly. I, therefore,
hold that there is no prima facie case of breach of privilece committed
by the hon. Minister of Supply, and, accordingly, I regret my inability
to allow to raise the issue in the House. _

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Shri FAKRUL ISLAM: Mr. Deputy Speaker, Sir, while particit
pating in this debate on the general discussion ‘on the budget
presented by our Finance Minister I would like to point out that
several honourable Members from the Opposition benches have tried to
show some defects in the budget. They have particularly sought to
poin} out that this budget is a capitalist budget and it does not
reflect the aspirations of the people of the State. It may be stated
that our budget though cannot fulfil all the aspirations of the pecople
of the State is still a better one than the previous budgets presented
to this House by the earlier regime. Regarding the criticim that it
is a capital'st budget it should be noted that the economic sys'em
of our country is not a socialist one. We are passing through a
stage of economic development through a system of mixed economy,
and this has been accepted as a system of our economic s'ructure.
Bven Mr. Jyoti Basu’s ministry could nnt make a socialist budget in
West Bengal, because he had to accept the capitalist system that has
been existing in the State. So, it seems thit even the C.P. M  was
made to accept the capitalist structure. Similarly, the Janata Govern-
ment’s budget here in Assam have some features resembling capitalist
structure that has been existing in our State. One thing, 1 would
like to point out is that many of the honourable members have
pointed out that this Budget could not fulfil the aspiration of the
people. Tt should be pointed out here, that during the last 20 years
we could not fulfil meny of the a pirations of the peop'e and I am
confident tiat any one particular budget can never fulfil all the aspi-
rations of all the prople. So, the economic progr'ss of Government
deprnds on the achievements and performance of the Government in
a number of year. It depends on a continuous process or efforts of
the Governmen' and it can never fulfil the aspirations of all the
political partes existing in the country. This I am saymg from the
practical expericnces of life.

T would 'ike to point out Mr, Deputy Speaker Sir, that this
budg~t has bee: prepared by the earlier regime and it has been pre-
sented to the House by the present Government. Our Jana‘a Govern-
m-nt in the Crntre has given much more emptasis fur the rural de-
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velopment/and we are shifting the imporiance from big 1r}xﬁus rf.s ;o
small industries keeping this motive in view. If we go through t‘c
budget we shall sce that the rural sccior has besn given uimost
uaportance particularly on agriculture, irrigation and power which
will benefit the rural masses and more than 60% per cemt
of the total allotment of the budger goes to the benefit of
the rural masses. This ic a we'eome step taken by the J.nata
Government and the Janata Government has tiied to fu ﬁ_l th? as-
pirations of the people by shiftng the importance fiom big in.us-
tries to small industries and by shifting from Urban development to
rural devclopment. There are the elements the honourable members
who are criticising the Governmsnt should mark. The other thing
Is that our Government has taken up certain schemes which will
benefit she rural people. Already the ruyral masses have been ex=mp:-
ed from paying the land revenue. The school going children have
been exempted from paying fees. Not only that, the rural people
have been exempted from paying receipt fecs to the hospital which,
I think will go a long. way to the benefit of these people. This
is a great step in the right direction. Mr. Deputy Speaker Sir. I
would like to point out t,at this budget is a product of the previ-
ous Government and therefore, it should be acc.pted by all that as
the Janata Government has come to power only a few wecks ago
it .could not mould the preparation of the budget according to its
h}‘mgs- It was partly jeopardised by the impression left by the pre-
vious Government* Therefore, due to shortage of time and other fac-
tors as have been stated are the main reasons stood on its e ST
this respect. I would then like to point out that thys budget has some
great weuknesses, which should be rectified immedia ely* otherwise our
Government will suffer a simi'ar set back as was, sufforred by the
former regime. The previous Government was de hroned by the people
for not .fulﬁll_mg the wishes of the people and therefore, we must be
careful in this respect. Sir, in a developng economy, the budget is
an insirument for bringing about the u liftment of tne conditions of
the people. Now, we are all aware about the greatest enemy of
our cconomic development js ‘inflation’.  The ‘inflation’ that is pre-
vailing in the country has eaten up the lion’s share of our econo-
mic development.

Moreover, I would
like to point out that the deficit financing as has been shown
Im  our budget here is something like 10 crores of rupees,
this will not be the same because in (his budget there are several
factors whig:h will tell for themselves that deficit finance will increase
aiter sometime. Becaqse, in Centre we have found deficit financing
in different year in different Budgets. Initially, the deficit has been
shown as very low but actualiy the deficit increases because whenever
the Government gees on implementing this budget, the priceline goes
up because the implementation of the different projects require larger
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amount of money for their implementation. This deficit financing
therefore brings an inflationary situation The infla‘ion Ty situation s
aggravated, Tais, we have expeiienced during the last two decadies
And this use of deficit expenditure will largely increase in Assam-
This deficit will increase in Assam this year also, because the expen
diture estimate will not be controlled. Because this estimate cannot
be controlled for the sam= system here. There are some other addi-
tional expcnditure which are to be made by the Goveinment and this
will aggravate the deficit amount and this has already taken place
in Assam.

The Government has given increased dearness allowsnce {o the
Government scrvants. This will invice inflationa'y tcndenc es and the-
ercby aggravate the demand situation with ut any corresponding rise

in supply situati n. This deficit will increage exp nditure ard will

aggravate the price situation in th= State as w Il as in the ccuntry
and this is why Government should be very much cautious regarding
the increase in dcficit finance in verious items. Moreover, one thing,s
deficit for the State 1s to be avoided. becausc it should be noted
here that the measures which are taken for controlling the inflation,
for conirolling the adverse effects of deficit is not in the hands of
the State Government. The Stat. cannot control the infla‘ion. This
Is one of the defects in our Bndges.

Regurding the employment situation. — the emp'oyment situation
all over the counry has assumed menacing prop r.io s and in A sam
it is increasing day by day. The fi.ance Ministar in hie budg:t sp-
erch has mentionzd about this. The empl ymn: exchanges maintains
the records of the emp oyment situation in the State but the live re-
gisters of the c¢mploymen: exchanges do not rep-esent the coriec pic-
ture of the emplcyment position in our sate p ovince or in different
parts of the couniry. Because the ru al uremp'oyed peape in  our
country d . not go to the Employm nt Exchanges for regis ration. They
are not registered in thi live registers of the «mployment « xchanges.
So a diffirent approach should oe adoptcd for re ucing or solving
this unemployment prob'em. Our Jana'a Goverimen' is conte nplating
to solye this problem within fen years 1o h at the cenire and at 1he
Statc. If specific schemes and programmes to sove (his unemploy-
ment si'uation is not drown, this will aggravae day by day. Our
Jana a Governm nt has not yet com: up with a very 1ealistic pro-
gr mme for solving this unemp'oyed problem. Tiis is ano her weak
petnt of our Budget.
