* Shri SARAT CHANDRA SINHA : Mr. Speaker, Sir, the hon'ble
member Shri Rajbanshi has raised a point of order. The point of
order has arisen because of the violation of Rule 116 of the Rules
of procedure and Conduct of Business. Rule 116 has clearly stated
““A resolution may be in the form of a declaration of opinion or &
recommendaticn ; or may be in the form so as to record of an act
or policy of Government, or convey a message ; or commend.
urge or request for action; or call’ attention to a matter or
situation for consideration by Goverament; or in such other form
as the Speaker may consider appropriate *.

Sir, here the resolution seeks to  make an appeal 1o
the people. What is the operative part of the r.solution ? It is an
appeal to the people to support the Government. Here in this
House what we discuss ? We discuss the action of the Government
we approve or disapprove the aclion of the Government and we take
resolution which concerns the Govermment. But this resolution sceks
to make an appeal and if this resolutionis admitted there may be
other resolution with the appeal to vote for a particular political
party. This will be a serious thing and there will be serious and
far reaching consequences in the country. ‘This will attack on the
fundamental of democracy. © Here in this Assemb’y we can discuss
the activities of the Government and we can form certain opinion. We
can have our own cpinion expressed, may be in the form so ¢s to record
cither approval or disapproval by tke House; but in its form as it
contains an appeal to the people this cannot come. In Koul’s Parlia-
mentary Practice, where it has been clearly stated as Hon'ble member
Rajbongshi has pointed out that the resolution must perforce to convey
the opinion of the House sa‘a whole and not only of a section thereof*
Sir, here the resolation has been framed in such a way that it con-
tains only opinion of a section of the House. Therefore this in gross

violation of the Rules and therefore this is out of order which should
not have been admitted.

_Md. UMARUDDIN: -Now, Sir, this resolution embodies the general
policy of the Government and all these matters of policy have been
embodied in the Governor's address which has been dicussed in this
House, Government policy has also been reflected through certain
demands, through certain programmes. When we have discussed
these matters in the hudset dicussion, how a blank appro-

val can be given to this resolution. Everything has been done and -

when these things have been done we cannot adopt this type of
resolution. If we are discussing the policy of the Government through
various demands you will have to accept our views also. Therefore
by discussing this resolution we will commit certain irregularity. Sir
this is premature and also coersive.

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Shri DULAL CHANDRA BARUA, (Minister) : Sir, it is not correct.
The Hon’ble member Mr. Sinha wents to speak out or his emotion
without going to the reality. Sir, the whole thing is that, I think, the
Hon’ble member will rcmember well that there are precedents in this
House during their regime when such type of resolution was adopted.

Shii SARAT CHANDRA SINHA : No, Sir, ro such resointion has
been passed. The Hon'ble member should not mislead the House.

Shri DULAL CHANDRA BARUA, (Minister): No, it is a fact
that we adopted such resolution for appealing to the people.

Shri MUKUT SARMA : We do no} remember such resolution.

Shri DULAL CHANDRA BARUA, (Minister) : Sir, when trouble
started, (interruption) please listen, we have record that such resolution
for appealing to the people was adopted in this Houser We adopted
such resolution when trouble started. That is why cannot qucstion it.
A mumber has got right to appeal to the people, nobody can object.

Md Umaruddin : Nobody can do it like this

*Shri DULAL CHANDRA BARUA, (Minister): You have got the
1ight to reject it. Fut cvery member has a right to bring resolution with
permission of the Hon’ble Speaker and this resolution is brought with
due permission of the Speaker. Under Rule 119 the Hon’ble Specker
shall decide whather a resolution or a part thereof is not admissible
under these ru'es :nd may disallow any resolution or a part thereof
when in his opinion it is an abuse of the right of moving a resolu-
tion or calculated to obstruct or projudicialiy affect the procedure of
the House oris in contravention of these rules”. Now Sir, when you
have allowed the member to place this th'mg before the House, before
allowing it you have definitely ¢examined about the realities of the
resolution about its admissibiiity, the question reiecting it by ra'sing a

- point of order cannot arise. Sccondly Mr. Sinha has quoted Rule

116, that ‘A resolution may be in the form of a declaration
of opinion or a recommendation or may be In the form so as to
record either approval or disapproval by the House of an act or
policy of Government Or MEaSSEE. .. evveeneenss . Yes, we going to support
a progamme, a policy of the Government and every member has got
the right to bring such resolution in support of the policy of the
Government. If somebody wants to reject he can do so, but he
cannot deptive any other mamber cf his inherent right. Sir,
with your permission this resolution has been brought befo-re the House.
Therefore, the question of objecting it by raising a point of order can-
not arise. This has been brought in proper form and all the conditions
have been fulfilled. There 18 no such kind of things which may ham-
per their intercst. Most probably they are raising this point of order
out of apprehension that something may happen to them,
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Shri SARAT CHANDRA SINHA : Sir, the hon’ble member should
have sensible submission. He should speak to the point.

* Shri DULAL CHANDRA BORUA !Minister): Sir. Mr. Sinha was
the Chief Minister of this State. He should not be so much emotional,

Shri SARAT CHANDRA SINHA : He :hould not behave in such
andesirable manner.

Shri DULAL CHANDRA BARUA, (Minister) : What is the wrong ?
Ycu are arguing emotionally and you are beating about the bush. They
ar? acting as if they have lost somewhere, Now they are behaving in
a manner which is not maintaining the decorum of the House. They
should have the patience. They can commend, urge or request for
actien or call attention to a rmoatter or situtation for consideration by
Government or in such other form as the Speaker may consider
appropriate’ and as I have alreadg, scated when you have admitted this
resolution by observing all the formalities nobody can question the
authority. Now by raising this point of order by Mr. Rajbongahi
he has forgotten the inherent rules of the House He cannot question
the Speaker’s authority. Now, Sir, you have a ruling and by raising
this point or order they are questioning your auihc_)l:lty and I think
by raising that gquestion of authority they are commiting a breach of
of privilege of the House. Sir, after admission, how they can say that
this resolution cennot be moved, which violated Rules 116 and 117.
I have already explained what 116 Rule says. Therefore, Mr. Speaker
Sir, as this resolution is already admitted or which is aceording to
Rule 116 the question of admistibility does not arise here. Therefore,
after the resolution is introduced, they have the right to reject it but
they cannot question the admistibility as it is covered by Rules
116 and 117.

Shri Debanada Bora:—Mr. Speaker Sir, after admission of
the resolution for discussion whether at this stage the question of
admissibility could be raised by the Hon. members, Whether Hon.
Members can raise that this resolution cannot be moved as it violates
the rule of procedure and conduct of business in Assam Legislative. Assemb'y
It is clearly explained in rule 116. It goes like “A  resolution may be
in the form of a declaration of opinion or a recommendation ; or
may be in the form s> as to record either appr oval or disapproval
by the House of an act or policy of the Government, or convey a message;
or command, urge or request for action; or call attention to a matter
or situation for consideration by Government; or in such other form
as the Speaker may consider appropriate.” If the Honourable Speaker
deem it fit and appropriate and then the question of admissibility at
this stage of any resolution does not arise. Your Honour has already
admitted this rerolution and it is according to Rule 116. As the Hon.
Speaker has already considered it and therefore in this stage the question
of admissibility does not arise. After the resolution is introduced and
debate if it is rerected this is a different thing. As per rule 116 and
117 I have already move the resolution and a similar resolution was
moved in the 77 Parliament Session by Honourable the Member Shri
H. M. Kamath in the Loka Sabha and that resolution wag admitted,
discussed and subsequently accepted. There may be record in the
Library.

T€Solution in this House. The contents of the resolution may give
SCcessionists ideas and may violate certain norms of the Constitution.
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. Mr. Speaker :—The first point raised whether any ‘member could
bring any point of order regarding introduction or admissibility of the
r¢solution. In this connection I would like to draw the attention of
the Hon, Members to Rule 300 (2) where it is stated .—‘A point of
Order may be raised in relation to the business beforc the House at
the moment : provided that the Speaker may peremit a member to
Taise a point of order during the interval between the termination of
one item of business and before the commencement of another if it
relates to maintenance of order in, or arrrangement of business before
the House.” I rule that any member may raise any point of order
On any resolution. Even introduction of bill is also challanged in the
proceedings of the Loka Sabha. The other point is raised by Hon.
Member Shri Umaruddin whereby he said that the policy has been
laid down in the budget proposal under discussion of this nature. The-
refore, this resolution is not necessary. In this regard I would like to
say that the policy is being explained in the budget proposals that is
what is normally done in the budget proposal, Here in this resolution
I find not only the policy which is  being followed by the
Government but also the mover seeks to give a new direction through
the Assembly to the Government and to say that such and such steps
should be taken for alround development.. Therefore, I find that the
objections ascribing it to be sedarian to to the resolution cannot be
acceptable to me. However, there are chances for the House to amend
any particular word in due course of the discussion on the resolution
if the resolution is to be accepted at all by the House and after
debating the resolution on merits if house accepts it may be accepted.
It should not be treated as sectional views of the House. As I said
catlier I am not going to the merit of the resolution but the
admissibility of the resolution has done in proper way.
